Under the wheat insurance pro- 
Krani there is a provision that pro- 
' id«** a reduction in premium it is 
evident that a farm i* not q bail 
insuranco risk. Tins provision i 
provides that a 110 per cent re-! 
duction will be made if a farmer 
insure* fur five consecutive year* 
and does not have a loss. A i>0 
iper cent reduction will be made 
when the insured producer pays as 
much premium in as he is insured 
for during the current yen- plus 
the indemities he has received

The firat producer to receive a 
reduced premium in Knox county 
is N. L. Cottingham of the Gilli­
la n d  Community. Mr. Cotting­
ham insured his wheat crop the 
first year insurance was available 
and has done so every year since, 
except, the two years when it was 
not offered. In another year or 
two he will receive the .»0 jxt cent 
reduction if he does not have a 
loss.

Some people may aslc “ why doe* 
he insure if he never has a loss?” 
We think Mr. Cottingham has an­
swered this. We <|uote him below:

“ Other businessmen insure their 
investment. Why shouldn't I ? 
After all farming is a business. 
There us just one thing about it, 
as long as I can insure my crop I 
will sleep well at night. Iaist year 
it looked like my wheat crop would 
not pay expehses. I even went as 
far as request that it !>e released.

A good growth of winter and 

summer legumes cover crop* helps 
ill the prevention of erosion and 
leaching . Because of their close- 
growing habits and power to hold 
soil, together With the building up 
of humas, bacterial life and plant

food in the aoil, cover crops offer 
one of the best and most practical 
ways of conserving and enriching 
the soil. At the same time they 
may furnish gracing or seed for 
future use.

In planting summer legumes 
cover srops fur turning under or 
leuving on the land, the Agricul­
tural Program offer» the following 
payments per pound of *eed plant­
ed: Cow peas, 12 cents; Hubain 
Clover, 18.4 cents; Melilotus In- 
dica, 7.2 cents.

To qualify for payment these 
legumes must be seeded on culti- j 
vated land and the crop left on the 
land or turned under. Volunteer 
or seeded growth crops will not 
qualify. Legumes from which a 
commercial vegetable crop is har­
vested will not q .tlify. Also if 
they are planted in the same row 
or between normally spaced rows 
they will not qualify. Written ap­
proval of the c o u n t y  committee 
should be secured before seeding 
the legumes.

RECENTLY I found in my mail
an unusual letter. It was an im- 
prtaaive letter, for it came from 
a well-known manufacturer on 
the aubject of labor uniona and 
their leaders. Omitting the per­
sonalities involved, I should like 
to offer you the letter in full. It 
is so sane and offers such rich 
practical suggestions for settle­
ment of some of our huge indus­
trial problems that I want to pass 
it on to readers of this column.

"Dear Sir: Your description of 
the labor situation in Sweden ul- 
mo«t depicts the labor situation 
of the (XYZ)  industry in our 
country. Mr. X, the founder of 
th • Cniim, plus the cooperation 
of the manufacturers, brought it 
about. And I dare say this labor 
leader instilled the spirit of co­
operation into the manufacturers 
by fair piny and honest tactics.

“Since the formation of the 
Union In 1!'19, no strikes have 
occurred. The instruments in­
stalled by him for orderly settle­
ments of disputes are no doubt 
well known to you.

Men of “ ALL OF THIS lea.D 
Calibre to one conclusion. If 

the leaders of labor are
men of right calibre, strikes are 
almost impossible because em­
ployers are invariably reluctant 
to have their business disrupted 
and are willing to meet fail 
w;th fairness; hence, my advice 
is: Urge labor unions to choose 
wise and business like leaders; 
m. n of high ideals, thoroughly 
honest.

“ All of this may sound silly, 
but to prove my point: There ex­
isted a (XYZ)  union before Mr.

George P. McNear, Jr., 06 yea- 
old president of the Toledo, I’eor i 
and Western Railroad, was n.ui- 
dered this week, assassinated 
cold blood from ambush a.- be walk 
cd near his home in Peoria- M 
Near came up the hard way. Dur­
ing World War I he organized 
French railroads and upon his re­
turn, through hard work, he even­
tually became the head of a 2 !> 
mile railroad. A svvente n months 
strike on hi* line has been char­
acterized by violence, including 
the dynamiting of t r a c ks .  Mc­
Near told the House Labor Com­
mittee three weeks ago that h-» 
life was in danger.

In May of li>44 MeNearV o ly 
son wrote from overseas that he 
had orders to return home but 
felt there was a big job to do and 
wanted his dad's adv.ee. His father 
told him to stay. Young McNear 
now lies beneath New Guinea soil. 
Both McNear* died for causes in 
which they 'believed.

this time of crisis when we are 
reconverting our industry to the 
ways of piace. Strikes arc now 
too costly, to Inbor and to man­
agement, and to the public, to 
have any prominent place in fhc 
settlement of industrial disputes.

In this enlightened time, when 
word is almost as swift as 
thought and facts are so easy of
access, surely these two compo­
nent* of industry w ith so much in 
common can make use of th« 
< -unit table instead of the strike 
With wisdom and fairm-s and 
honesty prevailing this i«n lie 
done. We have had full demon­

Points On l ooking 
Frozen Vegetables

Research on the cooking of frox 
en vegetables in a pressure sauce 
pan has been conducted in state 
experiment stations shows that it 
is impractical to cook some frozen 
vegetables under pressure.

For instance frozen peas may 
be cooked in the usual way iff less 
time than it takes to bring the 
pressure up in a pressure sa.ci 
pan, but frozen lima beans which 
would require 15 to 22 minutes 
w ithout pressure can be cooked in 
only one an da half to two and a 
half minutes in trte pressure pan. 
It is just a case of finding out 
what vegetable will cook fast 
enough to compensate for the extra 
care and attention necessary in 
using a sa.ee pan
