May « xti to right, a conference will l>e held 
in Wuah.ngton, D. C., which will be of direct and 
personal importance to every person in the country.

The conference will have several purposes. It 
will, first, create a W'der recognition of the need for 
more adequate standards of building construction, 
and the firm and impart,al enforcement of building 
codas and fire safety ord nances.

Dr. Cox »tressed the fact that 
many dangerous disease« are filth- 
borne, and the only possible way to 
control them 1» to eliminate the in­
sanitary condition* responsible for 
their spread.
