TV* 80th Congress approved the 
Department of Agriculture appro­
priation till* for the 1948 fiscal 
year on July 26. The bill appro­
priates $265,635,000 (Including 
$5,500,000 far state and National 
offices, and $19,000,000 for county 
office«) for the Agricultural Con- 
aervation Program year beginning 
July 1, 1947. Also included was 
an item for $2,500,000 for peanut

marketing quotas on the 1948 
crop.

The Congress authorised an Ag­
ricultural Program for the 1948 
crop year on the basis of $150,000,-
000, in c lu d in g  administrative 
funds. Assistance to individual 
farmers and ranchers is limited to 
£500 (the limit has been $ 100.00 
for about 7 years).

Texas' share of 1947 program 
funds (not including increases in 
small payments) will be reduced 
from $19,788,000 to about $17,500,- 
000 as a result of the failure of 
the Congress to appropriate $ >00,-

will be available to counties that
