Agriculture In
Texas Changed
In 25 Years

Twenty-five years have made
la big chance in Texas agricul-
| ture.

A quarter of a century ago,
Texas farmers received a large
.share of their income from cot-
ton—around 70 percent, acctord
ling to the figures. Today, live
stock is taking the place of cot
ton as the basis of income. It
isn't quite up to the 70 percent
mark, however. At the present
time, the income of Texas far-
mers from livestock and live-
stock products runs about 40 per-
cent of the total income,

In 1924, the total sales from
livestock and livestock products
were only 20 percent of the total

sion farm management specialist
of Texas A&M College. By 1944,
returns from these sources had
risen to almost one-half the to-
tal income—up to 46 percent.
The same year, receipts from
cotton and cottonseed had drop
ped to only 25 percent of the to
tal farm income. It ran about
the same as this again last year,
says Bates. Sales from these pro
ducts made up .one-fourth of all
farm income.

Sales from other Texas crops

wheat, rice, sorghum, citrus,
flax and peanuts-—-made up a-
round 33 to 35 percent of Tex
as' farm income. And back in
1924, these miscellaneous sources
provided only 10 percent of the
income. By 1944, they had climb-
|ed to 28 percent.

This growth in sales from
| fruits and crops other than cot
ton brings out the increasing
commercial importance of these
parts of Texas agriculture. The
