Premiums paid by farmers for
Federal crop insurance protection
are used only to pay losses suffer-
insured producers, This
means that the actual loss experi-
ence in the county will determine
any adjustments in the cost of this
protection to local farmers.

Consequently, over a period of
yvears wheat farmers in the county
can expect to pay for this protec-
tion its actual cost in losses paid.
The administrative costs of the
program do-not come from the pre-
miums but instead are provided by
the Federal Government as a serv-
ice to farmers.

Protection under the new crop
insurance plan is established in
three progressive stages. The first
stage applies to acreage released
for planting to another crop, the
second to other unharvested acre-
age, and the third to harvested
acreage. This insurance deals with
dollars instead of bushels.
