| 318,000 bales more than last
| year's crop and 3,166,000 more than
the 10 year average, from 1937 to
[1946. The indicated yield of 313.5
{pounds per acre is the highest on
[record-—14.5 pounds more than the

1944.

The department said the unus-
ually high yield in present are due
not only to exceptionally favorable
growing conditions but also to in-
creased use of fertilizer, and a
larger proportion of the cotton ac-
reage being planted n  heavy-
yielding areas.
