Bank Deposits 
Continue High

Deposits in the First Nation­
al Bank of Munday remain at a 
high peak, although they show­
ed a drop from April 24, the 
time thelasft ia nnlaci fwypym 
time the last financial statement 
was issued.

However, the statement issued 
at the close o f business on June 
30, 1950, showed deposits in the 
local bank remaining over five 
million dollars.

This was a drop of some $68.- 
000 from April 24. which is poss 
ibly due, In some measure, to 
farmers’ expense in getting the 
1950 crops started.

Deposits on June 30, 1950,
were $5,0004,945.16 as compared 
to $5.073.205.57 on April 24.1950.

Total assets o f the bank are 
$5,184.628.77, according to the 
statement published in this 
week’s issue of The Times. This 
speaks well for the financial 
condition of the bank, as well as 
o f the community which it 
serves.

New Fishing Law  
Is Explained Again

AUSTIN. June 24 R e p o r t e d  
misunderstanding of the stab* 
wide fishing law prompted the 
Executive Secretary of t he 
Game. Fish and Oyster Commis­
sion to restate some of the prin­
cipal provisions Saturday.

The law, passed by the last 
regular legislative session to re­
place many conflicting local 
statutes, permits persons to fish 
without a license in their home 
counties an<l to fish in streams 
separating the county o f their 
residence and adjacent counties 
unit's« they use artificial bait. 
Fresh water fishermen who use 
artificial bait are required to 
have a license regardless of 
where they fish.

The act also permits Texans 
to fish in counties adjoining 
their home countlse without a li­
cense unless they us«* artificial 
bait or use live bait. Licenses 
are required of persons fishing 
for commercial purpose regard 
less of where they fish.

General Wakefield urged men 

registered with draft boards 
ind the general public not to 
swamp local boards with tele­
phone calls.

to report.

The Selective Service director 
issued a warning to those re­
quired hy lawf to register who 
have not registered. He said 
that registration of all delin­
quents would be accepted at the 
present time without report for 
violation o f the law.

The director said that more 
than 425.000 men between the j 
ages o f 18 and 25. Inclusive, reg­
istered in August and Septem- j 
ber. 1948. and that approximate- j 
ly 135,000 men have registered 
since that time as they have 
reached the age of 18.

"These men are registered 
properly under this law. and 
they do not have to register.** I 
General Wakefield said.

Genral Wakefield pointed out 
tha tall men. with a very few 
exceptions, who fill the follow-j 
ing requirements, are legally re 
quired to register: Any man 
bom in 1922 after August 30th 
of that year. Any man born In 
1923. 1921. 1925. 1920. 1927. 1928,

1929, 1930 and 1931. Any man 
who has reached the age of 18
horn In 1932. Males are requir­
ed to register on their 18th 
birthdays or within five days 
thereafter.

"It makes no difference if a 
man has ever been in the armed 
forces," General Wakefield said, 
"no mattter when he was in. if ! 
he was born during the times 
stated, he M I ST register under 
the draft law.’*

General Wakefield, for the In­
formation of the public, releas 
«Hi the following Selective Ser­
vice qualifications and their 
meanings:
