As you know, our state has 

in recent years made determin­
ed forward steps in the quality 
of education available for our 
children. Texans long have re­
garded education as perhaps the 
key responsibility of their 
sta te  government.and they have 
been willing to accept the chal­
lenge.

Many Texans have expressed 
to me their doubts and fears 
about federal education pro­
grams in which the federal go­
vernment seizes control of 
schools and curriculum from 

.from state officials and local 
| school boards. I share this view 
that the federal government 
must perform as a helper, not a 
hinderence in education. The fe­
deral government can reason­
ably be expected to return some 

1 tax dollars to the states for 
education, but must not be al­
lowed to dictate what sort of 
education it will be.

There are a number of ways 
j in which federal tax dollars 
may legally and beneficially be 
channeled into education. In­
cluded are the Land-Grant Col­
lege system, the National De­
fense Education Act student-lo­
an program, the "impacted a r­
eas” program and a federal in­
come-tax credit for education 
expenses.

Unfortunately, the current Ad­
ministration rejects every one of 
these plans.Apparently, it re­
jects them because in each local 
control of education is maintain­
ed.

Our state has just been hand­
ed a shocking example of what 
federal interference with local 
education programs can mean. 
The Administration has asked 
for power to cut "impacted a r ­
eas" education funds to 240 
Texas school districts. The fe­
deral government would arbi­
trarily remove from our schools 
nearly $14,000,000 . . .virtually 
overnight.

Some 25,000 Texas students 
would suffer is such a cut were 

go into effect. Scores of 
school superintendents have 
expressed to me 1heir view that 
vast damage will be done to 
our state 's educationsl system 
unless this proposal is 
withdrawn by the Administra­
tion

I, for one, cannot understand

I the sense of priorities which re­
sulted in this plan to curtail 
aid to Texas elementary and 
secondary schools. The Admin- 

; istration request flies in the 
face of established congression- 

I al intent. Only last year Con­
gress carefully extended the 
' impacted areas" law for two 
years; and our school districts 
planned their budgets in good 
faith, expecting the promised 
aid to be forthcoming. It would 
be nothing short of betrayal to 
abandon these districts now. It 
would result in massive local 
tax increases.

This "impacted areas” pro- 
gram .as you know, has been 
a successful means of placing 

j federal tax funds into education 
successful because it leaves 

in the hands of local officials 
all school operations and policy. 
Under the program, the federal 
government contributes to local 
districts in lieu of taxes on 
federal property funds to co­
ver part of the costs imposed 
on those districts near federal 
installations.

Districts near such things 
as military bases have addi­
tional costs because they are 
charged with educating many 
children from federally - con­
nected families — children who 
otherwise w-ould not be in the 
area.

I would be the first to agree 
that there is plenty of waste in 

! the federal budget. There are 
places savings can be made. 
For instance, I doubt that we 
need to spend a planned $82,- 
000 to investigate the Indian, 
rhinoceros or a requested $39,- 
000 to study aging in the house 
fly. And. I find it hard to be­
lieve that the District pf Col­
umbia's fish need a $9,000,000 
aquarium more than Texas stu­
dents need an education.

There a re  places to saye m o­
ney,all right, but we should not 
cut corners on our children's 
education.

We simply must not scrap 
good, proven, cooperative edu­
cation program s just so the mo­
ney saved can bo plowed into 
new, untried and totally federal­
ly-controlled programs.
