Mr. Mounce died sud 
denly at 5:40 a m. Friday, June 
22. at the home of his daughter. 
Mrs T. J. Mitchell, with whom 
he had been making his home 
during recent years.

He had made preparations the 
day before for attending the pi­
oneer reunion in Seymour, an 
event he rarely ever missed. lie  
suffered u heart attack and died 
almost instantly.

John David Mounce was born 
In Lincoln County, Kentucky, o n , 
March 5, 186«, and 83 years, 3 
month sand 17 days of age. He! 
was one o f this area’s typical 
pioneer citizens, and had often 
expressed the hope that he 
would "die with boots on." 
His wife preceded him In death 
by 15 years.

Lons on the normal functioning of the economy 
are a permanent necessity’—Just as the drug ad- 
du t drifts into abject dependence on dope. Many 
of the politicians, who always want more and 
more power for powers' own sake, encourage 
that kind of thinking.

The second danger is that we will fall for the 
fallacy that price controls are actually a cure 
fur the disease that is infation—where, actually, 
they treat only certain sympaoms and don't even 
do that very effictively. The current uproar over 
the meat situation is a good example. The con­
trollers have tried. In effect, to repeal the natur­
al law of supply and demand and the result Is 
scarcity, grow mg black markets, and the prob­
ability of falling production.

Mr. Johnston was rightJ If w care to remain 
a free, strong and progressive nation, price and 
wage controls must be abandoned at the earliest 
possible time.

DRUG HABIT TOMES EASY

This is a good time to reprint some remarks 
concerning economic controls that w e r e  made 
several months ago by Economic Stabilizer Eire 
Johnston in testimony given before a Congress­
ional joint committee.

"I must say right now.” said Mr Johnston, 
‘that wage and price controls will not be effec 

five for long. It is essential that we begin to cure 
the reasons why we have to put wage and price 
control# into effect. The main objective of eco­
nomic stabilization is to secure a stable dollar 
and by that we mean, the stable purchasing pow 
er of the dollar.

"It is essential that we preserve freedom In 
this country, which means that we should get 
rid of wage and price controls at the earliest 
practical moment." Mr Johnston then went on
to say that It Is absolutely vital that we balance 
the budget, restore confidents* In the dollar, and 
control the supply of credit.

There are two basic dangers in price amt other 
Controls One is that the people will gradually 
drift Into the idea that these artificial restric

The operators of more than TOO stores, includ­
ing chains, department stores, a n d  specialty 
shops, were recently asked what they thought 
their most acute problem would be in the near 
future. The majority of them gave It as mount­
ing overhead expenses. Next in line they put cus­
tomer price resistance.

What give«» this particular significance Is the1 
idea, held by many people, that the retailers are 
having a field day in this time of high prices 
and big business volume. The fact is that the cost 
of carrvng on a retail business—wages, rents, 
taxes, etc.—have gone up Just that far, and in 
many case- farther, than the price level. And 
it is still going up.

This might not be of any great moment if re­
tail profits were as fat as many of us seem to 
believe. Actually, those profits are very moder 
ate and the difference to the retailer between 
making money and losing his shirt is only a few 
cents out of each dollar of sales. Last year, for 
instance, the typical department store had a net 
profit of only 3.7 cents out of every dollar of 
income And 1950 was a good year—much better 
than 1949 when the net was 2.7 cents. Reports 
issued by various food chains show that in this 
field the profit is not much more than one cent 
on the sales dollar.

You might keep that In mind next time when 
you're tempted to curse some retailer because his 
price tag* seem exorbitantly high. He has plenty 
of headaches, too.

"W e should remember . . . .  that excessive re­
liance on controls merely postpones many of the 
problems and distortions brought on by war 
economy There is no subsltute for raising 
enough taxes rutting non essential government 
expenditures and sound credit and public debt 
indu les “ —J o h n K. Langum. vice-president.

FORT WORTH. June 22—On 
the eve of the second year of 
the Korean conflict, the live 
stock Industry was still having 
a difficult time planning opera­
tions and the see-saw actions In 
Congress as time ran out lor re­
newing the Defense Production 
Act did little to clear the atmos­
phere.

Some House and Senate com­
mittees went on record against 
the additional rollbacks In beef 
cattle prices slated to be in e f­
fect by August 1 and October L

Full debate on the matter Is 
due during the week before the 
act expires June 30. It appeared 
certain that the Senate and 
House*would pass bills different­
ly enough that the final act 
woud have to be worked out by 
a conference committee.

This conference committee 
will likely be staffed with Ad­
ministration stalwarts, In so far 
as the Democratic side is con­
cerned.

The pig crop report came out 
this week, somewhat later than 
usual, but it was revealed that 
Increased pig production was 
due and likely the crop would 
average seven percent larger.

There have been reports from 
the Midwest recently that size­

able numbers of sows and gilts 
goin to market were in large 
enough numbers to turn the es­
timated crop to a lower level.

Hog raisers have had a better 
time of it this week at Fort 
Worth. Top hogs at 122.50 and 
$22.75 are fully 50 cents higher 
and sows have tacked on a 50- 
cent advance.

Feeder pigs up to $20 per hun 
dred are a $1 more than than a 
week ago. indicating some re­
newed interest on the part of 
feeders.

Coining weeks and months 
should see a steady gain in hog 
prices, unless the government 
interferes. Run of hogs will tap­
er seasonally, and traditionally 
August or September are the 
"high" times.

Renewed Interest is reported 
this w-eek for stockers and feed 
ers from the Corn Belt. In some 
cases the orders are for immed 
late delivery, which always serv­
es to support the day to day 
market at Fort Worth.

For a long time the midwest 
ern com growers have been gun- 
shy about buying stockers and 
feeders because of the rollbacks 
but apparently the seasonal de­
cline* in stockers and feeders 
coupled with a beter understand 
Ing o f the problem of market­
ing .is encouraging the feeders 
to take hold again.

Many carloads of stockers and 
feeders pulled out of Fort

Milk Is jierishable and espcc 
tally during hot weather. To In­
sure milk of good quality requir­
es cleanliness, sterile utensils, 
protection against files, careful 
bottling and maintenance at low 
temperature. The presence in 
fresh milk o f large numbers of 
bacteria, d u e  to unsanitary 
methods of production Is a 
health hazard.

ted through milk are tubercu­
losis, typhoid fever, scarlet fev­
er, diptehria, septic sore throat, 
undulant fever, diarrhea and 
entertis.
