American abundance depends upon the twin 
tools of production and distribution. One is as 
important as the other.

TURNING AWAY I ROM THE FACTS
One trouble with price and wage controls is 

that they obscure the true causes of inflation. 
A great many people fallaciously believe that all 
that is necessary is to pass a new law or effect 
a new ruling, and all will be taken care of.

That attitude Is 100 per cent wrong. As has 
been said time and time again, price and wage 
controls deal only with the symptoms of Infla­
tion. never with tnfation itself.

Some time ago. an association of retailers list 
ed the measures which must b*> employed If in­
flation is to be fought effecitvely during a war 
emergency These included: 1. tieneral credit 
.’ontrols. including higher Interest rates and cur­
tailed Feileral Reserve support of the government 
bond market. 2. Reductions in non-defense 
spending at the national, state and local levels. 
3. The us»> of types of taxation that will effec­
tively reduce consumer spending without Increas 
ing the total tax burden 4. All possible encour­
agement to increase«! production.

Practically all the recognized economists are 
in agreement with such general principles. The 
routs of inflation go tieep into the w hole economy 
and can d«*stroy a free country The greatest 
spur to inflation is reckless government spend 
ing It is an ironical fact that the government 
urges the people to save and to curtail their pur 
«-hosing even as it tosses money to the winds 
tike a drunken sailor.

The danger of more inflation is still with us 
Ami the danger will remain so long as the men 
in power refuse to act on the facts.
