Farm Home Administration Is Now At Local Church 
Making Loans For Irrigation Wells <—

The basic objectives of soil 
and water loans are to encour­
age and facilitate the improve­
ment. protection, and proper use 
o f farm land by providing and 
adequate financing for soil con­
servation, and use; forestatlon, 
drainage of farm land, the es­
tablishment and improvement of 
permanent pasture, and other 
related measures.

Soil and Water loans will be 
made only to applicants who 
comply with all applicable Feder­
al, State and local laws and reg­
ulations with respect to drainage, 
land use, zoning, and the appro­
priation and use made only to 
establish or apply soli conserva­
tion, eater development or use, 
or drainage practices that are in 
accord with recommendations 
made by the State Agricultural 
Extension Service or the Soli 
Conservation Service.

Soil and Water loans may be 
made for paying cash cost of ma­
terials. supplies, equipment, and 
services directed related to the 
application or establishment of 
soil conservation practices; wat­
er development, conservation 
and use facilities and practices; 
drainage. Before a Soil and Wat­
er loan can be made, the appli­
cant must be a citizen of the 
United States, or a Corporation 
organized u n d e r  appropriate 
State and Federal lwas, possess 
legal capacity to contract for a 
loan, be a farm owner or oper­
ator, be without sufficient re­
sources to pay for the proposed 
improvements and unable to ob­
tain the necessary credit on reas­
onable terms a n d  conditions 
f r o m  private or cooperative 
sources, plan to improve the 
farm on which the operator is 
engaged primarily in farming, 
have had farm experience or 
training sufficient to Indicate 
reasonable prospects of conduct­
ing a successful farming opera­
tion.

Interest rates on Insured Soil 
and Water loans will be 3'4% 
per year on the unpaid principal 
balance. In addition to this the 
insured loan borrower is requir­
ed to pay an annual insurance 
charge computed at the rate of 
1 per cent per year on the un­
paid principal. Making a total 
charge of 4 For  direct Soil 
and Water Ions the Interest wlil 
be 4^4% per year on unpaid 
principal.

Repayment of a Soil and Wat- 
er loan will be scheduled within 
the shortest period consistent 
with the ability o f the borrower 
to pay. No loan will be schedul 
ed for repayment over a period 
which exceeds the anticipated 
useful life o f the improvements 
or the security, which ever is 
less. In no case will the period 
exceed twenty years.

6. That telephone rates for 
rural and city phones are excess­
ive and not standard throughout 
the state and that a public util­
ities commission should be set 
up within the state to regulate 
these rates.

7. That grain s o r g h u m s  
should be eligible for Commodi­
ty Credit loans with a minimum 
moisture content of 14 per cent

8. That the support price o f 
wheat should be 100 per cent of 
parity.

CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT NO. 5

The scale of State salaries paid to our Constitu- 
Clonal State Officials is ridiculous when compar 
ed with the requirements of the offices and pay 
ftven for similar responsibility in other States 
ar In private business. Texas should adopt Con­
stitutional Amendment No. 5 November 2nd, per 
Butting the Legislature to set the salaries of these 
officials and fixing the rate of compensation of 
our Representatives and Senators in the Legisla 
lure so they can at least pay their expenses 
while In Austin attending to the business of the 
State.

The rate o f compensation of our Constitutional 
Administrators and Legislators was set during 
the middle of the great depression when the dol­
lar would buy more than now and has not been 
changed since because it was fixed in the Con­
stitution and, therefore, the Legislature was 
powerless to change it. At the same time the Leg­
islature had the power and has acted wisely in 
adjusting the salaries of other important State 
officials such as the Railroad Commissioners, In­
surance Commissioners. State Auditor, the Texas 
Employment Commission. State Health Officer 
and many others, so that the compensation re­
ceived is more in line with their responsibilities.

We believe the Legislature has handled wisely 
the responsibility of setting the salaries of offic­
ials created since the drafting o f the Constitution 
and could likewise safely be given the responsi­
bility o f also setting the salaries of those offic­
ials provided for in our Constitution, so that they 
may set and adjust their salaries from year to 
year in accordant' with existing economic condi­
tions.

As an example of the growth of the State and 
(ft* Increase in business done now and in the fis­
cal year of 1935-1936. $127.092.235.19 was depos­
ited by the Comptroller of Public Accounts from 
ail sources including Federal Aid; whereas, the 
record of the last fiscal year ending August. 1953. 
for which figures are available, shows that $737, 
188.310 38 was deposited from the same sources. 
Expenditures are comparable, but our Constitu 
tlonai officers are still receiving the same com­
pensation as that set in 1936.

The Constitutional state official» who would 
be affected by the change are the Governor, At­
torney General. Comptroller to  Public Accounts 
Treasurer. Land Commissioner and Secretary of 
State, all of whom are elective except the last 
aamed. A very conservative estimate la that when 
either one of the above has opposition, an amount 
equal to one year's salary of the two year term

must be spent on the campaign for election.
Although Texas is 6th in population among the 

states of the Union, forty-four other states pay 
their Comptroller or fiscal officer more than Tex­
as and none of them pay less. Twenty-six states 
pay their Governor more than Texas does. Thirty- 
seven states pay their Secretary of State more; 
thirty six pay their Treasurer more, and twenty 
states pay their Attorney General more than Tex­
as pays.

In order to compete with industry and keep e f­
ficient state employees, It has been necessary In 
many instances to raise the pay of key men 
working for these constitutional officers and leg 
isiators to a sum greater than-the elected o ffio  
ial himself receives. We do not think this is sound 
business and, therefore, urge the adoption of 
Proposition No. 5 among the amendments to our 
Constitution to be voted on November 2nd. which 
authorizes the Legislature to fix the salaries of 
our Constitutional state officers and allows an 
increase in the compensation of our Legislators.

Years ago when winds periodically blew irre­

placeable top soil from great farming regions 
and turned once-fertile lands Into barren wastes, 
relatively lew people understood how tills could 
be prevented.

Equally important is the vital role of the ma­
chine in preserving the land and Its fertility for 
generations yet to come.

Today, it is true, we have a serious farm sur­
plus problem But our skyrocketing population, 
if nothing else, will ultin ve that prob­
lem
from a land area which will remain virtually con 
stant Luckily for the nation, modern production
