County machinery for minis­
tering the new Salk polio vac­
cine to some 400 first and second
grade students of Knox County 
had been set up by county phy­
sicians prior to the announce­
ment Tuesday that the new 1955
model of the vaccine was very 
effective.

The vaccine in mass tests last 
year proved its ability to pre­
vent up to 90 per cent o f cases 
of paralytic polio. But since then 
it has been improved and is far 
better than the vaccine tested 
last year.

It can theoretically prevent 
paralytic polio 100 per cent, de­
clared Dr. Jonas Salk, Pittsburg 
scientist who developed it.

The vaccine was officially li­
censed for public use by the Na­
tional Institutes o f Health only 
hours after it had been found 
safe, effective and powerful in 
preventing polio, and supplies 
were being shipped to various 
state medical centers.

Late Tuesday, Cutter Labora­
tories of San Francisco sent 330 
pounds of the vaccine to Dallas, 
and it arrived there Wednesday. 
This will be given children o f the 
state as soon as possible.

Children would get only two 
shots of this newer vaccine— 
spaced two to four weeks apart— 
if Dr. Salk's recommendations 
are followed. They would get a 
third shot no earlier than seven 
months after that.

Dr Salk finds this spacing 
l*est pulls the trigger o f the 
itody’s gun mechanism, flooding 

j billions of protective antibodies 
; Into the blood stream. It is these 
antibodies which build a wall be­
tween children and paralytic po-

The problem of mental illness is a grave one. 

The number of its victims has been rising at an 
alarming rate And it is a public problem, direct­
ly affecting the national welfare. Yet, according 
to two officials of the American Medical Asso­
ciation, who gave testimony baton* a House sub 
committee. In some cases our mental health facil­
ities resemble " ‘pest houses where patients are 
confined indelintely with slight hope of cure.”

These AMA spokesmen testified in supjiort of a 
group« of proposed health measures, one of which 
would promote an intensive program of study 
In the field of mental health under the Surgeon 
General and the National Institute of Mental 
Health. They urged that increased federal funds 
be provided. One of them made this all important 
point: ‘‘Mental illness is Intrinsically a medical 
problem. . . .  In solving health problems, stress 
is too often placed in the provision of physical 
facilities for itiagnusis and treatment We lose 
sight o f the facts that hospital buildings do not 
cure patients. The successful management of ill 
ness, whether physical or mental, comes only 
from the application of the art and science of 
medicine by a physician skilled In modem meth­
ods.”  He briefly reviewed the great progress that 
has been made in fighting such dread diseases 
as smallpox, typhoid fever, polio, and ohten* 
and added ‘‘Mental illness can succumb to the 
same attack. Patchwork, stopgap programs for 
the care of the mentally ill are keeping ui on a 
treadmill and actually doing little to reduce and 
prevent mental illness ”

This expert advice should be heeded We need 
the right kind of physical facilities for the men­
tally ill. But most of aU we need to develop im­
proved methods of care, treatment and rehabili­
tation

Tornado Safety 
Rules Listed By 
Munday Fireman

Members of the Munday Fire 
Department thank local citizens 
for their cooperation during the 
mock tornado warning Monday 
night.

“This alarm will be sounded in 
the future to give tornado warn­
ing, time permitting,'' they said 
“ However, when it sounds it 
does not necessarily mean there 
will be a tornado, as we shall 
not take any unnecessary chances 
to determine the direction of 
travel, as tornadoes can c hange 
in a moment’s time.''

Listed below are some of the 
tornado safety rules which every­
one should be familiar vcith:

There is no universal protec 
tion agaainst tornadoes except 
caves or underground excava 
tions. When time permits, go to 
a tornado cellar, cave, or under­
ground excavation, which should 
have an air outlet to help equal 
ize the air pressure It should be 
kept fit to use, free from water, 
gas, or debris, and preferably 
equipped with pick and shovel.

I f  you are in open country:
1. Move at right angles to the 

tornado's path. Tornadoes will 
usually move ahead at about 25 
to 40 miles per hour.

2. I f there Is not time to es­
cape, lie flat In the nearest de 
press ion such as a ditch or ra 
vine.

I f  in a city or town
1. Seek Inside shelter, prefer­

ably In a steel reinforced build 
ing

Dry weather, record freezes 
and blowing winds in the past 
few weeks have done their bit in 
adding to the burdens of Texas 
farmers this year Many crops 
lot actually destroyed were se­

verely set back, meaning millions 
of dollars lost In time, labor, 
seed and crop value.

The |K>ach crop will be almost 
a complete failure in Texas as 
well as nine other early southern 
states The freezes which took 
the peaches also caused extensive 
damage to early season vege 
tables in the state

Central and N o r t h e a s t  Texas
were frozen to the ground an d  
harvest will be delayed two to 

, three weeks. Earl) acreage wa 
ti rmelons of the l/iwer Valley 
and Falfurrias area were not 

!damaged by the cold but have 
suffered some damage from high 
winds Considerable acreage In 
South and Central T'-xas wa* lost 
but not late enough to prevent 
replanting. The real problem was 
whether or not enough moisture 
would be available for re-seeding.

Also in South Texas, low tem- 
peiatun - delayed maturity of 
early spring tomatoes and h i g h  
winds wliip|ied vine and scarred 
the fruit The red tomato loss

was in Eastern and Northeast 
Texas Most tomatoes at Yoakum 
and nearby sections were killed. 
In the Jacksonville area, limited 
acreage which had b»*en set was 
killed and considerable damage 
was suffered by plants in c o l d  
frames Replanting will depend 
on the availability of plants.

A few cantaloupes were lost in 
the Winter Garden area but no
damage to this crop occured In 
other South Texas producing 
sections. Strung winds have also 
whipped vines in these areas, 
however. The freeze.* caused th<“ 
heavy loss of cantaloup acreage 
In Centrals Texas but replanting 
was still possible.

Most onions in the southern

area survived- the killer northers 
and no serious delay in matur­
ity is expected in the advanced 
irrigated fields However, yield 
prospects on non^rrigated onions 
at Raymondville and along the 
Coastal Bend were reduced.

One of the most significant

major crop losses was in cotton 
in areas from Corpus Christl 
along the Coastal Bend and as 
far nortli as San Antonio. W hen­
ever young cotton was up in the 
field, it was killed. Seed loss 
atom* will probably amount to 
more than $2 million.

other children whose vaccine is 
not lieing furnished hi the Na 
tionai Foundation, let me say 
that the county health officer 
serves without pa> and what his 
office actually amounts to is a 
laison officer between the var­
ious health departments and the 
other private physicians of the 
county.

It has been agreed that we 
endeavor to see that every child 
in the county under 12 years of 
age will have an opportunity to 
receive the vaccine It will be 
given on a private practice basis 
by the parents' regular physician. 
If the family is unable to pay 
for it, it will be charged them 
like any other service They will 
be expected to pay for it. if and 
when they are able

It makes me happy to an 
nouncc that the commissioners 
court is underwriting this pro 
gram, and we hope to have 100 
per cent vaccination of all chil 
dien under 12 years of age. re-
