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Nobody is busier than the 
farmer.

With the rains bringing plenty 

<m of planting moisture and t o o  
much moisture just after plant­
ing in many instances, the farm­
er friends are keeping in the 
fields from early until late.

• •
There's cotton to be planted, 

cotton to be re-planted, wheat 
harvest lias been in full swing, 
oats are coming on soon and the 
maize fields need plowing and 
weeding.

• • • •
But it's a lot nicer, ws think, 

than it was back before the 
rains started.

• • • •
Haven't heard much com­

plaint about the rains, but it Is 
discouraging when the farm­
ers have planted cotton three or 
four times and still don't have a 
stand. Won't be long, either, un­
til the time for planting cotton 
with assurance of a harvest will 
be over. It just finally gets too 
late for such activities.

• • • •
That's why, we guess, we al­

ways hear that the farmers are 
the first to holler about the rains 
We haven’t actually heard any of 
the holler, but decided we’d Just 
do a little hollering for them.

• • • •
Another farm activity we didn’t 

mention is under way, too. The 
potato harvest got under w a y  
last Thursday.

• • • •
To many of us, this was a

new experience. And it was with 
quite a bit of interest that we 
watched the process last Friday 
afternoon on the 'tater patch of 
John Michels.

• • • •
We noticed first a sort of 

stalk-cutter type of machinery 
that was whipping tops o ff the 
tater vines.

• • • •
Then, two tractors were pulling 

the diggers—sort of fork shaped 
things that burrow into the 
ground and bring up the spuds. 
A  sort of roller-elevator attach­
ment brings the 'taters up and 
over, while the soil is allowed to 
fall back to earth.

• • • •
When the digger has passed, 

there are the spuds right on top 
o f the ground. But not for long 
As soon as they have clearance, 
workers gather on those tw o  
rows and begin picking up spuds 
and putting them into gunny- 
sacks.

• • • •
It seemed to us the potato har­

vest could be over within a few 
minutes after the digger had 
made its last dig.

• • • •
It seemed, too. that the har­

vest was pretty good. We under­
stand they were r o l l i n g  out 
around 150 sacks of No. 1 spuds 
to the acre. Then, too, there were 
the smaller ones and the culls

It appears that this year's po­
tato crop might encourage others 
to enter the field next year. This 
might well become a potato 
growing country.

• • • •
Some fields were ready for 

harvest; other types of potatoes 
were about two weeks later, so 
the harvest will continue here 
for several more days.

• • • •
Prospects appear to be good 

for growing cantaloupes, too. Di­
versification has been preached 
for some time, and some of it Is 
being put into practice.

• • • •
Noticed where the legislators 

had adjourned at Austin, leaving 
us with prospects for nine con­
stitutional amendments to be 
voted on next year

• • • •
Guess the boys were a b o u t  

ready to quit and go home. too. 
You see, their salaries had been 
stopped, according to law, after 
they'd completed 120 days. "A ll 
work and no pay makes Jack a 
dull boy." or something to that 
effect.

If anyone »till believes in the face of the over­

There are no figures available on 
the number of days lost because 
of accidents, there can be no 
doubt but that it is tremendous.

I greatly in reducing accidents by 
| carefully observing them

Many accidents could lx* avoid 
; ed if motorists would drive be

I tired, sleepy, in rainy weather

and when other hazards exist. 
One should adhere closely to the
law regarding the dimming of
lights for approaching cars. It is 
an old saying but true, that those 
who drink should not drive.

Many deaths are cause by ac- 
cidents in the home. A total of 
650 deaths were caused iast year 
by falls. In homes most of these 
fatal accidents occur on either 
outside or inside stairways. Of 
course, there are many other lo­
cations in the home where acci­
dents can and do happen.

Disorderly housekeeping, poor

Public officials have found that 
public education regarding night 
driving hazards has paid big divi­
dends. According to the National 
Street and Traffic Safety Lighting 
Bureau, these are the rules that 
have helped reduce night dnv.ng 
accidents where street lighting is 
bad:

1. Slow down Don't regulate 
your speed by posted limits alone. 
Remember, speed must be gov­
erned by conditions, and darkness 
is a condition that calls for cau­
tion.

2. Have your car checked fre­
quently In darkness, immediate 
response of the vehicle is a must 
Double-check all lights.

