V  Hut out to the west of town, a 

two-acre plot of ground that
used to belong to Gill Wyatt has 
been purchased.

• • • •
On it has been erected a sort 

of quonset hut type of building, 
which is the Munday animal hos 
pltal.

• • • •
Its about the nicest thing, we 

guess, an animal, especially a
sick one, could go to.

• I f »
Animals are like people, we 

guess, in that they don't like to 
go to hospitals. In fact, animals 
just don’t go—they have to be 
taken.

• • • •
We stepped inside the building 

into what we termed the waiting 
room. Just to the north of it Is 
the office with a nice desk, filing 
cabinet, and various books a n d  
types of literature on animals.

• • • •
We found no one inside, so 

found our way through the 
building, where Dr. Stewart was
doctoring a horse.

• • • •
When that Job was finished, 

he took us through the buildings 
—portions of which we'd ambled 
through before but didn't know 
just what they were.

• I  • •
Down the hallway from the 

waiting room was his supply 
room—a sort of walk-in closet 
that was replete with shelving, 
drawers, etc., and well stocked 
with medicines.

• • • •
Next, he showed us the small 

animal operating room. There 
was the operating table, sterile 
instruments, a sink with running 
water and most everything need­
ed for operating.

• • • •
From there we went to the 

kennel room, where several ani­
mals were being kept. Some had 
received and others wore waiting 
to receive the doctor’s attention. 

• • • •
To the east of this room w a s  

the bath room, equipped with 
bath tub for bathing or dipping 
animals, a lavoratory, commode 
and with hot and cold water.

• • • •
The rear of the building is 

equipped for doctoring larger an­
imals, with a "horse stock" and 
a "cow stock" for keeping these 
animals under control while doc­
toring or operating on them.

• • • •
It seemed to us a rather com­

plete lay-out. but Stewart is full 
of plans for the future.

• • • •
Over the remainder of that 

two-acre plot, he plans to erect 
pens, etc., so animals left under 
his care will have room for ex­
ercise, can enjoy the sunshine, 
etc.

• • • •
A  horse that was under h i s 

care had the run of the entire 
Wyatt pasture, but the small an­
imals were confined to the hos­
pital building.

• • • •
Stewart says his practice Is in­

creasing as the local animal hos­
pital becomes known. People 
from Seymour, Knox City, Mun­
day and other places bring their
animals to him.

• • • •
His calls take him into several 

counties—parts of Haskell, Bay 
lor and Knox and sometimes to
Throckmorton.

• • • •
" I don’t really feel like I'm 

busy unless I'm working on calls 
out in the field," he «aid, "but I 
realize I can do more if the ani­
mals are brought In because In 
the hospital I have better facili­
ties for treating animals than 
can be transported by auto into 
the field.”

It seems that Munday’s animal 

hospital Is o ff to a good start.

AFTER THE RAIN

Rest after a rain is the best
prescription for drouthy. over- 
grazed pastures

Since many ranches are carry­
ing reduced numbers of livestock, 
producers should be able to defer 
one-fourth of their grazing lands 
without damaging the remainder, 
A. H. Walker, extension range 
specialist, says. This way many 
pastures can gain full advantage 
of recent soaking rains.

Pastures with most n a t i v e  
grasses and vegetative cover will 
make the most recovery in a 
shorter period of time and should 
be deferred first, says Walker. 
Poorer pastures can be rested 
later since they may require sev­
eral years to recover.

It’s better to remove all live­
stock from a pasture than to 
leave it lightly stocked, he adds.

Defer for three to six months, 
or until frost. But if the grazing 
Is needed sooner, wait at least un­
til the growing grasses mature 
and drop a seed crop. Deferring 
promotes seed and plant repro 
duetion in addition to increasing 
the vigor of existing plants.

T h e  specialist recommend: 
moderately grazing the pasture 
during th* winter. This metho* 
provides some forage for live 
stock and helps distribute plan 
seed

Many ranchmen looking o v e  
their bare ranges are considerln 
resc-edlng. In some instances r» 
seeding may be warranted bu 
deferment more often does th 
job cheaper. I f  as much as 1 
percent of the “key" grasses at 
left, rest rather than reseed, th 
specialist suggests.

