Amendment No. 3 — S. J .  R.
No. 39

This proposed amendment of 
Section 18, A rticle VII, of the 
Texas constitution excludes A r­
lington State College from par­
ticipation in the Permanent Uni­
versity Fund. The amendment 
proposed is more or less  a 
clean-up m easure, in keeping 
with the legislative intent when 
placing Arlington State College 
under the University of Texas 
system .

Background - In 1949, the 
legislature changed the name of 
the North Texas Junior Agri­
cultural, Mechanical and Indus­
tria l College at Arlington to 
Arlington StafeC ollege. Arling­
ton State College continued as 
a part of the Texas A&M Uni­
versity System , until 1965, when 
the statutes were amended by 
the 59th Legislature to trans­
fer it to the University of T ex­
as System.

Amcndmont No. 4 — H. J .  R.
No. 21

This proposed amendment to 
A rticle XVI of the Texas Con­
stitution adds a new Section 
30c, clarifying the constitution 
limitations on term s of office 
of d irectors of conservation 
and reclam ation d istrict.

Background - Term s of off­
ice for state officials have var­
ied little since Texas becam e a 
state. As new boards and d ir­
ectors have been created, the 
trend has been toward in­
creasing the length of term s to 
six years, while safeguarding 
the advantages of the two-year 
term  by providing for appoint- 
m?nts at staggered two-year 
intervals. This amendment 
would allow better continuity 
for Boards of Water D istrict.

Amendment No. 5 — S. J .  R.
No. 4

The proposed Amendment No.
5 adds a new Sectiou 62 -c  to 
A rticle XVI of the Texas Con­
stitution. This new section au­
thorizes the legislature to enact 
laws providing for a system  of 
retirem ent, disability and 
death benefits for the officers 
and employees of a county, a 
political subdivision of a county 
or other political subdivision 
of the state.

Background - In 1946, A rticle 
XVI, Section 62 of the constitu­
tion was adopted. Subsection 
(a) of this section authorized 

creation of a retirem ent 
program for state employees, 
and subsection (b) authorized 
the creation of a retirem ent 
program for county employees.

) In 1962, the voters defeated 
an amendment containing pro­
visions sim ilar to those found 
in the proposed Amendment No. 
5.

Amendment No. 6 — H. J .  R. 
No. 37

This proposed amendment 
adds a Section 51-d to A rticle 
111 of the Texas Constitution. 
The new section authorizes the 
legislature to provide, by gen­
eral law, for the payment of 
assistance by the state to the 
surviving spouse and minor 
children of law enforcement 
officers , custodial personnel of 
the Texas Department of C or­
rections, or of full-paid f ir e ­
men who suffer violent death 
In the course of the perfor­
mance of their duties.

Background - A rticle III, 
Section 51, Section 51a, e ts e q ., 
authorizes the granting of p jb lic  
money to individuals, thereby 
providing exceptions to the gen­
eral prohibition against grants 
of this type, which Is expressed 
in the first clause ofSectlon 51. 
The proposed amendment would 
provide an exception in favor 
of the survivors of law enforce­
ment officers, custodial p er­
sonnel of the Texas Department 
of C orrections, and full-paid 
firemen.

Texas voters will have a bedsheet-size ballot to deal 

with on Nov. 8, a ballot given heft by 16 proposed amendments 
and with so many state questions over which to puzzle, they 
may not be overly eager to ponder the decisions rendered 
on constitutional questions in neighboring states.

However, the voters of New Mexico will decide an issue 
which could well become a pressing question in this state. 
That question is  the future of the present justice of the peace 
court system .

In New Mexico, voters will decide whether or not to do 
away with justice courts. Opponents of the courts have cited 
numerous fee abuses, even charging that one J P  in New Mexico 
made more than the governor of the state last year.

They charge that the New Mexico fee system  puts justice 
on a quantitive rather than a qualititive b asis, reqarding most 
those J P s  who convict the most traffic violators. And they are 
worried about the effect of quick justice on New Mexico’s 
tourist trade.

In Texas, sim ilar c riticism s have been heard many times 
in the past. There have been attempts at change, but thus far no 
statewide support for such an effort has developed. The vote 
in New M exico, while it may get lost in the Nov. 8 shuffle, 
will no doublt become the basis for much discussion on this 
side of the border in months to com e, as well it might. Ju stice 
should be just that -  and if the present system  allows for 
abuses and inefficiency, then it sould be corrected.

"the scapegoats of inflation,” 
Attorney General Waggoner 
C arr has declared in calling 
for more detailed information 
on the composite factors of food 
p rices.

