Farmers Eligible 
For Social Security

" I f  you had gross income from 
your farm of $*100 or more, you 
can get social security credits 
even if you had a loss in 1960". 
Erton F. Tate, district manager 
o f the Wichita Falls social secur­
ity office, said today. Tills means 
farmers can build up social secur­
ity protection for themselves and 
their families.

Farm self-employed tax re­
turns are due by February 15th 
for those farmers whose tax year 
starts on January 1st. However, 
farm operators who file on esti­
mate o f their tax and pay that 
amount by January 15th have 
until April 15th to file their re­
turns and pay any balance due.

Keeping accurate and complete 
records o f all Income and ex­
penses is just good business all 
the time, hut it is particularly im­
portant when it is time to file in­
come tax returns. Maintaining 
good records now and filing tax 
returns on time means quicker 
processing of your claim when 
you become eligible for bene­
fits or, in the event of your death, 
when your survivors apply for 
benefits. The amount o f y o u r  
benefit depends on the earnings 
you report. The tax on 1960 
earnings is 4491 of your net 
earnings up to $-1800

If you are going to apply for 
social security benefits this year, 
Mr. Tate suggests you have an 
extra copy of your 1960 Federal 
Income Tax Return and Schedule 
F made up for social security and 
bring it with you so you can get 
credit for all your earnings under 
social security.

All tax returns are filed with 
Internal Revenue Service. More :

big difference is betw<*en a Rus­
sian farmer and an American 
farmer.

To give you a little background 
on the matter, although I sup- 
|«ose you read the newspapers the

i same as 1 do, Mr. Khrushchev 
has been pretty hot under the
collar l a t e l y  because Russian 
farmers haven't I* *on producing 
enough. Why in one area, despite 
the streamlined, advanced super­
vision by a bunch of experts tell­
ing the farmers how to plant, 
when the total production was 
a d d e d  up at the end of the 
harvest season, it was found the 
area hadn't produced enough to 
feed itself, not to mention ship­
ping anything off to Mr. Khru-1 
shchev in Moscow.

Tills came as a big blow to Mr. 
Khrushchev because he had been 
reading production reports from 
this area showing everything was J 
booming and a bumper crop was 
being made.

Now right here is where the

Amereian framer differs f r o m  
the Russian farmer.

An American farmer, you ask 
him, just in a casual conversa­
tion, how much he made per acre 
on a given crop, and he’ll stretch 
it a little. It doesn’t make any 
difference what section of the 
country he's in, If you ask him 
how much corn for example he 
made, if he’s a corn grower, it 
comes out a little better than it 
was. Or his apples turn<*d out a 

! little better, or his wheat, or his 
I cotton, or iiis nee, or his calf 
< cop. or his layers, etc.

But this is only when lie's talk 
I ing o ff tin1 record, for neighbor­
hood consumption. Now when it 
comes to telling the government, 
he gets out his pencil and figures 
it down to the actual bone, with 

I his sales slips in front of him, be 
| cause exaggeration wouln't lead

anywhere except to extra income
taxes.

Now the Russian farmer, he’s 
just the opposite. Let a neigh­
bor ask him how much corn he 
made, and he’ll say, "Comrade, I 
ain’t doing no good at all, my 
crop is lousky," but let the gov­
ernment ask him, and he’s liable 
to stretch the figures upward, be­
cause he knows from experience 
in Russia it’s the people’s Job to 
keep the government happy, not 
the other way around.

Russia is pretty good when it 
come to shooting o ff satellites 
and spreading propaganda, but 
when it comes to farming, so far 
she seems to fall short. You can’t 
propagandize u crop, it’s got to 
be plowed. I know, I ’ve tried both 
methods.

Court fine can br 
as much as $200, plus being re 
quired to register in the home 
county with a 20 percent penalty 
of the annual fee Refunds can­
not be granted for the illegal 
plates.

Owners registering illegally in 
1961 can expret to face court 
charges.
