Posie did not “just 
sit” in his office, Ills mind was 
occupied, his hands sorted papers, 
pushed a pencil, pecked the keys 
of a typewriter or made the 
"night's take” at the theatre rea­
dy for deposit. Yet, he found 
time to drop everything and visit 
for a spell. And to visit with him 
was to leave with a lighter heart 
and take on a more pleasant 
smile.

Posie loved a humorous joke 

or incident of the past, and we

iftcn exchanged these in our cas- 
al visits. Driving down the high­

way recently, we heard one that 
we were remembering to tell him 
when he got out of the hospital. 
A  man came out of a movie thea-

Se, stuck a gun into the ticket 
loth and remarked: ‘That was 

a lousy picture. Give me every­
body’s money back!” We didn't 
get to tell him!

We rubbed shoulders with him 

In varied walks of life during 
the past 20 years — as he was
on the city council, in the lobby 
of his theatre, in his office, as 
members o f a civic club, in the 
church, in his home, in the Ma­
sonic Order, as his guest at his 
Lake Kemp cabin, trolling in his 
boat hoping for a bass to strike 
our lures, helping to bait or run 
a trotline, at the State Fair and 
a college football game, at his 
beloved Variety Club in the 
Adolphus Hotel, gliding down 
the highway in his automobile,

Posie was president, we were 

secretary, o f a Lions Club that 
died in our laps. Our concern 
over the demise of this club was 
no less than his. Sorrowfully, we 
agreed that the funds remaining 
In the treasury should go to help 
in the upkeep of Johnson Ceme­
tery, and they were so disposed 
of.

We recall an occasion when he 

was presiding at the club's meet­
ing. He be< ame so touched by the 
evangelistic message of the 
speaker that day that his voice 
broke, and he closed the meeting 
with great difficulty. Deeply reli­
gious in nature, sound in busi­
ness Judgment. Jovial in fellow 
ship with others, fair in all busi­
ness dealings, devoted to family, 
considerate of others — these 
are the impressions of P. V. Wil 
Hams that remain with us.

States. In pre-Salk years 1 1950-541 the iverage f"r 
the first 28 weeks was 5.371» cases. This year's

Effective as it is, the Salk \accine cannot en­
tirely account for this drop. Only about 60 per 
cent of the population most susceptible to polio 
has had vaccine.

Scientists have two theories about tills de­
crease Some think the Salk vaccine may have 
created “ herd immunity." Herd immunity is a 
condition that occurs when a sufficient proportion 
of a population is vaccinated against a given di­
sease. The "chain of infection" is then broken, and 
even the unvaccinated get protection.

Other scientists say that Sulk vaccine does 
not create herd immunity, since a vaccinated per­
son may carry polio virus and infect unvaccinated 
people They attribute ’ he polio drop of the last 
three years partly to ¿oik vacant', partly to luck. 
They point out that In certain i>er1ods of the past, 
polio went through cycles of low i-ate of attack.

Because there is no scientific evidence that 
Salk vaccine does create herd immunity. The N't 
tional Foundation (formerly the National Found» 
tion for Infantile Paralysis», which spearheads 
the polio fight, w irns that we cannot trust to luck. 
What we can trust is the Salk vaccine. The safest 
course, then, for you and your family is to got 
vaccinated now Remember, there is no cure once 
polio has struck.

ernor of Tennessee and sjjeaker 
of the National House of Repre­
sentatives; furthermore, he half, 
no doubt, the backing of a very 
influential man. Andrew Jackson 
a Tennesseean of course.

An elderly lawyer in Weather­
ford, the late Judge It. B. Hood, 
a good many years ago told m« 
that his mother lived in Tennes 

as a girl, carried a ban

Under Section 101 of the Agri­
cultural Act ol 1958 (approved 
August 28, 1958» the Secretary 
is authorized to increase regular 
upland cotton farm acreage al 
lotments by 1 not to exceed 40 per 
cent) for those who elect Choice 
B under the cotton allotment pro­
gram. The determination an­
nounced September 5 means that 
such farmers may increase then 
1959 upland cotton acreage by 
the full 40 per cent.

As provided by the legislation, 
if marketing quotas are in effect, 
each farm operatoi who lias an 
upland cotton acreage allotment 
Will have the following choice 
in 1959 between two programs 
Choice A and Choice B. (In the 
event marketing quotas were n-t 
approve«! by the producers, this 
optional choice plan would not 
be in effect. •:

(A> Me may elect to grow h.s 
crop in compliance with hi> regu 
lar upland cotton acreage allot­
ment in which ase hi- will In­
eligible for the full level o f price 
support available for the crop 
(not less than 80 ]H-r cent of pari 
ty for 1959); or

<B> He may increase his up 
land cotton acreage by not more 
than 40 per cent over his regular 
farm allotment an«l be eligible 
for price support at a level 
Which is l ‘> jiei •! parity
ic
der Choice A.

For I960. farmers will have a 
similar choi«x- but the increase 
for Choice B farms has not be»-n 
determined.

I f  any person operates more ; 
than one farm with an upland j 
cotton acreage allotment, he must j 
elect the same choice for all his , 
farms; he may not elect Chou-e 
A for one farm and Choice B for 
another.

For the 1959 crop of upland 
cotton, each farm operator will 
be informe«l of the Choice A and 
Choice B farm allotments appli 
cable to his farm.

After 1960. farm«-rs will re«-*-i\«* 
their regular cotton acreage al 
lotments, and price support will 
be available at levels determined 
by the Secretary within sp*-«-ifi«*d 
limits i from 70 to 90 per cent of 
parity for 1961. and from 65 to 
90 per cent of parity thereafter).

The additional acreage in cot 
ton production on a farm under 
Choice B will not result in in­
crease«! future allotments since

Feeding a crowd?
The success of any large quan 

tity meal lies chiefly in planning. 
Plans should include the menu, 
the grocery order, the service and 
the clean up

The people who are lo be serv ­
ed will partially determine the 
menu

Women's groups will best like 
one type menu while men's 
groups or mixed groups will like 
another. The high school set may 
be impressed with something en 
tirely different.

In the first planning stage, 
keep well in mind the money to 
be spent, for a meal planned with 
in the budget is far better than 
one requiring skimping at the 
serving stage or a financial re­
port in the red

Here are some other planning 
steps you will want to consider:

1. Suit the menu to equipment 
available: ovens, steamers, i. 
frigerators, working space, cook 
ing utensils and serving pieces.

2. Balance food that takes a lot 
of work with those that t.1 -i- lit 
tie time to prepare so all may 
be ready on time

3. Plan foods that will hold up 
if a delay in serving arises

4. Consider the time of the 
year and use what is plentiful.

5. Look over the amount of 
help available. Determine the 
speed of serving and decide if 
foods that take last minute dish 
ing up and gat tushmg can be 
used.

back without losing face, because 
if you solve a problem and cause 
a country to lose face, the solu- 
iton is worse than the problem.
