In the American League, as 
expected, the Baltimore Orioles 
made mincemeat out of the 
Minnesota Twins. It seemed 
only right that the Orioles who 
wort 109 games this year (Just 
two short of the record) should 
win their playoff and represent 
the American League against 
the Mets. Baltimore also took 
the Twins In three straight 
games as did the Mets. Natur­
ally, the Ortf)Ies will be favor­
ed to beat the Mets In the 
Series, but don’t expect It. The 
first two games will be played 
In Baltimore with the Series 
moving to New York for the 
next three and back to Baltl- 
more for the final two If ne. 
seccary. I ’ll go out on a limb 
and say the Orioles will never 
make it back to Baltimore for 
those last two games The Mets 
in four or five games.
