We’ve often bewailed the fact 
that so few voters voice their 
opinions In matters pertaining 
to local and county government 
especially in o ff election years, 
such as this one. We’ve known 
the time when 25 Munday people 
elected their mayor and council- 
men for two years.

Last Saturday saw a repetition 

of such circumstances and on 
a county-wide basis. This was in 
the election for a bond Issue for 
repairing the courthouse, which 
the voters rejected in a big way.

Ami we wouldn't fuss about 

that — It was the opinion of 
those who voted — and in the 
Democratic way. the majority 
rules. In this case, though, it 
wasn't the majority of voters, 
but a majority of those who vot­
ed.

Last July a total of 1675 voters 

of the county voted in the gov­
ernor’s race; the county judge’s 
race polled 1723, while the trea­
surer’s race drew 1679 votes. Last 
Saturday, a total of 486 voters 
decided the fate o f the court­
house bond issue. The privilege 
and obligation of voting is not a 
very serious matter with most 
o f us.

Voting strength of the county 

is not as great as last year, 
which is always the usual case 
in an off-election year. Only 1434 
people o f Knox County qualified 
themselves to vote this year, 
while 1605 poll taxes were paid 
in 1958. The last off-election year, 
1957, found a total of 1444. So 
it appears the bond issue last 
Saturday drew about a third of 
the county’s voting strength,

jority in a few years, if the pre­
sent birth rate is an indication.

This 
week, the report lists four boys 
ami one girl.

With a very light vote being 
polled, voters of Knox County 
decisively rejected a $55,000 
bond issue for remodeling and 
repairing the county courthouse 
at Benjamin last Saturday.

The vote was 180 for the hor.ds 
and 300 against, according to 
the unofficial tabulation report­
ed Monday

Only the two Munday boxes, 
Benjamin, Rhineland and Brock 
favored the issue and these by 
a light margin while Truscott, 
Vera. Sunset, Gilliland, Goree and 
the two Knox City precincts gave 
an opposition vote.

The bond issue was called fo l­
lowing a recent examination of 
the courthouse by a firm of Fort 
Worth architects hired by the 
Commissioners Court. The archi­
tects said the building was a first

J. C. Borden, Business And Church 
Leader Of Munday, Dies On Wednesday

People of the Munday area 
were shocked early Wednesday 
to learn of the death of J. C. 
Borden, well known Munday in­
surance agent, who passed away 
at 12:05 a. m. Wednesday at the 
Knox County Hospital.

Mr. Borden suffered a stroke 
on January 7 and remained under 
treatment in a Wichita Falls hos­
pital for about three weeks. He 
was dismissed some ten days 
prior to his death, and apparently 
was well on the way to recovery.

After remaining at home for 
a week, Chester felt he had suf­
ficiently recovered to devote 
some time at his office. He was 
in the office part time both Mon­
day and Tuesday, and apparently 
felt better than at any time since 
suffering the stroke.

He suffered another stroke 
shortly after eight o’clock Tues­
day night and was rushed to the 
hospital.

A devoted Christian man, Mr. 
Borden had been a business and 
church leader in Munday for ov 
er 40 years.

He was born December 31, 
1X95, .it Weatherford and was 63 
years, 1 month and 10 days of 
age. He came to the Munday area 
in 1916 and had made his home 
here since that time.

Some time after coming to 
Munday. Mr. Borden established 
the J. C. Borden Insurance Agen­
cy, which he operated for over 
30 years. He had also been a di­
rector in the First National Bank 
for many years.

On June 14, 1921, he married 
Jo Campbell, daughter of the 
late Mr. and Mrs. J. O. Campbell, 
pioneer residents of this area.

Cotton Farmers $156 
Millions In 1958

Diseases took a $156 million 
hite out ,»f the 1958 Texas cotton 
crop, report 15 cotton specialists 

• located throughout the state.
"Cotton diseases kept at least 

930.000 bales of cotton from 1m* 
ing marketed." said Harlan 
Smith, extension plant patholo­
gist, who compiled the informa­
tion for the Cotton Disease Coun­
cil.

Besides the St 56 million cash 
1- -s to pi -.] icei then* were los-

ot inisic..- ss -.I farm labor, 
railroads ti ticking companies, 
-ueplii-i - ■ empress companies,

storage facilities and other phas­
es of the Industry Diseases also
were a ni ijor factor In grade
reduction and a limiting factor 
in yield.

This loss occurred even though 
195K growing conditions were 
generally good as record yields 
were harvested in many areas, 
Smith said.

Major diseases and estimated 
loss due to their effect on yield 
were bacterial blight, 7.3i per- 
cent; root rot, 3.18 precent; vertl- 
cillium wilt. 3.06 percent; seed 
ling diseases, 3.0 percent; and 
boll tots, 092 percent. Other di­
seases causing losses were root 
knot nematodes, fusarium wilt 
and uscochyta blight.

These average figures don't 
give the true picture because in

n a m e « i m.s.ses ___  ___ _
figures, pointed out Smith. For 
example, root rot was estimated 
to have caused a 25 percent loss 
in tiie Central Black land area. 
Seedling diseases were especially 
damaging in the Ia>wer Rio 
Grande Valley and in some North 
Texas areas. Bacterial blight 
caused damage throughout most 
of the state.
