The reservoir will still be of 
25,000 acre feet capacity, but the 
annual appropriation for Miller 
Creek was cut down from 6,500 
ai re-feet to 5,000 acre-feet.

The Authority had previously 
asked for 3,500 acre-feet to be 
used for municipal purposes,
1.500 acre feet for industrial and
1.500 for mining.

The application as approved by 
the board cuts the industrial ap­
propriation to 1,000 acre-feet and 
mining portion to 500 acre-feet 
annually.

The board’s decision climaxed 
a heated two-day hearing in Aus­
tin some two weeks ago, in which 
a number o f Haskell residenta
hotly contested the Authority’s 
application.

New Laws Passed 
On Fish And Game

The recently completed Reg­
ular Session of the 57th Legis­
lature saw the introduction of 
108 bills pertaining to fish and 
game, of which 65 became laws.

Among the new laws of state­
wide interest Is one permitting 
certain incapacitated persons to 
hunt from a vehicle (except from 
public roads.), provided their In­
capacity is authenticated, in writ­
ing. by a licensed physician; a 
law requiring deer tags to bear 
the date and place o f kill; one 
prohibiting the possession or 
transportation of live c o y p u  
(nutria) without written permis­
sion of the Game and Fish Com­
mission. and a law classifying 

! 11 ran* as a game bird.
Washington C o u n t y  was re 

moved from the list o f counties 
under Regulatory Authority, but 
16 counties were added to the 
1<>5 still participating in the pro­
gram. to bring the net totul to 
121. In addition, Precinct 4 of 
Tyler County was placed under 
Regulatory Authority, as was 
that portion of I,ake Texuma 
lying in Cooke ami Grayson 
Counties, ami the Northeast por­
tion of Matagorda Island. Also, 
tlie Commission was given regu­
latory responsibility o v e r  doe 
deer in San Saha County.

A Digest summarizing the gen­
eral game and fish laws is being 
prepared for distribution early 
this fall.

head and came into full bloom on 
June 8. while an experimental, 
variety Nk X 3021, rnme into full 
head on June 1. Bob’s test Is 
located near the Partridge home j 
tn the Sunset community.

Other test plots art* located In 
the Rhineland community at the 
firm s of Alfnnse Dehuler and 
flarenee Herring. One test plot . 
is located on the farm of H. A. | 
Reeves in the Gilliland commun-1 
ity. Sam Lea vert on of Benjamin 
plans to have an irrigated plot in 
Benjamin, and B E. Smith plans 
to have a test plot on his farm 
in the Munday-Goree area. Lloyd
