“Social security benefits can be
increased in some cases by addi-
tional work after a person first
applies for benefits,” Erton F

Tate, manager of the Wichita |
Falls social security office an-|

nounced today, “but certain re-
quirements must be met before
the benefit amount can be re
figured.”

It a person continues working
during the yvear he first files for
social security, he may request
that his benefit amount be re.
figured to include the total earn-
ings for that year. There is no de-
finite amount he must earn in the
year, but it must increase the
average earnings figured at the
time of filing for his original
benefit rate

Another type of recomputation
has a definite earnings require
ment earnings must exceed
$1200 in a calendar year after the
person first filed for benefits.
Even though the earnings exceed
$1200, the benefit cannot be in-
creased unless the work since fil.
Ing would raise ahe average earn-
ings of his present benefit rate

Tate emphasizes that it is bet.
ter to check with your soclal
security office and be sure, rath.
er than to guess whether work
after retirement will increase
your benefit amount. Write your
local office and include the
amounts of your earnings in each
year beginning with the year of
filing up to the present, as ac
curately as possible and the effect
