A 15-year-old Dallas boy was
electrocuted near Knox City at 
about 1 p.m. Sunday when an 
irrigation pipe he was holding 
came in contact with an electric 
power line.

Charles Everett Clardy, son of 
Mr and Mrs. Lester Clardy of 
Dallas, was rabbit hunting on / 
the Tankersley farm, five miles 
east of Knox City, with his bro­
ther-in law, Sam Keleher, at the 
time of the accident.

Keleher said the youth, was 
trying to shake a rabbit out of 
the pipe when it struck the 
electric line leading to an irri­
gation pump in the field. The 
youth was killed instantly.

Keleher was knocked down and 
burned by the electricity and was 
taken to the Knox City Hospital 
for treatment. His eondition was 
reported to be good.
