Next Saturday, we get to vote!

This will probably bo our last 
opportunity to v o i c e  our deci­
sions by moans of the ballot until 
the general election in Novem­
ber, at which time we will pass 
on a total of 14 amendments to 
the State Constitution. More will 
be said about these later, 

k—k
But next Saturday, we'll pass 

on two improtant issues. They 
are purely local issues, so far as 
the people of Knox County are 
concerned—and they should re­
ceive the consideration of all 
qualified voters o f the county.

One is a $125,000 bond issue 

for adding a new wing to the 
Knox County Hospital and for 
improving present facilities of 
the hospital.

k—k
Most anyone who has occasion 

to be at the hospital will realize 
that these two are sorely needed. 
Present facilities are such that 
they do not meet state standards 
—such as kitchen facilities, the 
elevator, the need for more bath­
rooms, improving the operating 
room, etc. A lot o f the time, too, 
the hospital Is filled to near ca­
pacity.

k—k
We have an investment of 

thousands of dollars In our court­
house at Benjamin -and it Is the 
opinion of many, Including this 
e d i t o r ,  that this investment 
should be protected. The building 
has been allowed to deteriorate 
throughout the years and is In 
such condition that repairs are 
deemed necessary.

k—k
The architect who inspected 

the building stated that certain 
parts have deteriorated aa a re­
sult of water leakage, freezing, 
etc., and a great deal of the work 
he recommended should be done 
immediately to prevent rapid de­
terioration.

k—k
The work which the architect 

recommends I n c l u d e  mainten­
ance which would have been done 
during the years since the build­
ing was constructed, but has not 
been done. The bond issue of 
$60,000 Is estimated to take care 
of the immediate essential re­
pairs and maintenance.

k—k
They say, too, there won’t be 

an increase in taxes, which 
means, If true, that our present 
tax rate will remain the same. 
But it w ill take some 30 years to 
pay o ff the two bond Issues, 
which means there will likely be 
no reduction in taxes over this 
period. We can’t r e m e m b e r ,  

‘ though, when they have been re­
duced.

k—k
Anyway, if you're a qualified 

voter—one who pays property 
taxes—you should vote on these 
issues next Saturday. How you 
vote is your business. How we 
vote will be our business, 

k—k
Not too many years ago, the 

people defeated a bond issue for 
repairs to the courthouse build­
ing. We believe It should have 
carried at that time, and the re­
pairs made, but a majority of 
the voters thought otherwise, 

k—k
It may be another story Satur­

day, or it might be the same 
story. But the story won’t be 
complete without your ballot—so 
be sure and vote.

The rains over the week end 

made most everyone happy; ex­
cept, maybe, gin operators and 
fanners who have brought brae- 
eros into the county to help gath­
er the cotton crop. We under­
stand that this labor coming from 
Mexico m u s t  be guaranteed a 
certain hourly wage, whether 
they work or not, so any layoff 
due to weather conditions Is ex­
pensive.

Not nearly as many braceros 

will be coming into the area this 
year, due to these expensive con­
ditions.

Munday Cotton Classing Office Opens 
Fifth Year Of Operations On Tuesday

The Munday classing office of 
the Cotton Division of the Agri­
cultural Marketing Service began 
its fifth year o f operation last 
Tuesday, according to B. B. 
Manly, Jr., supervisor of the Abi­
lene classing office, under which 
the local office Is operated

The Munday office will again 
be in charge of A. D. Peebles, 
with Wylie Cain assigned to the 
office. Temporary h e l p  will be 
provided when necessary.

The subofflce at Munday was 
first opened in the fall of 1958, 
with P. K. Barr In charge. That 
year a total of 62,570 bales were 
classed.

In 1959 K E Voelkol was In 
charge and the office classed 82,-

602 bales. Voelkel was In charge 
again in 1960 and 107,561 bales 
were classed.

Peebles’ f i r s t  year was 1961 
and the o f f i c e  classed 115,217 
bales.

Cotton ginned In Knox, Haskell, 
Baylor and Throckmorton coun­
ties and at the Perrin In Jack 
County and the Newcastle gin In 
Young County is classed at Mun­
day.

The office Is supplied with the 
latest Fibronaire equipment.

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THE RECORD SI*EAKS
The Chicago Daily News recently had some­

"But the record of the past couple of decades 
eloquently reflects the wisdom of entrusting the 
medical profession with its assigned tasks and the 
freedom to carry them out In its own way. One 
by one the great scourges diphtheria, smallpox, 
typhoid, polio, tuberculosis — have been or are 
being wiped out. Cancer's days are clearly num 
be reel heart disease is under vigorous and effec­
tive attack

"A  single statistic . . .  sums up the progress: 
If the 1937 death rate were still operative, 4,400,- 
tOO healthy Americans now living would be dead.

’These results did not just happen. An im­
mense amount of hard work, o f dedication, and 
service above and beyond the normal scope of 
duty brought them about.”

This is what the record shows, and all the 
political attacks we have seen and will yet see 
can’t change It. Political tinkering with U. S. medi­
cine Is a menace.

Dear editar:
A lot of farmers around the 

country I understand are up in 
arms br-causo the Committee for 
Economic Development, a group 
of 200 leading industrialists and 
business executives having stud­
ied the farm problem, has come 
out with the prouncement that 
the way to solve the problem Is 
to move two million farmers off 
the farms in the next five years.

It seems to me that what the 
Economic Development Commit 
tec is saying Is that if you move 
two million farme •. r.> town, the 
ones still left may not make any 
more, but there'll I«- less of them 
to complain.

I have thought about this pro­
posal all week now and I find It 
doesn’t disturb me. mainly on ac­
count o f I ain't po;ng The lea 
son I ’m not going to a city is that 
in the first place I like it out 
here on this Johns'.:) grass farm, 
and In the second place, where 
would you find a city so hard up 
it’d need me?

I know it’s kind of galling to 
a farmer to look up from his 
problems and have some city poo- 
pie tell him the only solution is 
to move in with them, but the 
Committee for Economic Devel­
opment could have come up with 
a lot worse solution

For cxsmple, what if they had 
decided the solution was the 
other way around that more city 
people ought to move to the 
country? I f  there - a n y t h i n g  
that'll make a farmer madder 
than telling him he o u g h t  to 
quite and get a Job in town, its 
telling him he ought* to m a k e  
room for city workers in the 
country.

What some people don’t under­
stand is that, as had as the farm 
problem is, it’s not as bad as us 
farmers make out We make It 
sound worse than it is mainly to 
keep city people from crowding 
in on us.

Solving the farm problem by 
moving two million farmers to 
town is like solving the problem 
of under paid school teachers by 
cutting the number of teachers 
in half.

I suppose there are some farm­
ers who wouldn't object maybe 
to moving to town, but the trou-

ble is they’ve a l r e a d y  looked 
around a little in town, studied 
the financial status of a lot of 
town people, and had just as 
soon stay in the frying pan as 
jump in the fire

If you can't quite make ends 
meet anyway, why move to town 
when you can do it just as vs ell 
In the country?
