Following Government Rules

Can Be Back-Breaking Exercise}

One thing local banker Gary
Schur never expected to worry
about on the job was getting a
hernia.

As pictured above, Gary Schur,
who is President of First National
Bank in Munday, posed with this
stack of current federal bank regu-
lations and compliance manuals
that he must contend with daily at
the office.

"Most regulations start out as
someone's good idea," Mr. Schur
pointed out. "But once they enter
the political process, they get
loaded up with add-ons and ex-
tras, and before you know it, one
simple idea becomes a 200-page
regulation that bankers all across
the country are expected to fol-
low."

Putting anexact dollar figure on
the size of the burden is difficult.
The American Bankers Associa-
tion estimated that the nation's
banks paid out $10.7 billion in
1991 - a whopping 59% of their
profits - just to keep pace with
industry rules and regulations.
Anothermore recent study, by the
Federal Financial Institutions Ex-
amination Council, placed the to-
tal as high as $17.5 billion annu-
ally. One banking information
services company has stated that
the cumulative stack of laws and
regulations, updates and changes
governing today's financial insti-
tutions exceeds 200,000 pages and

Moreover, the banking industry
could support an additional $20t0
$30 billion of lending each yearif
only 25% of the resources banks
now spend on compliance could
be redirected to bank capital.
Reflecting on his own experi-
ences, Gary Schur explained how
well-intentional laws often trans-
late into hundreds and hundreds
of pages of detailed regulations.
“It is the story of bankers drown-
ing in a sea of paperwork, and of
communities bearing the brunt of
less and less available credit, as
more and more bank resources are
shifted away from the core of busi-
ness of banking and expended on
compliance," Mr. Schur said.
While recognizing that "safety
and soundness are critical to the
industry," Mr. Schur also pointed
out that "we mustnot lose sight of
the fact that for the industry to be
safe and sound, banks must be
profitable. And to be profitable,
they must not be weighed down
by stacks of unnecessary regula-

tions."

During this time, Driggers wife,
Dedra, went next door for an-
other fire extinguisher. Sosolik
took the second extinguisher and
returned to the attic. Once again
the flames broke out and he was
there ready to stop the fire. He
sprayed the fire totally extinguish-
ing the blaze.

The Munday Volunteer Fire
Department arrived and took over
insuring the fire was stopped. The
firemen had to remove some of
the insulation that was still smol-
dering. They also set up a fan to
help blow the smoke out of the
attic.

Sosolik Saves The Day

Thanks to the quick actions of
Sosolik and the Munday Volun-
teer Fire Department, very little
damage was done to the house.

Sosolik escaped without injury,
however, he did suffer minor
smoke inhalation.

Driggers said he was "very
thankful to Bobby Sosolik and
the entire Munday Volunteer Fire
Department for their quick ac-
tions that tumed a potentially
disastrous situation into a minor
problem. Also, I thank all our
neighbors and friends for their
help and sincere concern."

Two and a half years of intense
Olympic preparation recently paid
off for Doug Ray, native of Knox
County, as he brought home two
individual gold medals, an indi-
vidual silver medal, and a team
silver medal. Ray's training did
not require an ice skating rink or
swimming pool, just a small bake
shop. Ray was one of 12 Texas
chefs selected forthe United States
Olympic team that participated in
the International Culinary Olym-
pics held in Frankfurt, Germany
last fall.

For the past five years Ray has
been employed by the Harvey
Hotel/DFW Airport as the hotel's
pastry chef. He and his staff of 16
produce close to 100 cakes, pies
and cheesecakes daily for about
2300 rooms at five Harvey Hotels
in the area. Sculpting in chocolate
is one of his favorite activities,
partly because of the personal
gratification.

Ray created two chocolate
sculptures which were several feet
high, one of a cowboy and the
other of the cowboy's wife for the
competition. He also did a needle-
point sugar piece atop a 2 foot
square chocolate "board". All were
made ahead and packed for travel
to Germany along with several
thousand pounds of food and
equipment forthe team's displays.

The competition was very in-
tense with preparation beginning
in early 1990 and causing many
sleepless nights and anxious mo-
ments for Ray, but in the end it
paid off.

Q: Ephesians 4:30 wams "do
not grieve the Holy Spiritof God."
How does one grieve the Holy
Spirit?

A: Paul quotes Isaiah 63:10
when he admonishes the readers
to "not grieve the Holy Spirit of
God." The Isaiah passage talks
about God's mercy and steadfast
love (Isaiah 63:7 -9). Then he says
that the recipients of this mercy:
"...rebelled and grieved His Holy
Spirit; therefore He tumed to be
their enemy, and Himself fought
against them" (Isaiah 63:10).

When a person rebels against
God's commands, that person
rebels against God's Spirit. The
specific sins mentioned in
Ephesians 4 include: lying, pro-
longed anger, theft, evil talk, bit-
terness, wrath, clamor and slander
(Ephesians 4:25-31). Instead, a
Christian should be kind to others,
tenderhearted and forgiving
(Ephesians 4:32).

In addition to grieving the Holy
Spirit one can sin against Him by:
1. Blaspheming the Spirit (Mark
3:29); 2. Resisting Him (Acts
7:51); 3. Lying to Him (Acts 5:3);
4. Lusting against Him (Galatians
5:16); 5. Quenching Him (1
Thessalonians 5:19); and 6. In-
sulting Him (1 Thessalonians
J=19).

The biblical terms for "grief"

mean more than sadness. They
mean to be emotionally hurt (in
pain). When we rebel against
God's Spirit, itisemotionally pain-
ful to Him because He loves us.
