In a bulletin recently issued by the National |
Board of Fire Underwriters points out that auto-
mobile parking on streets is becoming one of the
greatest menaces to effective fire service. This is
particularly true in business and manufacturing dist-
ricts and around apartment houses and theaters.

The hazards of parking are evident. Ladder
and rescue work may be retarded because of inabil-
ity of equipment to get near a burning building,
Hydrants may be obstructed, and alarm boxes hid-
den from view.
