Then's when people be 
gan complaining. They'd 
been worked up into accept-
ing the December 28th date 
for digging deeper into the 
jeans for postage money. 
They relaxed for a spell; and 
then were hit with the 
court's nix on Sirica's nix. 

And a whole batch of end 
of the month bills and end of 
the month letters to be 
mailed. 

People had bought up a 
batch of 10-cent stamps for 
this regular mailing, only to 
wake up Wednesday morn-
ing, December 31, with the 
realization that their invest-
ment was short of adequate. 

So, a disgruntled populace 
made a rush on post offices 
to secure an additonal 3-cent 
stamp to compensate for the 
raise in rates. The im-
mediate increase, by Janu-
ary 1, was necessary (we 
read somewhere) so the 
Postal Service could meet its 
February 1 payroll. 

Post offices ran out of 
3-cent stamps, and people 
were reluctant to discard 
10-centers and purchase the 
new 13-cent picture cards. 

Offices nearest the big 
centers made rush trips to 
these centers to replenish 
their 3-cent supply that was 
dwindling quickly to noth-
ing. Others couldn't be 
situated so conveniently, so 
they did the next best thing. 

With a 10-cent stamp and 
some simple arithmetic re-
sulting in the fact that 10 
plus 2 plus 1 makes 13--and 
your letter can go on its 
way. 

That's what happened to 
us. Postmaster Chan 
Hughes said he didn't have 
any threes, but he had 
plenty of ones and twos--and 
"would that do?" "It's all 
right," we said, "except it's a 
lot more licking." No person 
on the other side of the post 
office counter volunteered to 
help out with the licking. 

By the time we used our 
left-over, saddle blanket 
type of Christmas stamp and 
pasted a one and two beside 
it, we had most of the top 
part of our letters covered

The excise tax on tele-
phone bills was reduced 1 
per cent--from 7 to 6 per 
cent--beginning January 1, 
1976, as a result of the 
fourth step of a 10 year 
reduction.

Adjustment Act of 1970 
calling for successive 1 per 
cent reductions in the excise 
tax on the first of each year, 
until the tax expires or 
December 31, 1981. 

General Telephone cus-
tomers paid an estimated 
$2.1 million less in Federal 
Excise Taxes on telephone 
bills during 1975 because of 
the 1 per cent reduction in 
the tax beginning January 1, 
1975. 

Based on the 1975 excise 
tax of 7 per cent, Genral 
Telephone will have collect-
ed an estimated $15 million 
from customers by the end 
of 1975.

CONTROL GREENBUGS 
ON SMALL GRAINS 
Small grain producers 

need to be on the lookout for 
rapidly growing greenbug 
populations in their fields. 

The bugs, which are about 
1/16-inch long and light 
green with a dark green 
stripe down their back, 
inject a toxin into plants 
while feeding on them. This 
causes the plant to turn 
yellow and eventually die. 
Any type of stress such as 
lack of moisture will in-
crease the damage done by 
greenbugs. 

In some cases greenbugs 
have become resistant to 
insecticides. Insecticide con-
trol failure may be due to 
application, temperature or 
coverage problems. Check-
ing fields at regular inter-
vals during the growing 
season and at least once a 
week if the greenbug 
population is increasing is 
important. 

Before using an insecti-
cide, a producer should 
consider such things as plant 
vigor, moisture conditions, 
stage of growth and the 
presence or absence of 
parasites and predators. 
Irrigated small grains can 
withstand greater popu-
lations of greenbugs than 
those grown under dryland 
conditons. 

Effective insecticide con-
trols of greenbugs on small 
grains are methyl parathion, 
parathion, malathion, disul-
feton (Di-Syston) and dime-
thoate. With parathion and 
methyl parathion, fields 
should not be grazed for 15 
days after use. Malathion is 
less toxic and grazing can 
commence after seven days. 
Dimethoate should be used 
for wheat only and grazing 
can start after 14 days. 
Disulfoton should not be 
used on small grain fields 
which are grazed with 
livestock.

SELECTING TREES 
FOR LANDSCAPE 
This is a good time to 

select shade or ornamental 
trees for late fall or winter 
planting. 

Planting in fall or winter 
gives the tree time to 
become established and 
assures ample moisture and 
coolness prior to spring 
growth. Select a tree that 
suits your particular land-
scape needs. Ask yourself 
these questions. Is there 
enough room for the tree? 
Will it fit the existing 
landscape? Will it be used 
for shade, screening, wind 
protection or just to balance 
the other plants? Choose a 
tree that can adapt to the 
soil and take the weather 
extremes of the particular 
area of the state. Be aware 
of the tree's growth and 
space requirements and of 
possible insects or diseases 
that attack the tree. The 
potential tree buyer will 
have to choose between 
deciduous and evergreen 
trees, large and small trees. 

Deciduous trees provide 
shade in the summer and let 
sunlight through in the 
winter. Evergreens provide 
good shading and screening 
the year round but do not 
change color in the fall or 
produce new leaf buds in the 
spring. Small trees less than 
35 feet in height grow faster 
and need less space than 
large trees 60 to 80 feet in 
height. Small trees also 
provide shade quicker than 
large trees and offer a 
greater variety of seasonal 
bloom, fall leaf color and 
landscape interest. Of 
course, in time large trees 
will give more shade. 

A tree choice is a personal 
choice to fit a personal 
landscape need. 

Additional information on 
selecting trees is available in 
the publication, "Trees for 
Texas Landscapes," avail-
able at the county Extension 
office.

--Is there a sense of 
possibility? 

"The top-level personality 
is hopeful, optimistic.

A record $3,069,581,000 
was paid out in social 
security cash benefits to 
residents of Texas in 
calendar year 1975, accord-
ing to Carl Beisner of the 
Vernon Social Security Of-
fice. 

An 8 percent increase 
effective June 1975, an 
increased number of people 
on the social security rolls, 
and benefits payable based 
on high-average earnings, all 
contributed to the increased 
payments. 

Of the social security 
benefits paid to beneficiaries 
in Texas during 1975, 
$1,872,834,000 went to re-
tired workers and their 
dependents 	and 
$804,591,000 to the sur-
vivors of workers who have 
died. Another $392,156,000 
was paid to severely dis-
abled workers and their 
dependents. 

Nationally, social security 
cash benefit payments in 
1975 totaled $67 billion. This 
was about $8.4 billion higher 
than in the previous year. 

At the end of December 
1975, about 32 million men, 
women, and children were 
receiving monthly social 
security benefits. The num-
ber of persons on the benefit 
rolls increased by over a 
million during the course of 
the year. 

Retired workers and their 
dependents account f o r 
about 64 percent of all those 
receiving payments. The 
survivors of workers who 
have died, including children 
and their widowed mothers, 
aged or disabled widows and 
widowers, and aged de-
pendent parents, make up 23 
percent of all those receiving 
social security payments. 
Another 13 percent are 
disabled workers and their 
dependents. 

Social security is not only 
a program for the elderly, 
Carl Beisner said. Almost 24 
percent of all beneficiaries 
are under age 60, and 15 
percent are under age 22.
