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There ought to be a law!

Until several weeks ago,
we thought there was one
that was poorly enforced.
But we were informed
recently that such is not the
case-that it's not against the
traffic laws.

We refer to the practice in
Munday of motorists ginning
along in one direction, then
deciding to park, so they
“bend it” to the left, right in
the middle of a downtown
street and park on the other
side.

We have been standing
inside the Courier building
on numerous occasions when
this happened right in front
of the office. We couldn't
help cringe at a sudden
lefthand, middle-of-the
street turn. Sometimes they
don't bother to signal.

It's the best way in the
world to have and accident,
we thinks.

Suppose someone is “tail-
gating” you and is too close
to your vehicle to “brake it"
to a stop. The result would
likely be a damaged rear end

..to your car. It could, in oun «

opinion, result
injury, or death.

For that reason, we
suggest that “there ought to
be a law!"”

We used to make a
practice--along with Bill
Bowley--of pulling into the
driveway to the city hall just
about south of our office,
then making our turn to
park in front of the Courier.
Bill pulled in there .one
morning, then was amazed
that the driver of the
garbage truck backed into
the rear of her car before
she could complete her turn.

City officials told her she
shouldn't do that, that the
city could pay for damage to
her car this time--but not
more. The lesson was
enough for her, and us, too.
We both discontinued the
practice!

When Boyd Baker was
police chief, an Abilene man
who wanted to come into the
Courier office whipped his
car to a middle of the block
left and parked in front of
the office. Boyd was coming
from the city hall, said
something to the man who
came on into the office with
a sheepish grin. '

“You wouldn't do that in
Abilene,” we says, “and you
can get your rear end
knocked off in Munday just
the same as Abilene.” He
asked the police what was
going to happen to him,
obviously expecting a fine.
“Nothing,” Boyd replied.

It was a long time after
that when we were told it
wasn't a traffic violation.

Trouble is that it's almost
impossible to whip it to the
left and park without being
parked at an almost right
angle. When a car is parked
along the marked lines and
this happens, it is next to
impossible for the parked
vehicle to be backed out.

We tried this once and
locked bumpers with the car
driven by the police chief’s
wife, who had parked in that
manner. We located her in
the library, told her our
vehicles had “locked horns”
and for her to survey the
damage. She reported none,
and we then asked that she
drive her car forward so we
could get the bumpers
unlocked.

Price Prospects For Cofton Good

The Bicentennial year
could be a banner one for
cotton in Texas and the
United States as market
prices should remain strong
through 1977.

“Good price prospects for
cotton are a result of low
supplies on one hand and
increased domestic and
foreign consumption on the
other,” points out Charles
Baker, an economist for the
Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service. “Both domestic
and foreign mill consump-
tion should be up more than
a million bales each above
the 1974-75 marketing
year.”

How will production shape
up for 1976?

“Overall plantings should
be up moderately from 1975.
Texas farmers intend to
plant 4.67 million - acres of
cotton as of April 1,” notes
the Texas A&M University
System economist. “How-
ever, final plantings could

Knox County Was High In il
Production For Several Years

The downward trend in
crude oil production in the
nation's No. 1 energy state
continued in 1975 for the
third consecutive year, de-
spite another 12 months of
production at the maximum
effective recovery rate in
nearly all Texas fields.

Although the 1975 output
of just over 1.2-billion bar-
rels pushed the state's
alltime cumulative produc-
tion to more than 40-billion
barrels, it was the lowest
annual production since 1971
and more than 40.6-million
barrels short of the 1974
production level.

The difference between
1975 crude oil production

and the peak year of 1972
was more than 79.3-million
barrels.

Statistics compiled by the
Texas Mid-Continent Oil &

percent of total U. S.
production.

“This continued decline in
the production of Texas key
natural resource begs an end
to federal price controls and
bureaucratic re-
straints,” said the Associa-
tion'’s president, Jack S.

Blanton, an independent oil
company executive in Hous-
ton. “Texas oil producers
need a free market and
every possible economic
incentive to both generate
and attract the capital
necessary to continue to ex-
plore for oil, to drill widleat
and developmental wells,
and to initiate costly secon-
dary and tertiary recovery
projects.”

CONTROLLING APHIDS
IN GARDENS

Aphids are odd looking
little insects with two
tube-like structures on the
end of their back that
resemble exhaust pipes.
They come in almost all
colors-red, yellow, green,
black, purple-and can play
havoc with a vegetable
garden.

Aphids, often called plant
lice, vary in length from 1/16
to1/4 of an inch an may have
wings. They damage plants
by sucking juice from leaves,
stems and fruit and can also
transmit diseases to plants.

Aphids will attack plants
of any size and at any stage
of growth--from seedlings to
mature plants at harvest.
Since aphid numbers can
increase rapidly, garden
crops should be checked at
frequent intervals.

Plants infested with
aphids may look wilted, and
the ends of leaves may curl
up and look yellowish.
Heavy infestations of aphids
can cause severe plant
losses. Diazinon, dimetho-
ate, endosulfan, malathion
and naled are all effective
insecticides to treat for
aphids. Before applying any
insecticide, make sure it is
safe to use on the crops in
your garden and follow
directions to the “T".

O Texas during the spring

nditions breed tornadoes,
the most
t‘"‘ﬂado-prone state in the
lation, says Dr. Gary
Nelson, agricultural safety
€igineer for the Texas
A_gricultural Extension Ser-
Vice,

Texas has an average of
103 tornadoes a year, with
most of them occurring in
April and May when there
are violent winds, severe
thunderstorms, and masses
of cool and warm air
colliding with each other.

Eight out of 10 tornadoes
occur between noon and
midnight, with more than 20
per cent in the two-hour
Span from 4 to 6 p.m.

Tornadoes, which take an
average annual toll of 184
human lives in the U. S,
usually travel southwest to
northeast and stay on the
ground about 10 minutes.
Their forward speed is about
30 miles per hour, but wind
speeds in the funnel of a
tornado can get up to 300

miles per hour, explains
Nelson.
The National Weather

Service issues a “tornado
‘watch” when atmospheric
conditions are favorable for
the development of torna-
does. A “tornado warning” is
issued when a tornado has
actually been sighted or
detected by radar.

“If you hear of a tornado
watch, stay tuned to a radio
or television for weather
reports,” says the Texas
A&M University System
engineer. “If a tornado
warning is issued, take
cover in a basement, cellar
or civil defense shelter and
keep a Dbattery-powered

“Get out of mobile homes
or old, poorly built buildings
and stay away from any
structures with free-span
roofs such as gyms or
auditoriums.

“If you're caught in open
country when a tornado hits,
head for a nearby building or
lie flat in a ravine or ditch.

Don't stay in a car unless
you can drive away from the
tornado at right angles to its
path.

“If you sight a tornado,
report it at once, but don't
tie up the phone with
unnecessary calls,” advises
Nelson.

When cleaning up debris
from a tornado, wear gloves
and thick soled shoes and
watch for downed electrical
wires and broken gas pipes.
“Don't light matches or
smoke in or near a building
that has been hit by a
tornado until you're sure
there are no gas leaks,”
Nelson cautions.
