Formal opening and dedi-
cation of the new Munday 
Municipal Airport will be 
held on Friday, October 15, 
at the airstrip three miles 
northeast of Munday. 

The 3,200-foot paved and 
lighted strip with beacon 
light is now operational and 
available to the public. This 
is the first phase of con- 
struction on the site. Plans 
are in the making for 
hangars, a communications 
system and other facilities. 

The total cost has been 
$201,000, with 75 per cent of 
the cost being furnished by 
the Federal Aviation Ad-
ministration. The Texas 
Aeronautic Commission, the 
City of Munday and private 
contributions make up the 
balance. It was begun in 
October, 1971, and comple-
ted in March of this year. 

Dedication of the air strip 
will begin at 9 a. m. Friday 
with a fly-in. Coffee and 
doughnuts will be served to 
early arrivals. 

Congressman Omar 
Burleson of the 17th Texas 
District will give the princi-
pal address. He will be intro-
duced by State Rep. W. S. 
(Bill) Neatly of Paducah. 

Others on the program 
will be Gerald Musick, chief 
engineer, Federal Aviation 
Administration, Fort 
Worth; Leonard Henry, 
engineer Texas Aeronautics 
Commission, Austin. Clint J. 
Norman, mayor of Munday, 
will emcee the program. 

Trophies will be awarded 
to the first arrival, first 
woman pilot and the pilot 
traveling the fartherest 
distance, with other trophies 
being awarded during the 
afternoon hours for drop-
ping flour bombs on fixed 
targets, and spot landing 
contests. 

A free barbecue will be 
served to all visitors at the 
noon hour. 

The landing strip, located 
on eight acres of land, 
provides ample space for 
future expansion. In Octo-
ber. 1971, the project was 
sought through an Airport 
Advisory Board commission-
ed by the City Planning 
Commission under direction

Looks like well need to 
dig out our old Elgin pocket 
watch. 

They may be coming back 
into style, you know. 

Some years ago, the trend 
began growing stronger 
toward the wrist watch, 
those where you might tell 
the time of day just by 
raising the wrist to eye 
level--just as easy as "the 
flick of bic." 

Now they have watches of 
almost any style, make or 
description. Even the digital 
watch is sort of taking the 
day today. 

But it's not often that you 
see a pocket watch. 

Along with the advent of 
the wrist watch came 
changes in men's clothing. 
One of the changes that was 
hardest for us to become 
accustomed to was doing 
away with men's vests in 
suits. 

A vest was the most 
useful and most needed 
garment in men's clothing. It 
just didn't seem stylish to 
don a suit without the vest 
as a third piece. It seemed 
even more comfortable to 
wear the vest, even with 
double breasted suits. 

The vest contained four 
very convenient pockets, 
two top pockets and two 
further below and nearer 
the middle. These were very 
convenient for carrying a 
number of men's necessary 
items. 

Besides, a well-fitted vest 
with sturdily attached but-
tons, when properly worn, 
helped to keep the bulging 
tummy less noticeable. 

Even in the fall or early 
spring, when a coat wasn't 
necessary for comfort, men 
would usually shed their 
coats and continue to wear 
the vest, it generally being 
unbuttoned at this stage. 
This was worn without the 
coat because of the conven-
ient pockets. 

But vests are coming 
back! 

Just recently we received 
an advertisement in the mail 
showing a new style in men's 
suits. It was a neatly striped 
vested suit "tailored pre-
cisely by one of America's 
most respected makers in 
the mainstream of contem-
porary styling.--that speaks 
eloquently of your good 
taste." 

We noticed particularly 
that a watch chain was worn 
with this style, running from 
a right pocket to the left and 
threaded through the third 
buttonhole from the top. 

Now this was just like a 
former boss of ours wore his 
vest. On one end of the chain 
was his pocket watch; on the 
other was a tiny penknife 
that wasn't worth much 
except for cleaning the 
finger nails or picking 
stickers out of the hand. It 
was stylish, though! 

When the vest went out of 
style, men had to resort to 
the watch pocket in their 
trousers. When watches 
were worn in this manner, 
the golden watch chain 
which had to be run into a 
side pocket of the trousers 
became almost unnoticeable. 

Finally, they quit putting 
watch pockets in men's 
trousers. That's when our 
pocket watch had to be 
relegated to some storage 
compartment in the house.

Mission, Maggots collected 
in 141 Texas counties during 
September were identified 
as screwworms, totalling 6, 
870 cases, reports Dr. James 
E. Novy of the U. S. Depart-
ment of Agriculture 
(USDA). Only one case was 
reported in Knox County, 
but there were three in 
Haskell County. 

Novy is veterinarian in 
charge of field operations for 
the Animal and Plant Health 
Inspection Service (APHIS) 
Screwworm Eradication 
Program. 

September samples 
brought Texas' total for the 
year to 19,975 cases. This 
compares to 9,381 by the 
same date last year, and 
71,651 the first nine months 
of 1972. So far this year 
Arizona has recorded 132 
cases, Arkansas 2, New 
Mexico 68, and Oklahoma 53. 

On the basis of samples 
submitted by ranchers dur-
ing September, heaviest 
Texas screwworm popula-
tions are in the hill country 

and west into Pecos and 
Brewster counties, com-
ments Novy. Case reporting 
has declined drastically in 
most of South Texas where 
only Hidalgo and Brooks 
counties recorded more than 
100 identified screwworm 
cases. 

Novy adds that verbal 
reports by South Texas 
ranchers indicate a severe 
problem exists in the area, 
but case reports give evi-
dence the screwworm pop-
ulation has declined drasti-
cally over the area.

"We're going through a 
time in history when 
pressures to conform are 
great. The parent's job is to 
recognize this and play a 
role which is something 
more than passive yielding. 

"To restore balance, they 
may sometimes have to help 
their children stand alone. 
This is best done when 
parents demonstrate in their 
own lives that it is possible 
to differ from the majority 
now and then, and that one 
may gain self-respect and

The pink bollworm is one 
of the most destructive 
pests of cotton, and this 
precaution must be taken to 
prevent its eastward spread, 
emphasizes Frisbie. 

Dr. Ray Frisbie, entomolo-
gist with the Texas Agri-.  
cultural Extension Service. 

Frisbie points out that the 
cotton crop in the Mississi-
ppi Delta region and other 
parts of the South has 
suffered from drought stress 
and is smaller than usual. 
So, producers in those areas 
plan to use stripper harves-
ters rather than the conven-
tional spindle pickers to 
gather their crop since 
stripping is a once-over 
operation. 

Strippers are used almost 
exclusively in western re-
gions of Texas to harvest 
cotton, and farmers from the
