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..And that amounts to a
lot of cents!

It came over the airwaves
recently that a truck loaded
with five million pennies was
in collision with another
vehicle, and the copper coins
were scattered all over the
roadway.

The two drivers lost their
lives in the accident, which
makes it seem a little bit un-
sympathetic to deal with the
accident lightly. We imag-
ine, though, that the fact
that brand new pennies
were scattered everywhere
attracted quite a bit of
attention.

At the time of the news
report, it was not known
just how many of the coins
were salvaged.

Along about the same
time came a report from
Washington that some of the
“high ups" are recommend-
ing taking the pennies away
from the American public.
To some it appears that they
have nothing but pennies
left after divvying up for all
sorts of taxes here and
there.

Then to quit making the
pennies would, in the true
sense of the word, leave
them penniless!

A group making a study
sponsored by the govern-
ment have recommended
that pennies be eliminated
as part of our medium of
exchange by 1980. “They
gave the reason that the
penny is so expensive to
make.

It was stated that since
the buying power of the
penny has dropped, and the
coin has tended to circulate
less freely. The act of sorta
hoarding the almost worth-
less coin causes the mint to
manufacture more of them
to meet demands.

The coppers bearing the
likeness of Abe Lincoln
account for 75 per cent of the
19 billion coins produced
annually, according to esti-
mates. By 1990, they would
account for 90 per cent of the
41 billion coins produced.

The cost of producing and
distributing the one-cent
pieces would rise from about
$95 million now to $540
million by 1990.

Then by 1880, the esti-
mate reveals, the cost of the
pennies would exceed their
value. The present cost of
seven tenths of a cent would
rise to an estimated 1.5
cents by 1990 as a result of
higher copper prices and
increased production costs.

Doing away with penny
would eliminate the need for
increased production capa-
city at the mint. They claim
a $60 million production
facility in the Denver area is
on the drawing board just to
take care of the pennies!

It surely looks like some of
our government officials
should take lessons from the
American farmer. These
people have had experience
in producing products at a
greater cost than their
market value.

Unlike the plan forecast
for the mints, the farmer
cannot’ eliminate their pro-
ductive efforts, else the
whole nation and world
would face starvation.

We wonder, too, if the
plan calls for the use of
tokens, scrip, or some other
method of making change.
One can rarely go to the

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Prospects for ‘76 Pecan Crop
Dimmed by Insects, Disease

AUSTIN--The first
estimates for the 1976 Texas
pecan crop indicate that
production will be a dismal
60 percent below last year.

According to the
September 1 crop report
issued by the Texas Crop and
Livestock Reporting Service,
only 27 million pounds will
be harvested, down from the
1975 crop of 68 million
pounds.

Atgiriicurlit u're
Commissioner John C. White
reported that in every state
in the U.S. except North
Carolina, production is
down, and that nationwide,
the 1976 crop is forecast to

be 54 percent below last
year, down to 112.6 million
pounds.

‘“‘Growers in the
Trans-Pecos report that a
moderate to good crop has
been set there,” White said.

‘“But elsewhere, disease
and insects, as well as a late
spring freeze and a late
summer drought, have taken
their toll.”

In addition, White
noted that since pecan trees

usually do not bear two
consecutive heavy crops,
producers had not been

anticipating an outstanding
crop again this year,

Fertilization of small
grains at planting time is

" essential for a good root

system, early grazing and
profitable  grain  yields.
Other than moisture, the
supply of available plant
nutrients in the seedling
root zone is the major factor
affecting early growth.

The rate and method of
fertilizer application is es-
pecially important for soils
low in phosphorus. Numer-
ous research studies have
shown that a high level of
available phosphorus is
needed in the seedling root
zone for rapid plant devel-
opment. If phosphorus is
drilled with the seed or in a
band beside the seed row, a
lower rate is needed to
maintain this high level of
readily available phosphorus
as compared to broadcast-
ing. However, with broad-
cast planting, also broadcast
the fertilizer and disk it into
the soil.

Nitrogen is also essential
for early small grain growth
but can be topdressed after
the stand is established. Not
more than 10 to 15 pounds of
actual nitrogen should be
applied with the seed

The total amount of
nitrogen needed depends on
grazing management, mois-
ture and other conditions
that affect the amount and
rate of growth. From 60 to
80 pounds of actual nitrogen
per application should be
considered. As many as
three applications can be
used, especially for a long
grazing period that might be
obtained from an oats-rye-
grass mixture or other
combinations.

