(1) Learn to spot an 
exaggeration. The small 
type often qualifies the big, 
bold headline. Consider 
other places where you 
could buy the product at a 
lower price. 

(2) When ordering, be 
specific. Give a written 
description. the correct • 

order number and price, and 
indicate if you would accept 
a substitute, and if so, what 
it is.
