When people go on strike, nobody 
wins! 

At least, that's the conclusion we've 
reached after witnessing reports of 
strikes of every description in years past. 

When nobody wins, the logical con-
clusion is that everybody loses. 

Workers of an organized group may 

not want to strike, individually. But as 
members of the union, they must follow 
orders of the headmaster, or the 
majority. 

It may mean trying to live on union 
pay, which may or may not be sufficient 
to provide a living for the family. In this 
instance, all the family suffers--or loses. 

Strikes are called against the 
management, and this is what happens: 

The management suffers in loss of 

revenue when operations are stopped, or 
hampered. Workers lose in days and 

days of idleness as bargaining goes on. 
the dependents lose by lack of funds to 

provide sustenance, and nobody knows 
which way to turn. 

We lose, even! If nothing else, we lose 

our tember; and, maybe, our good faith 
in people, especially the unions. 

A good "for instance" was the long 
baseball strike that ruined the regular 

season. Now that it's settled players and 

club owners are trying to make the best 
of it by trying to end a split season. 

Club owners lost, players lost, people 
lost. There was a loss at every turn, in 
our opinion. 

Following the game, called the 
national past-time, we found baseball 
holding its own in drawing crowds. Then 
came the strike. We, the people, had no 

game to go to, no game on the tube, 
nothing to look forward to, so we just 
naturally lost interest. 

When play was finally resumed, we 

see the games being played in stadiums 
that are scarcely one-third full, and 
rarely over half full. Somebody is losing 
a big batch of revenue. 

When football came into its own for 
the season, we find stadiums filled to 
capacity, from small high school games 

to college activity, and on into the pro 
games. No matter the size, stadiums arc 
filled to capacity. 

A strike of pressmen at the Sunday 

Times in London recently ended their 

strike of about a week in duration, after 
the owner, Australian publisher Rupert 
Murdick, threatened to close the 

newspaper and its sister publication, the 

daily Times of London. Several issues of 

the paper were cancelled, as union 
members refused to cross picket lines. 

The dispute involved 101 men and im-
periled 3.900 jobs at Times Newspapers, 
Inc. 

Now, the "beer that made Milwaukee 

famous" is not brewed in Milwaukee. 
The "tap ran dry" there when the Jos. 

Schlitz Brewing Co.'s Milwaukee plant 
officially closed, ending a brewing tra-
dition that began in 1849. 

The brew is being produced at other 

plants, but not in Milwaukee, after 700 

employees went on strike in a dispute 
over a new contract. Do you think the 

700 workers won? Or the brewery? Or 
their sipping customers? 

Our air traffic remains in pretty much 

of a mess, since the air controllers went 
on strike, and many of them were fired 
by President Reagan. 

We've had occasion to talk with one 
who said it's pretty much of a mess. 
Planes are running behind schedule. In-
stead of direct routing, passengers are 
routed a round-about way. 

If this battle is being won, who's win-
ning it. Certainly not the passengers. 

During the weekend, we heard news 

that the hunger strike in Ireland has been 
"phased out". This is another instance 
in which nobody has won! Several 

suicidal deaths from hunger. Some 
strikers have had an "about face" and 

stopped the foolishness. Parents of 

others have taken over after their sons 
sank into comas, and asked doctors to 

step in and save their lives. 
It just isn't a winning game, do you 

think? 

Guess who's buried in Lee Harvey 

Oswald's grave? Oswald is, that's who, 

Proving that the admonition "rest in 

peace" is not always carried out!

Aspartame - A 
New Sweetener 

A new sugar substitute -
aspartame - is expected to be 
on the market in about six 
months, says a food 
technologist with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice, Texas A&M University 
System. The new product will 
be marked under the 
tradename "Equal" by C. D. 
Searle Co. 

Composed mainly of two 
amino acids, phenylalanine 
and aspartic acid, the 
product is about 180 times 
sweeter than sucrose (sugar). 
Aspartame is supposed to be 
virtually indistinguishable 
from sugar in taste, has no 
bitter or metallic aftertaste, 
and seems to act like a flavor 
enhancer for some fruits. 

However, it is not stable to 
heat for prolonged periods. 

For the second week in a 
row the Moguls were plagued 
by penalties and mistakes, 
but a solid defensive effort 
enabled the Moguls to win 7-
6 over Electra here Friday 
night.

Miracles - Today? 
Mark 16:17 - "And these 

signs shall follow them that 
believe; In my name shall 
they cast out devils, they 
shall speak with new tongues," 
v. 18, "They shall take up 
serpents; and if they drink 
any deadly thing, it shall not 
hurt them; they shall lay 
hands on the sick, and they 
shall recover." 

It is the teaching of some 
today, that we still have 
miracles! The verse above 
mentions "speaking in 
tongues" among several 
others. However, Paul says 
in I Corintians 13:8, that 
"Tongues will cease." The 
question would then arise, 
"When?" Verse 10 says, 
"When that which is perfect 
is come." Then another 
question, "What is perfect?" 
Another word for perfect is 
complete or mature.
