I saw a disburbing report on one of
those daytime documentary shows
last week that dealt with kids who
have murdered other kids . . . for their

tennis shoes! It was not just an iso-
lated case. There were many inci-
dents in which kids so coveted the
brand name sneakers of their peers,
they killed them and took their shoes.

When I mentioned the report 1o a
friend of mine, she replied, “Well,

I'mnotreally surprised. If a kid doesn't

have Nike sneakers and Guess jeans,
she's considered a "nobody” by the
other kids."

Designer clothes have been cov-
eted by kids fora long time. My Amy
worked all summer at Trainham's
Grocery and spent almost every
paycheck on LA Gear sncakers, Guess
jeans - all status symbols in a genera-
tion where brand names seem to de-
termine who's popular and who's not.
But, how is it possible for a kid to be
s0 desperate as to kill somebody else
for a pair of shoes? I'm sure these
incidents involved kids who were a
little unbalanced to begin with, but it
still blows the mind to think of it.

Maybe we of the 'over the hill'
generation were more fortunate than
we thought. Icanimagine my mother’s
reaction if I'd said, “Mother, I can't
wear those shoes you ordered from
the Secars and Roebuck catalog. The
other kids will make fun of me.”

You can be sure I would have worn
those shoes and how I handled any
ridicule from anybody would have
been up to me.

I remember our high school ban-
quets - we didn't have proms in Goree
in the 50's - when some of the girls
had formals from Lane Felker or
McClurkens. The dresses were gor-
geous and I suppose all of us secretly
wished for them, but most every-
body's dress was homemade - just
like mine. Mother and my wonderful
Aunt Maribelle would work for weeks
on my dress and when I'd slip it over
my head on banquet night, they'd
stand by to zip and button - to fluff a
ruffle and admire their handiwork,
and I felt just as elegant as anybody
else. As elegant, of course, as a girl
could feel who was all knees and eyes
and had been nicknamed "Olive Oyl",

Maybe because there were somany
other things more important to my
parents, we were just not ever con-
scious of brand names - but I don't
remember that anybody was con-
cermed with them. It makes one
wonder where it's all going.

As a child, I remember playing in
my grandmother’s button box - string-
ing the buttons together to make the
most wonderful toys while my grand-
mother sat pumping away on an old
treadle sewing machine sewing her
gingham dresses. Flour came in big
sacks with bright colored patterns
and I remember Mama Harlan saving
those sacks and sewing them together
tomake "house dresses”. Most of her
dresses were made alike with short
sleeves and buttons down the front to
the skirt. She had one beautiful Sun-
day dress with little bouquets of yel-
low flowers on it.

Mama Beecher made her dresses
long sleeved with high collars and
one of her nicest dresses was a blue
one the same shade as her exquisite
eyes.

My grandmothers didn't worry at
all that the women down the road
might have "store bought" dresses
for herself and her daughters. They
were more concerned with making
sure their kids' necks were all
scrubbed and their hair was combed
as they sat lined up in the church
pews on Sunday morning. A tag in
the neck of a dress was the least of
their worries.

“Is she suggesting that mothers of
today are more concerned with their

The Tax Reform Act of 1986
changed the rules on consumer inter-
estdeductibility, butit's notclear that
consumers have altered their credit
habits accordingly. For 1989, only
20 percent of the finance charges
paid on consumers loans will be
deductible. In 1990, just 10 percent
of the total will be deductible and in
1991, none of the finance charge will
be deductible. That will mean that
with the national average interestrate
on credit cards currently 18.66 per-
cent,every $100 of debtcosts $18.66
a year in interest.

Investors would have to have spec-
tacular returns on their investments
inordertomatch thereturn onrepay-
ing debt. A person in the 28 percent
tax bracket would have to earn $25.92
before taxes from a $100 investment
in order to match it. Those in the 33
percent tax bracket would have to
earn $27.85 per $100 before taxes in
order to pay the interest on $100 of
credit-card debt.

The reality is that few people earn
high yields without major risk. The
average yield on a one-year bank
certificate of deposit is around 8
percent currently. Paying off credit-
card debt and other consumer loans
makes mathematical sense, so much
so, that some financial advisors are
urging people to pay cash or forego
the item.

Avoiding interest on consumer
debt is not as simple as it sounds. To
get maximum benefit, consumers
would have to invest the money they
would otherwise be spending on

monthly payments. In the words of
oneadvisor, "99 percentof the world

moved if they are treated as soon as
possible after they occur. Pretreat or
soak the stainina productcontaining
enzymes. This canbe a presoak prod-
uct, a detergent booster or a liquid
laundry detergent. Wash the garment
as usual. A chlorine or oxygen bleach
(whichever is safe for the fabric)
added to the wash will help remove
any remaining stain.

When treating a spot using a stain
remover, place the spotted garment
face down on several paper towels.
Apply the stain remover to the wrong
side of the garment. The stain will be
forced off the surface of the garment
instead of through the garment. Re-
place towels frequently.

Fishing Tip

Q: Can a person caich any other
fish on a trotline other than catfish?
What's the best bait to use?

A: Just about any fish will hook
itself on a trotline at some time or
another but you had better not keep a
game fish, In Texas, it is illegal o
keep bass (all species), crappie, trout
or walleye that you find on your trot-
line. The rule is to release game fish.
Only catfish and roughfish (carp,

bulfalo, gar, eic.) are legal 10 take

Conceming bait, some prefer whole
or cut-up shad (caught with a throw
net). Others use small perch, large
minnnows, crayfish, liver, shrimp,
jackrabbit chunks, or just about any-
thing "meaty”. Also, one thing that
works well 1s sofl. dough-like baits
(Tan Bait, Quannah, cheese-punch)
To use this on a trotline, place a ball
of bait in a piece of cheese cloth and
tie with a rubberband. Hook the ball
and cloth on the hook like you would
any other bait. The smell attracts the
cats very well,
