Sports Writer Gives His 
Opinion Of Munday Moguls 

Sports-writer Bill Hart of the Abilene Reporter News 
has covered area football for several years, and after 
watching the game between Munday and Stamford last 
Friday night, was willing to give us his opinion of how 
the Moguls look thus far. Following is his opinion of the 
Mogul football team. 

The telephone rang at the house Sunday afternoon 
and it was Munday newspaper tycoon Marion Waggo-
ner wanting to know what I thought of the Moguls' 
football team. 

After watching the Moguls run roughshod over 
Stamford, 35-7, Friday night, after a heavy rain, for 
their third straight easy victory, I'd say they were 
mighty impressive. The score could have been higher. 

The offense looked awesome, but any time a coach 
has as much speed as the Moguls possess, that's going 
to happen. There's no need to tell anyone in Munday 
that Terry and Perry Collier are good. Everyone has 
known that for several years now. 

But Bobby Dockins adds a new dimension at quar-
terback. One of these days coach Jim Edwards is going 
let him roll out and throw maybe six or seven passes a 
game. And Tyler Thompson was impressive running 
up the middle. I thought Mike Bunton threw the ball 
well for the second unit. 

When you have four or five good hosses, it's hard to 
key on a single player and I guess that's Munday's most 
valuable asset right now. I'd hate to try and defense that 
attack. 

The offensive line opened holes most of the night 
that maybe Waggoner or I could have made a few 
yards, although we don't have the speed to run as far as 
the Colliers and Dockins. 

Defensively, the Moguls give up quite a few yards, 
but when opponents get close to the goal line, the field 
seems to shrink and it's hard to get into the end zone. 
But there's a question that has to be answered: down the 
line, will the pass defense hold up? Sooner or later, 

whether Edwards likes it or not, the Moguls will have 
to throw the football. 

So, how good are the Moguls? From the stands and 
the pressbox, they look strong, perhaps as good as any 
Munday team in the past decade. But that doesn't mean 
that all they have to do is walk onto the field and 
opponents will run for cover. 

It will betough sledding to get even to the semifinals, 
which has been  the Moguls' stumbling block of late. 
Sure, Wheeler lost last week, but it was to Class 2A 
Wellington, considered  a strong team by an Amarillo 
sports writer who said Wheeler was the best Class A 
team in his area, 

Rankin beat Garden City last week, but both are 
strong teams. Bartlett and Italy are also strong in the 
south. And don't overlook Santa Anna. 

But before the Moguls can worry about the playoffs, 
there's a tough district that includes Spur (the Moguls 
know all abot them). Paducah usually gives Munday a 
hard time as does Knox City. And Motley County 
surprised O'Donnell last week. 

But to me, the Moguls' toughest opponent could be 
themselves. A South Texas sportswriter told me last 
Saturday night in Austin that Thorndale, last year's 
Class A statechampion, is struggling this year because 
of the big head. They haven't jelled as a team but if they 
do, they could be good. 

Coach Jim Edwards has done a good job in the past, 
measuring the Moguls' helmets to make sure they still 
fit and aren't too small -- and to see if heads are 
growing. And the Moguls must remember what hap-
pened against Lindsay a few years back when an 
opponent was apparently taken lightly. 

Injuries could be a problem as there doesn't seem to 
be a whole lot of depth. But that's true of any Class A 
football team. 

Can the Moguls win state? Only they have the 
answer.

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Fall Lawn

As a homeowner, many people like 
Rob Harrison of Knox City have 
planted fruitless mulberry trees in 
their yards. If your tree is very large 
you probably have problems grow-
ing grass under the tree. There is a 
grass that is well adapted to low light 
and has a shallow root system, and 
now is the time to plant. 

Homeowners should be planting 
their tall fescue lawn in the period of 
mid September to early November to 
ensure good root development be-
fore the first killing frost. 

To prepare the seedbed prior to 
planting, first remove all debris such 
as rocks, wood, etc. from the area. 

Next, apply the fertilizer. A high 
phosphorus fertilizer such as 8-16-8, 
18-46-0 or 10-20-10 should be added 
so that two pounds of phosphorus is 
added per 1,000 square feet. 

Phosphorus stimulates root devel-
opment in plants so is a good founda-
tion for the tall fescue lawn. After the 
fertilizer has been applied, lightly 
rake the soil to incorporate the fertil-
izer. 

The seed should be broadcast at 8 
to 10 pounds per 1,000 square feet as 
tall fescue is a branching type grass 
and thus there must be high plant 
numbers to have a thick lush tall 
fescue lawn. 

Tall fescue varieties that have been 
proven well in the North Texas area 
include Kentucky 31, Rebel, Hound 
Dog or Tempo. Rebel is a fine bladed 
variety. 

After planting the seed, the area 
should be watered regularly and avoid 
getting a crust on top of the soil. This 
procedure should be continued until 
the grass seed begins to germinate 
and a green tint can be seen on top of 
the ground. 

The tall fescue should be mowed at 
1 1/2 to 2 inch heights and should be 
fertilized lightly monthly with a bal-
anced fertilizer.
