Chemigation is the practice of 
applying fertilizer or pesticides to 
a crop through the irrigation sys-
tem. This practice is becoming 
more popular each year as the 
number of center pivot irrigation 
systems increase. 

The most widely used form of 
chemigation is the application of 
fertilizer through the irrigation 
system. Nutrients can be applied 
at any time during the growing 
season on the basis of crop need. 
Contamination of groundwater is 
sometimes less likely since fertil-
izer can be applied at any time 
and is often applied when crop 
uptake of nutrients is at the maxi-
mum.

It is very important to check the 
application efficiency of the cen-
ter pivot before starting a chemi-
gation program. Because the uni-
fonnity of the fertilizer or pesti-
cide application is only as good as 
the uniformity of the water ap-
plied by the irrigation system, an 
efficiency test on the system 
should be conducted. 

Using chemigation througn 
your center pivot irrigation sys-
tem requires that certain safety 
devices be installed to prevent 
back-siphoning or direct injec-
tion of chemicals into the well. 
These components are: (I) check 
valve between well and injection 
point; (2) vacuum relief valve 
between check valve and well; 
(3) low pressure cut off; (4) low 
pressure drain; (5) anti-back flow 
injection valve - 10 PSI on the 
injection hose; (6) normally closed 
solenoid valve between injection 
pump and chemical tank; (7) a 
metering type injection pump; and 
(8) functional systems interlock 
capable of causing shutdown of 
the chemical injection pump and 
water power pump. 

After chemigation is complete, 
flush the injection system with 
clean water anti run the irrigation 
pump for at least 15 minutes to 
wash the remaining chemicals out 
of the irrigation system. 

The label on the pesticide will 
state whether the product can be 
applied through chemigation 
equipment in a mixture with irri-
gation water and the type of irri-
gation system allowable. 

Chemication should only be 
used under conditions that do not 
lead to drift or runoff of the chemi-
cals applied.

NOTICE TO PET OWNERS 
The Dog Tags that are required to be worn by your pet 

have arrived Please come by City Hall with your deg(s) 
over the age of four (4) months old and proof of rabies 
vaccination. You must bring your dog(s) so that we can 
take photographs of each side of your pet for identification 
purposes. Do not bring photographs of your dog. We must 
take our own. No tag will be issued without proof of 
vaccination within the last three (3) months. 

The fee for the tag will be $2.00 each. The owner of 
any dog not wearing a collar will be fined $50.00 per day. 
The owner of any dog not wearing a current City tag will 
be fined $50.00 per day. The owner of any animal not 
vaccinated will be fined $50.00 per day. Any owner that 
allows their dog(s) to run free without restraint or control 
will be fined $50.00 per day. Any pet owner with more than 
four (4) animals, combination of dogs and cats, will be 
fined $50.00 per day. Any stray dog or any dog consid-
ered to be a stray by the Animal Control Department will 
be impounded. The owner of any animal impounded will 
be subject to all applicable fines in addition to all costs of 
impoundment. 

Fierce, dangerous and/or vicious dogs shall be con-
fined within a secure building or enclosure and such 
dog(s) shall not be removed unless securely muzzled. 
Violation of this portion of the Ordinance will result in a fine 
of $200.00 and forfeiture of the animal to be destroyed by 
the Animal Control Department. 

Most of us like to have a pet around, especially if we 
have children. It is not the intent of the City to deprive 
anyone of their pet, but we must take the responsibility of 
our pets seriously. All pet owners must adhere to the 
rules. There will be times when your pet gets loose. These 
things happen, but flagrant violation will not be tolerated.

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Problems arise when we push 
our children to grow up too soon. 
Is a child who has extra-curricular 
activities every day being pushed 
too hard? What about a 12 year 
old boy who takes care of his little 
brothers and sisters while his 
mother works the night shift? 

A few years ago, such children 
might have been considered mod-
els of industriousness, but today 
there is growing concern for the 
way in which our children are 
being pushed into maturing too 
quickly. 

The term "hurried child" was 
coined by David Elkind, a profes-
sor of Child Study at Tufts Uni-
versity who was disturbed by the 
increasing pressures on children 
to think, dress and act like adults. 
"Today's child has become the 
unwilling, unintended victim of 
overwhelming stress -- the stress 
borne of rapid, bewildering social 
change, and constantly rising ex-
pectations." Rising divorce rates, 
growing numbers of single parent 
families, and more dual income 
families mean that children are 
assuming more responsibility at 
younger ages. In school, an in-
creasing emphasis on test scores 
is combined with pressure forear-
her and earlier academic achieve-
ment. 

The side effects of the hurried 
child arc overwhelmingly nega-
tive. The U.S. has the highest rate 
of teen pregnancies, in the past 20 
years. As SAT scores continue to 
decline, our school systems battle 
increasing violence and drug 
abuse. Pediatricians, meanwhile, 
report a greater incidence of stress 
related ailments in children, such 
as headaches and stomach prob-
lems. 

