Munday Gin and Seed were 
expecting at least 20 more bales 
as oflast Friday. They have ginned 
2,028 bales. 

Knox Prairie Co-op hopes to 
finish in the next week or two. 
They arc expecting close to 300 
more bales to be brought in. Their 
total thus far is 3,000 . 

Rhineland Co-op has ginned 
8,400 bales this season, and arc 
expecting approximately 300 
more. This is a big drop from last 
season, having processed 13,800 
bales. The Gilliland area brought 
in most of this season's crop. They 
hope to finish up in the next two 
weeks.

The answer is in a new 
two-volume book, "Before Writ-
ing: From Counting to Cunei-
form," published by the Univer-
sity of Texas Press. The author, 
UT Austin faculty member Denise 
Schmandt-Besscrat, refutes the 
thought that pictographs were the 
forerunner of the written word. 
Her idea is that writing was first 
developed by early merchants to 
keep track of goods. 

Years of research in the Middle 
East led her to believe that as early 
as 8,000 B.C., clay tokens were 
used to count quantities of grain 
grown by farmers. The shapes of 
the tokens and their designs later 
were copied onto tablets. 

Each image represented some 
other object or collection of ob-
jects, and thus led to the concept 
of writing, she says.

This new session of the Texas Legislature is already 
living up to expectations that things will be different this time 
around. 

I've been appointed chairman of a committee to be 
comprised of the entire Senate that will consider issues relating 
to redistricting, ethics and elections. This is the first time the 
Committee of the Whole has been constituted as a standing 
committee. The Committee of the Whole includes all 31 senators 
and the lieutenant governor. 

Among the highest profile Issues to be handled by this 
committee are Judicial Redistricting and Ethics Reform. The law 
requires reapportionment of the state's district courts during 
this session of the Legislature. Also, it may be necessary to 
divide some metropolitan counties into single member districts 
to comply with federal court decisions. Ethics reforms passed 
last session need to be refined and clarified. 

In other committee assignments, I will continue to serve 
on State Affairs, one of the Senate's most powerful committees. 
as well as the committee on Natural Resources. The Natural 
Resources committee oversees water, agriculture and other 
environmental issues. I'll join the Senate's newest committee, 
International Relations. Trade and Technology. which has been 
created in response to Texas' expanded role under the Free 
Trade Agreement and the impact on the state's economy by the 
rapidly changing world of technology. Intergovernmental 
Relations, which works with counties, municipalities and special 
districts rounds out my committee appointments. 

As for the House of Representatives, the lower chamber 
has decided to delay committee appointments until overcoming 
last fall's roadblock on Public School Finance.

State Bar Will Help 

Public Get Access 

To Complaint Forms 

The State Bar of Texas has a 
toll-free number to request infor-
mation on lawyer discipline and 
the complaint process. The num-
ber, which went into use last Janu-
ary, is part of the Bar's program to 
inform the public abut how com-
plaints against lawyers arc 
handled. 

The toll-free number was in-
stalled to offer the public access 
to the complaint forms necessary 
to seta grievance in motion and to 
provide general information about 
the discipline process. It was not 
designed to address questions 
about specific cases, and phone 
operators do not encourage ordis-
courage callers from filing a griev-
ance. 

"A misconception some callers 
have is that they can call the 800-
number and receive immediate 
action. The public doesn't realize 
that the grievance process takes 
time. Complaint forms must first 
be reviewed by ouroffice to see if 
a rule of professional conduct may 
have been violated. If the com-
plaint alleges professional mis- 
conduct, it is then referred to a 
local grievance committee for a 
hearing before a decision can be 
made on punishment," said Jim 
McCormack, the State Bar's gen-
eral counsel.

$1.8 Billion In Revenue To Spend

out of the doldrums. 
Other predictions for the next 

biennium are: 
•The state's population is ex-

pected to grow by almost 500,000, 
reaching 18.4 million in 1995. 
Births outnumbering deaths will 
account for three-quarters of that 
increase, with the remaindercom-
ing from net in-migration from 
other states and countries. 

