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Fire Safety Stressed During

Water Quality In The
Seymour Aquifer Project

The Seymour Aquifer Water
Quality Project is a collective ef-
fort of Texas Agricultural Exten-
~sion Service, Soil Conservation
Service, Agricultural Stabilization
and Conservation Service, and
Texas State Soil and Water Con-
“servation Board.
The goal of the Seymour Aqui-
fer Project is to help producers
with water quality practices that
. lessen the possibility of nutrient or
' pesticide leaching into the ground-
water. The project area covers the
northwest part of Haskell County
and the southem part of Knox
County. j

During the past year, water
quality work was supportcd by
producers in the project area
through soil testing, irrigation
scheduling, water testing, pesti-
cide management, irrigation effi-
ciency testing, and fertilizer dem-
onstrations.

Two free soil testing programs
...+ were offered in the project area in
" 1993. Four hundred fifty-two soil
samples were submitted during
these sampling periods.

[rrigation scheduling work per-

- formed in the area during 1993
included installing gypsum blocks
and tensiometers on 60 fields. The
gypsum blocks and tensiometers
provide producers with informa-

tion on the amount of moisture in
the soil at 1, 2, and 3 feet.

Waler tests for nitrates werc
carried out on 285 samples during
1993. Drinking water too high in
nitrates is a health hazard and ni-
trates in irrigation water can be
credited for fertilizer use.

Budworm moth, bollworm
moth, and boll weevil traps were
established in the area during
1993. By knowing the activity
and numbers of the pests, produc-
ers can emphasize ficld scouting.

Irrigation cfficiency lests were
carricd out on 15 center pivot
systems this year. Application
efficiencies averaged 80 percent
onthe conventional pivot systems.
Three Low Energy Precision
Application (LEPA) center pivot
irmgations systems were checked.
The LEPA systems had applica-
tion efficicncics averaging 98
percent.

Four fertilizer demonstrations
were conducted in the project this
year. Soil sampling, differing fer-
tility rates, and yields were evalu-
ated in thesc tests.

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National Fire Prevention Month

The winds of winter carry one
of the deadliest seasons for home
fires. Woodstoves, fireplaces and
altenative heaters are often nec-
essary to fight the cold, but if not
used properly they can become
fire hazards. The increase of fires
during the winter months is par-
ticularly ominous for the state of
Texas, which ranks among the
nation's top states in fire deaths.

The need for fire safety infor-
mation is critical. Fire kills close
to 5,500 peopleinthe United States
cvery year -- more than all other
natural disasters combined. Octo-
berhas beendeemed National Fire
Prevention Month. The United
States Fire Administration
(USFA) has issucd the following
rccommendations to reduce the
number of fire rclated deaths this
winter.

ALTERNATIVE HEATERS

*Use spacc heaters in well-ven-
tilaled rooms.

*Place heaters where they will
not be knocked over casily and
away [rom curtains, fumiture and
other items that bum.

*Plug heaters directly into wall
sockels, not into extension cords.

*Unplug heaters when they are
not being used.
WOODSTOVES AND
FIREPLACES

*Usc scasoncd wood and pro-
tective screens at all Limes.

*Clean intcriors, hearths and
chimneys ycarly.

SLEEP SAFETY PRACTICES

*Never smoke in bed.

*Usc only clectric blankets ap-
proved by testing labs.

*Don't run cords under beds or
trap against walls.

SAFE COOKING
PRACTICES

*Don't leave the stove unat-
tended while cooking.

*Keep clothing, curtains and
other fabrics away from the stove.

*Make sure the stove is off and

all small appliances are unplugged
before going to bed.

USFA also aims to reverse a
trend toward a complacent atti-
tude about smoke detectors.
"Nearly 86 percent of homes in
the United States have smoke
detectors -- the problem is with
people maintaining them," said

METER TAMPERING NOW A FELONY

The State of Texas has recently adopted an amendment to the State Penal Code making mctcm
tampering a third degree felony. A third degree felony comes with a punishment ol‘conf"nemcnt;
in the Texas Department ol Corrections for a term of not more than 10 or less than 2 years. ln_-
addition to imprisonment, an individual adjudged guilty of a third degree felony may be punished;s
by a fine not to exceed $5,000. ::

Before the amendment of the new law, it was a class A mlsdcmcanor formetertampering unlcssﬁ #
the loss of service was more than $200. Under the new law, any meter tampering regardless oflhc"
amount of loss is now a felony of the third degree.

Melter tampering consists of, but is not limited to:

(1) Diverting clectricity from passing through a meter device

(2) Preventing electric service from being correctly registered by a meter device

(3) Unauthorized activation of electric service.

As a special note to our members, it will also be considered meter tampering if a meter is rcsct-\
and electrical service is restored by anyone other than a Cooperative employee. ;‘.

All Cooperative meters are sealed. This seal should not be cut or broken without specialZ
authorization. In cases where the seal must be cut for emergencies, the Coopcralwc ﬂhould be3

notified as soon as possible sothat‘the meter can-be resealed. <~ :
