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Health checks for all gulf vets 
urged by The American Legion

In the wake of reports that 
98,000 U.S. troops may have been 
exposed to chemical weapons af-
ter the Gulf War, the leader of the 
nation's largest veterans group has 
Utged all Gulf War veterans to sign 
Up for free VA physical examina-
tions. 

•A "Veterans concerned about 
health problems that may have 
been caused by their military ser-
vice in the Gulf owe it to them-
selves, their families and other  

veterans to take the exams," said 
Joseph J. Frank, the national com-
mander of the American Legion. 

The Legion commander pointed 
out that the latest news from the 
Pentagon dealt with a single event 
and only one caused from a long 
list of medical suspects. 

"The most recent report doesn't 
explain why a single Gulf War  

veteran is ill. Nor does it provide 
information that will help doctors 
to treat that veteran," Frank said. 
"We're at the beginning of a long 
road that will lead toward answers. 
The latest announcement doesn't 
place us any closer to the end."

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Why America needs more small towns 
by Cynthia White 

I have finally figured out just 
exactly what has caused the de-
cline in American ethics and mor-
als. I believe it can be attributed 
to the absence of old-fashioned 
family values and to the fact that 
most Americans do not live in 
small towns. 

There is a sense of pride in small 
towns that larger communities 
can't brag about possessing. Can 
you imagine what would happen 
in a town the size of Dallas if, for 
instance, their band won the state 
competition and the fire depart-
ment decided to parade the return-
ing bus loads of musicians through 
downtown. Not only would traf-
fic be tied up for hours but people 
in their homes who didn't under-
itand what was going on would 
fear for their lives. The sounds of 
the continuing sirens would lead 
them to believe that a national di-
aster was taking place. Hundreds 

would spend the day, or even 
longer, locked inside their homes. 

With the passage of House Bill 
2825 this past legislative session, 
the Texas Department of Transpor-,. 

/anon (TxDOT) will get some 
:much welcomed help in maintain- 
ing state roadways from an un-
likely partner - the criminal jus-
tice system. 

In its monthly meeting today, the 
Texas Transportation Commission 
authorized TxDOT to develop a 
program to work with criminal jus-
tice agencies. Under legislation by 
Representative Allen Place, D-
Gatesville, the Texas Transporta-
tion Commission can contract with 
criminal justice agencies, includ-
ing community supervision and 
Corrections departments and 
county sheriff's departments with 
a county farm, workhouse or cor-
rectional entry program for inmate 
and probationer labor. 

The legislation allows TxDOT 
to use inmates and probationers to 
assist in highway improvement 
projects. Anticipated projects in-
clude activities such as cleaning 
debris under bridges, trimming 
trees and brush, painting, remov-
ing graffiti and picking up litter 
from rights-of-way. 

TxDOT already has a similar 
agreement with the Texas Depart-
ment of Criminal Justice (TDCJ). 
In fiscal 1997, TDCJ inmates par-
ticipated in more than 300 road-
way improvement projects around 
the state, logging in more than 
130,000 hours. 

"We are grateful to Representa- 

tive Place for help in maintaining 
the state's massive roadway sys-
tem," said David Laney, Texas 
Transportation Commissioner. 
"This legislation allows us to 
broaden our relationships with the 
criminal justice system, and with 
our growing responsibilities, 
Tx DOT looks forward to working 
with other agencies for the benefit 
of Texas." 

Terry Keener, Director of Opera-
tions for TxDOT's Childress Dis-
trict says, "new policies and pro-
cedures to implement this new 
program are forth coming. How-
ever, I anticipate that it will be 
similar to the current policy and 
procedures used with TDCJ in-
mates. With the TDCJ program the 
inmates have provided services 
like brush and tree trimming on the 
right-of-ways, cleaning under 
bridges, cleaning weeds, etc., on 
U.S. 83/railroad underpass, they 
have provided manpower to 
bundle used signs for shipping 
back for refurbishing, and many 
other labor intensive tasks. We are 
looking forward to working with 
the criminal justice agencies". 

According to Keener, "the use 
of inmate labor for these type of 
tasks has allowed TxDOT forces 
to concentrate more effort on road-
way repair and reconstruction ac-
tivities". 

In the coming months, TxDOT 
will develop policies and proce-
dures to implement this new pro-
gram.

Noise from jets landing and tak-
ing off is non-existence where we 
live but the hum of crickets in the 
summertime can be deafening. 

Small town kids can still ride 
their bikes to the grocery store and 
pick up Momma some sugar.

TxDOT to 
begin work 
on 1608 

The Texas Department of Trans-
portation conducted a pre-con-
struction meeting on November 
14, 1997, at TxDOT's South Area 
Office in Munday, to discuss plans 
to rehabilitate the existing road-
way on FM 1608. In attendance 
were Tx DOT officials, contractor 
and Johnny Birkenfield, Knox 
County Commissioner. 

According to D.J. Peters, 
Lipham construction Company, 
the $666,147.23 the project is to 
begin next week with barricades 
being set. With weather permit-
ting, the project should take 75 
days to complete, with an esti-
mated completion date of May, 
1998. 

Traffic will be diverted to one 
lane during the daylight hours and 
opened to two lanes to traffic dur-
ing nighttime hours. Gary Mizer 
stressed that "ensuring the safety 
of the workers on the job and the 
traveling public were our prime 
concerns in the completion of this 
project."