3 Be alert Keept a constant 
watch for pedestrians and for ve­
hicles with dim lights ox no lights 
at all.

4 Don’t wear tinted glasses at 
night. The advantage they offer in 
reducing glare is more than offset 
by ’ he disadvantage in reduced 
vision

6. Use headlights properly Use 
upper beam only on rural high- 
ways when no approaching car is 
witnin 1,000 feet. Use lower beam 
when oncoming car* approach, 
when you are overtaking another 
car, and when driving in cities and 
residential areas

6. Dim your lights, even though 
an oncoming driver fails to dim 
his Trying to get even by blind ng 
him is risking your neck Maintain 
control of your car by looking at
the right shoulder of the highway 

7 Be surv your lights are on 
before you pull onto a thorough­
fare at night

8 Never stop on the travelled 
portion of a roadway at night If 
you must stop, pull completely off 
the roadway, leaving parking and 
dome lights on Carry flares for 
use in emergencies.

|K»se of discussing the Salk polio 
vaccine As a result o f this meet 
ing we learned that polio vaccine 
Is expected to he available for 
mass innoculation with greater 
safety in the near future As 
more vaccine does become avail­
able, It is indicated that areas 
with the greatest number of po­
lio cases and earlier seasonal 
dangers will receive first consid­
eration. The new testing methods 
(gyposed by the Government 
have been accepted and are being 
instituted by those who produce 
the vaccine. Tests in the pust 
wens considered complete when a 
live virus could no longer bo 
found in the vaccine for a given 
period of time. The new test will 
run considerably beyond what 
was once considered safe, there 
by creating a wider margin of 
safety. The tests will also be 
made on a portion of each batch 
of serum after bottling as an add 
ed precaution

Those children all over the 
country who have received one 
shot have gained some immunity 
from that shot and the second 
■hot may be given later than for­
merly planned and the immunity 
gained by the two shot series will 
be just as gr>at.

Production of the vaccine takes 
about 90 days and the new tested 
methods that have been put into 
effect may add a day or two de 
lay, but the added safety factor 
more than compensate for this 
loss of time

In his discussion of the vaccine 
Dr. Scheele described in some de­
tail laboratory processes now 
being used by scientists to per­
fect the serum. He also pointed

Nine State Amendments To Be Voted On 
By Voters Of Texas During Next Year

The voters of Texas will have 
on opportunity to approve or re­
ject nine constitutional amend­
ments In 19ÎS6, according to ac­
tion of the .Texas legislature. A 
majority of the two houses in­
dorsed these amendments before 
the 54th Legislature ended its 
•ession recently. Briefly the pro­
posals would :

1. Put another $100,000.000 into 
the veterans land program. This 
one is expected to set o ff the 
sharpest debate because of con­
troversy over merits of the pro­
gram since it became embroiled 
tn scandal last November

2. Reduce the number of Jury 
trials in lunacy cases by giving 
the accused jx-rson a choice of 
whether or not to have a Jury. 
The constitution now makes Jury 
trial mandatory. The proposed 
right to waive use of a Jury 
would not apply where a erim 
Inal offense la charged.

3. Make it tougher for proies 
«lonal criminals to get bad. Dis­
trict Judges would have power to 
deny ball to persons twice con-

sided o f felonies.
4 Allow teachers a better re­

tirement plan. They would bo 
permitted to contribute a larger 
percentage of their salary than 
t present, with the state putting 

vp matching funds. Disability 
nd death benefits would be add 

ed to the program. Retirement 
vould be permitted after 55 after 
a minimum of 10 years service, 
or it could come after 30 years 
ervice.
5. Authorize the Legislature to 

provide assistance to needy in 
dividuals who art» permanently 
and totally disabled.

6. Permit state recompense- to 
persons erroneously convicted of 
crimes they did not commit.

7. Give commissioners courts 
leeway in reallocating between 
their permanent Improvement, 
Jury, road and bridge and gen 
oral funds. Present law requires 
an election before funds can be 
shifted. This would let commis­
sioners court reallocate annually 
when they are preparing county

1 budgets,
M. Allow wider investment of 

: the university permanent fund In 
an effort to obtain greater re 
turns. This amendment a l s o  
would realign state colleges in 
the two present programs for 
construction and equipment of 
buildings.

9. Set up an appropriate i*ath 
of office for appointive officers 

! of the state, who now have to 
use one designed only for elet­
tive officers.