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A HOLE IN THK PENSION l MBREI.LA

An editorial In the Journal of the American 
Medical Association observes that there “ Is a 
gaping hole in the pension umbrella that has been 
raised over an aging population by the federal 
government during the past two decades.' That 
gaping hole affects self-employed people pro­
fessional men, merchants, Independent salesmen, 
and the rest

Back In 1942. Congress provided for a system 
whereby employers' contributions to pension 
funds would be considered business expense, if 
the particular plans were approved by the Bureau 
of Internal Revenue. Some 20,000,000 employed 
taxpuwrs are covered under that system. But no 
comparable provision has been trunk* for the self- 
employed.

Identical hill*, known generally as the Jenkins- 
Keogh bills, have he.-n introduced in both branch 
es of Congress in an effort to sew up this hole in 
the pension umbrella. Their purpose is to en­
courage. but not compel, savings for retirement 
bv self-employed fiersun*. and also by employed 
persons whose employers have not provided 
either pension or profit sharing plans for them 
This would be done by offering certain moderate 
tax benefits and deferments to people w shing to 
save for retirement in an approved manner.

President Eisenhower, among legions of others, 
has spoken of the importarux* of encouraging pri­
vate pension plans. And the AMA Journals edl 
tonal made a big point when it said: If self-
employment continues to become I«*-«* and less at­
tractive In an ear of fringe benefits, small labor 
and small business will surely be swallowed up 
by large labor and large business. Patching the 
hole in the pension umbrella will make •elf- 
employment more attractive."

From a business point of view, this means that 
the potential market for all manner of goods and 
services is increasing at a tremendous rate.

Producers in 
all fields have a real job ahead to compensate for 
that M< at is a good example, inasmuch as it is a 
basic item in the eating habits of almost every­
one Our per capita consumption is now running 
around lfvl pounds a year If that rate is to bo 
maintained It is estimated that production will 
have to be increased by as much as 15 |st cent 
in the next 15 years and 30 per rent in the next 
20 The livestock and meat industry is thus faced 
with a task of the first magnitude.

Luckily, past exju-rience indicates that this in­
dustry will f ::1.1 ways and means of doing what 
ever is needed to meet the demands of the public 
It is a significant fact that we've never had a meat 
shortage in this country except when govern­
ment controls discouraged producers on the one 
hand and boomed black markets on the other.

This spring the planting dead­
line was extended In more t h a n  
30 counties for two reasons. At 
one time, it was too dry to plant 
the cotton. Ten days later, th e  
fields were too wet to plow.

Irregular planting provides an 
almost continuous supply o f 
young tender cotton which is 
Ideal food for the pink bollworm. 
The situation cannot Ik* helped 
to any great extent this year due 
to the weather. As a result, l he 
control program hinges on strict 
compliance to the plow up dead­
line No w i n t e r  hibernating 
places must he left in Texas cot­
ton fields which would encourage 
a large insect build up next year.

As an added precaution, farm­
ers over the slat«- are urged to 
follow a practical program of 
control over all types of Insects 
this season Careful planning of 
spraying or dusting keeps down 
cotton pasts, and gives added 
value to the crop

control measures. To spray or 
dust cotton at improper intervals 
m«’ans dollars lost to the farmer.

► the estate of a decedent among 
hi* rightful heirs It m v a I • m 
serve to save many dollars in 
legal fees and court costs. 
i  As an e\ imple, whetu-ver a ' 
pcison dies \> ,t!i >ut a « i l l  and it 
is necessary for the probate 
court to appoint an idminlstra 
tor of hi estate, the pet son so 
appointed is required to post a 
bond. This bond is for the pur 
pose of insuring the faithful per 
formanee of his duties. When 
signed by individuals, the amount 
thereof must bo double the esti 
mated value of the personal prop­
erty of the estate plus a reason­
able amount to cover prosjiective 
rents and other income from 
real estate Involved

When issued by a bonding com 
pnny, the estimated value of th e1 
personal projH»rty need not is» 
d o u b l e d .  The administrator’s 
bond must be kept in force until 
the estate i- finally closer! and lit­
is discharged from his obligation 
by the court.

The same rule applies to an 
executor under a « i l l ,  unless the 1 
testator has specified that no 
bond shall tie required. This pro | 
vision may tie inserted or left out 
of the will at the option of t h e 
maker. Needless to say. there are 
situations in which the bond 
serves a real purpose. But when | 
not needed, the statutory roqulr«- 
merit may prove a distinct annoy-j 
ante to he executor and a burden 
upon the estate in the form o f ' 
annual premium payments.

Another example: A court ap 
pointer! administrator may not 
sell any property o f an estate 
without an order o f the court 
authorizing him to do so. He 
must make application to the 
court for approval of each sale. 
The court must be advised of