As a United States Senator, 
C arr said , he would take steps 
to determine what share of food

costs actually goes to the 
farm er-producer.

" I ,  and M rs. C arr in part­
icu lar, certainly share the con­
cern of housewives over rising 
food co s ts ,” C arr said. “ But 
I am convinced that the farm ­
e rs  and ranchers of Texas are  
not to blame for high super­
market p r ice s .”  The Demo­
cra tic  candidate pointed out that 
in a tim e of prosperity, farm ­
ers  a re  receiving less for many 
of their commodities than they 
did 18 years ago.

"In  face ,”  C arr  said, "they 
have alm ost become the for­
gotten people of our economy.”

C arr applauded Governor

" I t  is tim e the people in this 
country decide whether we want 
our freedom or a handout from 
the government,”  C ongress­
ional candidate Bob P rice  said 
Tuesday.

November 8 is election day 
in Muleshoe as it will be acro ss 
the nation. This is the tim e for 
all American citizens to e x e r ­
c ise  their most precious right 
. . .their vote. Will you voice 
your opinion by casting an in­
telligent vote, or, will you leave 
the polls with a ballot in the box 
that was marked without con­
sideration, thought and investi­
gation?

You hear on TV and Radio 
statem ents from various o r- 
ganizations urging everyone to

get out and vote, but never one 
urging the citizens to study the 
candidates or amendments to be 
voted on at election tim e. Your 
vote is not something to be 
taken lightly. Hundreds ofthou- 
sands of young Am ericans 
over the past 150 years have 
died to keep this precious fre e ­
dom alive for each of us and 
we owe it to these Am ericans, 
as  well as  to our children and 
our children’s children to use 
this powerful tool correctly  and 
wisely.

The Chamber nor I can or will 
tell you how to vote. We do, 
however, ask you to study each 
candidate; each amendment and 
each party. Do this open mtnd- 
edly and with genuine in terest, 
and you will cast an intelligent 
vote ou November 8. This 1s 
all anyone can ask, and this is 
a ll any Am erican citizen can do 
if he truly wants a better coun­
try with better laws and with 
much better political o ffic ials.

Remember, it is too late to 
speak your piece after the bal­
lots are counted until the next 
time around, and a lot can hap­
pen between these periods of 
tim e. I would like to add at 
this point that this interest 
should not stop at the State,

National and County levels. It 
should be carried  through to 
City, school P -TA , civic and 
yes, even chamber elections.

This however does not term ­
inate your responsibility. The 
vote is  not the end of the line, 
by no means. As a m atter of 
fact, the secondary portion of 
this right and privilege, is what 
you do after the ballots are 
counted and the victors named.

Do you keep in touch with 
your elected officials, or, do 
you leave him out on a limb 
without support or encourage­
ment? A five cent stamp now 
and then to our U. S. R epre­
sentatives is  a sm all price to 
pay for freedom. . . a cup of 
coffee in a local cafe with your 
local officials takes a little 
more tim e, but then isn’t it 
worth it to express your de­
s ir e s  to these people? When 
was the last time you sat in 
on a c ity , school, or county 
com m issioners meeting? Un­
important you say . . .or those 
guys won’t listen to what I 
have to say, you think. This is 
far from  the truth. You would 
be surprised at the in terest 
these people will show in your 
ideas. In fact, most of them

1 teaspoon grated lime rind 
1/4 cup lime Juice

With electric beater, beat eggs 
until thickened and lemon color; 
thoroughly beat in sugar, about 
1 tablespoon at a time. Add re­
maining ingredients and beat to 
blend. Turn into a freezer tray 
(1 quart size ) and freeze until 
almost firm. Turn out into mixing 
bowl; break up into small chunks; 
with electric beater, beat until 
mushy and smooth but not 
melted. Turn into 6 Individual 
metal molds (about 1/2 cup size) 
and freeze until firm; cover with 
plastic wrap. At serving time, 
run* spatula around sides of 
molds; dip bottoms in cool water; 
turn out. Makes 6 servings.

Lou Tower believes that in 
the coming election women will 
voice their concern about these 
issues.

M rs. Tower says she has 
maintained her heavy campaign 
schedule because she believes 
so deeply in what her husband 
is doing in Washington.

"Jo h n  is working to safe­
guard the basic principles on 
which our country was founded. 
Too many people are forsaking 
these principles. He is working 
and fighting with a ll his heart 
to maintain the right of the 
individual and to keep alive the 
spirit of personal dignity and 
freedom .”

Lou Tower feels that more 
than ever before it is  vital 
for women to be aware of the 
destiny of our country and to 
help maintain the m oral fibre 
of its people.