If potassium is needed for
small grain production, it
should be applied at or
before planting, with the
amount needed based on a
soil test.

Profitable small a grain
production depends on many
factors, but fertilizing to
correct soil deficieacies and
to meet production require-

ments is essential. -
gk

Cattlemen won't see high-
er beef prices in 1977 unless
a lot of cows, non-fed cattle
and calves are slaughtered
this year.

Dr. Ernest Davis, a

livestock marketing special-
ist for the Texas Agricultur-
al Extension Service, says
that despite the high levels
of cow and calf slaughter last
year, cattle numbers are still
high.

“We still have 53.8 million
cows, 11.2 million replace-
ment heifers and 96.7 million
feeder cattle on hand in this
country,” Davis says.

He feels that at least 10
million cows, 5.8 million
non-fed cattle and 5 million
calves need to be slaughter-
ed in 1976 for Choice feeder
cattle prices to ease the $560
per hundredweight level in
19717.

If cattlemen don't reduce
the cow herd by keeping up
a high level of slaughter,
beef prices in 1977 will be no
better than prices in 1976.

The main goal of cattle-

men should be to cut feeder
cattle availability by putting
more cows, calves and
non-fed cattle on the market.

“Cattlemen need to be
aware of the market situa-
tion and adjust their cattle
supplies to meet market
needs to keep prices up."”

Davis says that even if the
cattle supply is cut back by
1977 there will still be beef
price fluctuation caused by
fluctuating feedgrain prices.

“If feedgrain prices go up,
there will probably be more
non-fed cattle slaughtered
and lower beef prices this
fall. On the other hand, if
feedgrain prices fall, there
should be more movement of
cattle to feedlots, delaying
marketing and resulting in
higher prices during the
fall.”

Numbers Of Cattle On Feed

Declines . . . Milk Production Up And Down.

Whether you buy your beef in a supermarket or from
the corner grocery, the fact remains: beef is a super bargain.
And it's likely to continue that way through the rest of this

year.

" is the one who continues to take a beating. Cattle prices to

producers are now a fourth below what they were a year

ago.
Cattlemen continue to

liquidate their herds in an

attempt to get supply and demand back in some sort of
balance so the cattle producer can have hopes of improving
his economic situation next year.

And as that situation continues, more beef comes to
markéet lowering the cattlemen’s price and in turn providing
consumers with bargains in beef,

Beef prices to consumers are down from levels of a
year ago, but have not yet reflected all the declines that

producers have taken.

But beef continues to be probably your best food buy
today. And now is the time to enjoy it.

CATTLE ON FEED in Texas as of Sept. 1 totaled
1,470,000 head, according to the Texas Crop and Livestock

Reporting Service.

This is 10 per cent above a year ago, but is one per cent
below last month. During August, Texas cattle feeders
placed 337,000 head into their lots. Placements are 25 per
cent above a year ago and 29 per cent above the previous

month.

In the seven major feeding states - Texas, California,
Arizona, Colorado, lowa, Kansas, and Nebraska -- cattle on
feed as of Sept. 1 totaled 6,432,000 head. This is eight per
cent above last year’s record low number. It is also six per
cent below the same date in 1974,

The number on feed on Sept. 1 was above last year in

five of the seven states.

State’s Fall Harvest
Back in Full Swing

AUSTIN-With more
favorable weather now,
farmers from the High Plains
to the Rio Grande are back

in the fields, harvesting
grains, cotton, and field
crops, Agriculture

Commissioner John C. White
has reported.

Heavy spring and
summer rains delayed
planting earlier and in

August slowed harvest in
several areas, White said.

Sorghum harvest is
virtually complete in South
Texas, but High Plains
farmers are behind this year
because of dry weather
during planting season.
Statewide figures show
harvesting at about the
halfway point.

Cotton harvest in the
Rio Grande Valley had to be

eXtiended until
mid-September this season
because of July rains, Picking
should begin on the High
Plains in late October.

Good, clear dry
weather enabled rice farmers
to get a jump on this year’s
harvest, which is 88 percent
complete. Both quality and
yield are reported to be
excellent in most areas.

Corn fields across the
state are in excellent
condition and harvesting
continues ahead of last year’s
pace,

Peanut fields
throughout the state now
need rain and harvesting has
been hampered, Statewide
harvest is eight percent
complete, compared with a
three-year average of 15
percent,