The challenge that faces par-
ents, is figuring out ways to en- 
courage children without pushing 
them inappropriately in school, 
extra-curricular activities, and life 
in general. All children need time 
to daydream and play to find ways 
to occupy their own time cre-
atively. By forcing them to grow 
up too fast, we rob them of some-
thing that can never be replaced. 

How can we avoid the Hurried-
Child Syndrome? Psychologists 
and therapists agree that children 
are the best guide to whether 
they're being pushed too hard. 

1) Watch for changes in your 
child's behavior, moodiness, 
change in diet, sleeping patterns, 
frequent headaches, or upset stom-
ach can often be signs of trouble. 

2) Talk to your children about 
what is bothering them. 

3) Let your children know that 
while you want them to do their 
best, your love isn't dependent 
upon their school grades or per-
formance on an athletic team.

CONTROL BRUSH AND  
SAVE FENCE AND PAS- 

TURE 
When plants develop full foli-

age in early summer, many farm-
ers and ranchers notice the in-
creasing density of brush ill their 
fence rows and pastures. It's also 
a good time to do something about 
it. 

Left alone, brush decreases pro- 
ductivity of a pasture and short-
ens the useful life of fences --
fences that will cost $2,000 or 
more per mile to replace. It's 
usually easier. cheaper and more 
effective to treat brush when it's 
small and scattered, before it 
grows into a bigger problem. 

At this time of year, a good 
solution is to hand spray the brush 
with foliar herbicides -- herbi-
cides that work through the leaves. 
Sometimes called "high volume 
foliar application", this method 
can be handy and effective for 
treating fence rows and scattered 
stands of brush. 

With this method, a diluted so-
lution of herbicide is hand sprayed 
directly on the leaves and stems of 
the target plant until they're drip- 
ping wet (thus "high volume"). 
Only the targeted plant is sprayed. 
Selective herbicides -- those that 
control brush and weeds but won't 
harm established grasses -- are 
the best choice. 

Getting good control with this 
method requires spraying the 
brush when it's susceptible, cov-
ering the plant thoroughly with 
the herbicide solution, and using 
an effective herbicide or tank mix. 

Here are a few tips for and man- 
agers interested in foliar sprays 
for fence row brush. 

* Most brush plants are suscep-
tible when they're actively grow- 
ing. For best results, spray after 
the leaves have matured (turned 
light green to dark green), and 
before they develop a waxy layer 
as they will later in the summer. 
The foliage should be full and 
healthy, not damaged by disease 
or insects. In Texas, optimum 
conditions usually are in mid-May 
through Late June. 

* When spraying, cover all foli-
age thoroughly with the herbicide 
spray. Use a sprayer with suffi- 
cient pressure to cover any tall or 
dense foliage you have to treat. 
Pump-up garden sprayers and 
backpack sprayers work well on 
small and scattered plants, but a 
power sprayer equipped with a 
hose and handgun makes it easier 
to cover larger, thicker brush and 
overgrown fence rows. 

* Be aware of any potential for 
drift. Avoid herbicide contact with 
any desirable and sensitive plants 
in the area, especially gardens and 
crops. Use the minimum spray 
pressure that will provide adequate 
plant coverage. Keep the spray 
no higher than the tops of the 
brush. Use a coarse spray, not a  

mist, and include a drift control 
agent in the mix. Carefully read 
the herbicide label, and follow 
any recommended safety precau-
tions. 

* Use a herbicide or combina- 
tion of herbicides labeled for pas- 
ture so grasses won't be harmed. 
Otherwise, with a non-selective 
herbicide or soil sterilant, you may 
kill grass and create the potential 

line. 
The erosion beneath the fence 

The choice of herbicide or her- 
bicides should depend on the pre-
dominant species to control. For 
foliar application, a tank mix com-
bination of two herbicides gener-
ally will broaden the spectrum of 
control. Susceptible species and 
directions to mix effective com-
binations usually are on the prod-
uct labels. 

Grazon ET herbi c ide, o (ten used 
in high volume foliar treatment, 
has a new name. The same prod-
uct now will be sold as Remedy. 
Grazon ET will continue to be 
sold until existing supplies are 
exhausted. However, Remedy has 
the same ingredient, same fomiu-
lation and same uses as Grazon 
ET. The herbicide also is used in 
broadcast and basal applications. 

For high volume foliar applica-
tions on dense stands of hard to 
control brush species, a solution 
of 1 to 2 quarts of Remedy (Grazon 
ET), 1 gallon of Grazon F+D her-
bicide, 1 to 2 quarts of an gn-cul-
tural surfactant and water to make 
100 gallons of spray. This broad 
spectrum combination will con-
trol most mixed hardwood spe-
cies and suppress many others 
including greenbrier. The combi-
nation will have to be altered in 
areas of Knox County where the 
hormone herbicide law is in ef-
fect. 

In addition to foliar sprays, you 
may want to consider other con-
trol options such as basal treat-
ments and soil applied herbicides 
such as Spike 20P or Balpar her-
bicide. Al ways read the herbicide 
label for complete instructions.