• Taxable oil prices likely will 
remain stable, averaging about 
$20 per barrel, and natural gas 
prices will settle in the range of 
$1.66 per million cubic feet. Oil 
and gas volumes will continue to 
drop. During 1994-95, that sector 
probably will account for 11% of 
the state economy, as opposed to 
28% in 1981. 

• A continued decline in federal 
defense spending will be felt in 
Texas employment. Over 1994-
95, about 13,000 aerospace and 
military base jobs are expected to 
be lost.

The following question came 
from outside of Knox County but 
applies to all of us. 

Qt What is the "casting of lots" 
in the Bible? How does it apply to 
the election of officers (of the 
church)? 

A: The casting of lots is an 
ancient practice. The people of 
biblical days would place small 
rocks or twigs within a receptacle 
and shake them until a stone or 
stick would fall our. The person 
whose name was upon the first 
stone or stick would be "the win-
ner" or, to use a biblical phrase, 
"the allotted one." 

Lot casting was used as a fair 
way to decide between two (or 
more) people or parties who had 
equal claim to a property or posi-
tion. I each instance, the idea was 
to rely on God's providence to 
help in the choice. However, it 
must be understood that the lot 
casting followed a decision based 
upon a pre-set qualifications. In 
the division of tribal inheritance, 
the amount of land was decided 
based on the number of people 
within the tribes (Numbers 26:52-
56). In the selection of an apostle 
to take the place of Judas two men 
were put forward who equally met 
the qualifications set down (Acts 
1:15-26). In the case of the choice 
between Matthias and Joseph-
Justus, this was a special one time 
event. 

There is a New Testament pre-
cedent for having congregational 
input into the selection of its of-
ficers (Acts 6;1-6). However,  

church officers should tiothe cho-
sen like we tend to do our political 
office-holders based on either 
popularity or the programs we 
favor. They should be chosen from 
among our members who fulfill 
the qualifications of the position. 
In the case of elders (also known 
as "presbyters", "bishops" or"pas-
tors"), they should meet the quali-
fications found in Titus 1:5-9; 1 
Timothy 3:1-7; and 1 Peter 5:1-3. 

One selection method which I 
prefer (and which we practice at 
our congregation) is for our 
present leadership to put forward 
those people who meet the quali-
fications for the office. Then the 
leaders ask the congregation to 
give any scriptural  qualifications  

that these proposed officers di 
not meet. Any objections arc in 
vcstigated. If they are unwarrantel 
then the men are selected for thi 
office. I think this is a wise and 
biblical method of selection.

State.  Comptroller John Sharp 
says the Texas Legislature will 
have $36.4 billion in major fund 
revenues available for the coming 
two year budget period, repre-
senting an increase of $1.8 bil-
lion, or 5.2%, over 1992-93. 

Sharp said sales taxes, the ma-
jos revenue source for Texas, will 
generate $18.9 billion; other taxes 
like motor vehicle sales and cor-
porate franchise taxes will raise 
$12.4 billion, and the remaining 
reyenue, derived from interest 
earnings, the Texas Lottery and 
fees, will contribute another $4.5 
billion. 

In addition, Sharp predicted 
there will be $29.5 billion col- 	- CLIP AND MAIL 	  

lected from sources such as fed-
eral funds, fees and other dedi-
cated revenues, bringing the over-
all available nondedicated and 
dedicated revenues to $65.3 bil-
lion, a 3% increase over the cur-
rent level. 

The Comptroller pointed out 
that his forecast of a 5% increase 
in available revenue for the state 
is more than many households or 
businesses have seen in recent 
years. The estimate reflects his 
prediction that the economic out-
look for the state is improving. 
However, he cautioned that much 
of the outlook for Texas is based 
on an assumption that the U.S. 
economy will start to shake itself