Amendment No 9 — S . J .  R.
No. 26

This proposed amendment 
would amend Sections 4 and 5 
A rticle V of the Texas C onsti­
tution. These sections present­
ly p rescrib e  the membership of 
the Texas Court of Crim inal 
Appeals, and the court’s ju r is ­
diction and term  respectively. 
The amendment would increase 
the present court from three to 
five me ib ers.

background - -  The present 
appellate court structure was 
established by the 1876 C onsti­
tution now in effect. A 1925 
statute created theCommission 
in Aid of the Court of Criminal 
Appeals; the two com m ission­
ers  operate under this statute 
today. The com ilssion ers sit 
with the court, hear oral argu­
ments, and write opinions, but 
they m iy not vote on decisions. 
Therefore, an opinion written 
by a com m issioner must be 
approved by a majority of the 
judges before it becomes an 
opinion of the court. The com- 
m issoa arrangement apparent­
ly was intended only to provide 
tem porary re lie f for the judges.

Amendment No. 10 - -  H. J .  R.
No. 65

This is a proposed amend­
ment to Section 3-b, A rticle VII 
of the Texas Constitution. The 
amendment provides that no 
taxes voted in any independent 
school d istrict or junior co l­
lege d istr ic t, whether for main­
tenance or payment of principal 
and interest on a ll bonded 
indebtedness outstanding again­
st a d istrict or annexed te r r i­
tory, not any bonds, voted but 
unissued, shall be abrogated 
or invalidated by any change 
in boundaries.

Background - -  Ad valorem 
taxes levied by independent 
school d istricts  and junior ro i-

lege d istricts  consist of main­
tenance taxes to support the op­
eration of schools and bond tax ­
es to cover payment of in terest 
on outstanding bonds and allow 
establishment of sinking fund 
for their retirem ent. Qualified 
property taxpaying voters of a 
d istrict must approve a m axi­
mum rate of combined main­
tenance and bond taxation pro­
posed by the governing board 
before taxes may be levied. 
Under Judicial interpretation of 
A rticle VII, Section 3 of the 
property in a newly annexed 
portion of a d istrict cannot 
be subjected to taxation with­
out a new election in the d is­
tr ict as  changed. This r e s ­
triction is a substantial bar­
r ie r  to the expansion of inde­
pendent school d istricts  and 
junior college d istricts . The 
amendment would elim inate the 
necessaity of holding a tax rate 
election after annexation or 
consolidation in the d istrict as 
changed. In short, it wouldallow 
effective annexation or consoli­
dation without the necessity 
of calling an election in the new 
district to approve the tax rate.

Amendment No. 11 - -  S . J .  R.
No. 19

This proposed amendment to 
Section 49-d, A rticle III of the 
Texas Constitution perm its the 
Texas Water Development 
Board to issue an additional 
$200 million in general revenue 
bonds when authorized by a two- 
thirds vote of the elected mem­
bers of each house of the le g is ­
lature. In addition, the proposed 
amendment expands the uses to 
which money in the water deve­
lopment fund may be put. 

Background -The long drought 
which ended in 1957 spurred 
legislation to provide adequate 
water for the needs of the rapid­
ly growing population and indus­

try of the state. The Texas 
Water Development rund is a 
revolving fund. The 59th L e­
gislature responding to the 
pressure of a growing short­
age of fresh  water, reorganized 
water administration, prin ci­
pally by giving the water dev­
elopment board the duty of p re­
paring a comprehensive state 
water development plan, and by 
creating the Texas Water Rights 
Commission to succeed the 
Texas Water Commission in 
issuing w ater-use perm its and 
adjudicating w ater-rights d is ­
putes. The additional bond au­
thorization proposed by S. J .  R. 
19 is a part of this re-organ - 
ization.

Amendment No. 12 - -  H. J .  R.
No. 48

This proposed amendment to 
Section 9, A rticle IX of the T e x ­
as Constitution, authorizes the 
legislature to provide for the 
dissolution of hospital d istricts  
if a process is  provided by s ta ­
tute for satisfying the p rere ­
quisites to dissolution. F ir s t ,  
there must be a statutory pro­
cess for determining the d esire 
of a m ajority of the voters to 
dissolve. Second, the statute 
must provide a means for d is­
posing of or transferring the 
assets  of the d istrict. Third , 
there must be statutory author­
ity for satisfying the debts and 
bond obligations of the d istrict 
in order to protect the c o llec ­
tive rights of the citizens of 
the d istrict rights and a s se ts . 
In order to regulate the 
frequency of dissolution e le c t­
ions, no elections may be held 
more than once a year. In 
addition, the amendment states 
that the legislature shall be 
statute, prior to disposal or 
transfer of the asse ts , provide 
for due compensation unless 
the a ssets  a re  transferred to

Background - In 1962, the 
voters approved a statewide 
hospital d istrict amendment.
As a result of this amendment, 
specific constitutional authori­
zation need no longer be s e ­
cured for the creation of a 
hospital d istrict. The history 
since 1949 la s  been one of 
change from the traditional 
county hospital system , in 
which finance are limited due 
to other demands placed upon 
counties, to the hospital d is­
tr ict with its authorization to 
tax at the rate of 75? on the 
$100 valuation. During this 
period, however, little con­
sideration was given to the 
question of how to dissolve 
a hospital d istrict. No e le c ­
tion to abolish a hospital d is­
tr ict can be called To remedy 
this type of situation, the 
amendment to Section 9, A rt­
icle IX has been proposed. It 
would provide constitutional au­
thorization to dissolve a hos­
pital d istrict.

Amendment No. 13 - -  H. J .  R .
No. 69

This proposed amendment to 
A rtic le 111 of the Texas Consti- . 
tution adds a new Section 63, | 
which authorizes the leg isla- i 
ture to provide for consolldat- | 
ing the functions of government j 
within a county having 1.2 m il- ' 
lion or more inhabitants and to j 
provide for intergovernmental ' 
contracts between political sub- I 
divisions of the couity.

Background - -  Population j 
growth and industrial develop- i 
ment in Texas following World I 
War I brought ev er-in creas- i 
ing demands upon local gov- ' 
ernmonts for serv ices. It soon i 
becam e evident that counties 
and m unicipalities would no | 
longer be able to supply these 
needs. However, constitutional i 
lim itations, particularly where 
taxation, often barred existing 
political subdivisions from giv­
ing assistan ce, and thus the 
special d istrict was created. 
As the name im plies, a “ spec­
ial d is tr ic t”  is established and 
operated to provide a special 
serv ice , such as soil con ser­
vation, water conservation and 
supply, hospital care , and edu- , 
cation. In view of the in crea­
sing use of special d istr ic ts , 
some with overlapping ju r is ­
diction and assessm ents, the 
legislature sought to provide 
densely populated ares with 
means of consolidating many of 
the serv ices and functions. The 
proposed amendment seeks to 
facilitate consolidation of 
governmental functions in pro­
viding serv ices to densely pop- 
ulated areas._________________

Amendment No. 14 - -  H. J .  R.
No. 38

This proposed amendment 
would delete the last sentence 
of Section 2, A rticle VI of the 
Texas Constitution whichwould 
allow m em bers of the armed 
forces to vote In Texas upon 
satisfying the residence r e ­
quirem ents applicable to T ex ­
as in general.

Background - With respect 
to suffrage, Texas law has d is­
crim inated against the serv ice ­
man since the earliest days of 
the Republic. The proposed 
amendment would merely delete 
a provision which the federal 
courts have, since 1965, pro­
hibited the state from enforcing.

Amendment No. 15 - -  S. J .  R
No. 33

This proposed amendment of 
Section 6, A rticle XVI, of the 
Texas Constitution perm its the 
channeling of funis from p ri­
vate and federal sources 
through the state for use by 
privately owned or local agen­

c ie s  in establishing and equip­
ping facilities  to assist the 
blind, crippled, or otherwise 
nhvsicallv of mentallv h an ii.

capped in becoming gainfully 
employed. Need for the amend­
ment resu lts from an apparent 
conflict between the state con­
stitution and regulations pro­
mulgated under the federal 
Vocational Rehabilitation Act, 
as last amended in 1964.

Background - Recent s ta tis ­
tics  show that Texas ranks 
50th arnon^ all states in ex - 
panditures for vocational r e ­
habilitation on a per capita 
basis. B ecause of this, work 
of private, non - sectarian  
groups and associations in this 
field is  extrem ely important. 
With amendment of the federal 
Vocational Rehabilitation Act 
in 1964, federal funds a re  now 
available also to match private 
contributions in the rehabili­
tation area . However, guide­
lines promulgated by the De­
partment of Health, Education 
and W elfare make it im possible 
for any private group or organ­
ization to receive matching fed­
eral funds without the coopera­
tion of the state vocational 
agency concerned. And because 
all funds deposited with i  state 
agency become state money,

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Cotton Harvest 
Gains Momentum

The South Plains cotton h ar­
vest continued to gain mo­
mentum during the past week 
and the volume of sam ples r e ­
ceived at the three USDA C lass­
ing O ffices was highest for any 
week this season, according to 
W. K. Palm er, In charge of the 
USDA C lassing Office in Lub­
bock.

The c lassing offices at 
Lubboc k, B rownfield and La m - 
esa received approxim ately 15, 
000 sam ples daily during the 
week ending Thursday, Novem­
ber 3rd, and classed 27,000 
samples during the week. This 
brought the season’s total for 
the three offices to 39,000. This 
year’s harvest continued to lag 
behind the 1965 harvest. 
Through November 3rd last 
year, 91,000 sam ples had been 
classed.

Trading increased in the new 
crop cotton on the Lubbock 
market but prices remained 
steady. Demand was strongest 
for cotton with m icronaire of

3.5 and better and cotton in this 
m icronaire category was s e l l­
ing at a greater premium.

Cotton prices paid South 
Plains farm ers, as reported by 
the Consumer and Marketing 
Service of the USDA, ranged 
from the loan to $3.00 per bale 
over the loan for the White 
grades. Light Spotted grades 
were bringing from $1.00 to 
$5.00 per bale over the loan.

Average prices paid for the 
most predominant qualities in 
the 3.5 to 4.9 m icronaire range 
were: Middling 29/32 -  19.55, 
Middling 15/16 -2 0 .0 0 , Middling 
31/32 -  20.60, S trict Low Mid­
dling 29/32 - 18.00, S tr ict Low 
Middling 15/16 -  18.50, S trict 
Low Middling 31/32 - 18.90, 
Middling Light Spotted 29/32 - 
18.20, Middling Light Spotted 
15/16 -  18.65. and Middling 
Light Spotted 31/32 -  19.15.

Farm Bureau Stresses 
Amendment One

Proposed Constitutional A- 
mendment Number One which 
will appear on the November 8, 
ballot pertains to equitable tax ­
ation of farm and ranch land 
near metropolitan areas and is  
of vital im portance to the farm ­
e r s  and ranchers of Texas. 
Naturally, any issue pertain­
ing to the financial future of 
farm  and ranch land bears d ir­
ectly on future costs of food 
and fiber, so all consum ers 
have a vested interested in the 
proposed amendment.

The obvious objective of this 
proposed amendment is to pro­
vide some measure of tax re lie f 
to bona fide farm ers and ranch­
e r s  who are caught in the path 
of urban sprawl with its sky-high 
speculative land values and a c ­
companying sky-high taxes.

Amendment Number One will 
appear on the ballot as follows: 

“ F o r the Constitutional A- 
mendment to provide that a ll 
land owned by natural persons 
designated for agricultural use 
shall be assessed  for a ll tax 
purposes on the consideration 
of only those factors relative 
to such agricultural u se .’ ’ 

“ Against the Constitutional 
Amendment to provide that a ll 
land owned by natural persons 
designated for agricultural use 
shall be assessed  for a ll tax 
purposes on the consideration 
of only those factors relative 
to such agricultural u se.” 

Farm ers  and ranchers have 
nothing to gain from high spec­
ulative land values if they want 
to continue farming or ranching. 
Already caught in a c ost-p rice  
squeeze with profits reduced to 
a paper-thin margin, farm ers 
and ranchers near urban areas 
see  increasing taxes as the fin­
a l blow to force them off their 
land. Higher prices received 
for the land when sold under 
such conditions are  sm all com ­
pensation for loss of a home 
and livelihood - and little 
profit rem ains from the sale 
a fter taxes.

The proposed amendmentde 
fines “ agricultural use” in a 
standard fashion, with the qua­
lification that farming or ranch­
ing must be a person’s 
“ prim ary occupation and 
source of income” if he is to 
obtain the special valuation.

No land would qualify for 
the special valuation unless it 
had been devoted exclusively 
to agricultural use, or had been 
developed continuously for such 
use during the preceding three 
years. The tax assesso r  could 
inspect the land and require 
satisfactory evidence that the 
qualifications had been met.

In deciding how to vote on| 
this vital issue, consum ers 
must consider the developing 
agricultural situation in which 
shortages of food, rather than 
surpluses, will prevail in the 
foreseeable future. Can we 
afford to tax land out of pro­
duction under the circum stan­
ces?  Are we not also in dan­
ger of taxing out of existence 
many of our scenic and re cre a ­
tion areas which ex ist on farm s 
and ranches near metropolitan 
a reas?

Fo r years we have recogni­
zed the important role of a g r i­
culture in our economy. Some 
40% of our Texas population is 
employed in agriculture and 
related occupations. Agricul 
ture is  the largest single source 
of income in most of our towns 

and many of the metropolitan
