Educational Meeting Informs
Public Of New Teaching Methods

The Munday Chapter of
the Association of W's
(Women Who Want to be
Women) sponsored a pro-
gram April 25 which was
designed to enlighten par-
ents and educators about
alarming trends creeping
into public school education
today. The program was
entitled “Humanistic Philos-
ophy Creeping Into Public
Schools.” _

The audience listened to
Mrs. Anna Kennedy of

Coleman, a former teacher
and concerned parent, Mrs.
R. C. Bearden of San
Angelo, textbook chairman
for the Daughters of the
American Revolution, and
Mr. James Binion of Abi-
lene, former teacher and a
member of the State Board
of Education.

Mrs. Bearden, who is
responsible for critiquing
hundreds of books up for
adoption as textbooks for
Texas public schools, ex

plained the process by which
books are accepted or denied
by the SBE.

She shared her concern
about what education is
producing today and is
alarmed at trends which
seem to be redesigning
education. She fecls these
trends are subtle (and some
not so subtle) enough that
they are being utilized with-
out teachers, administra-
tors, or parents understand-

ing their implications or
ramifications.

Mrs. Bearden said that it
was once assumed that the
responsibility of schools was
to foster the intellectual
development of the child by
providing essential basic
skills. She feels the trends in
education today are to use
the child as a means by
which society can be chang-
ed.

Mrs. Melton (Anna) Ken-
nedy, shared her personal
observations after attending
arecent “Drug Abuse Work-
shop” for teachers, financed
with State tax money.

Mrs. Kennedy expressed
her shock at the short
amount of time spent in
discussing actual informa-
tion on drug abuse pro-
grams. Instead, a majority
of the time was spent
showing teachers how to
implement the Humanistic
philosophy to “modify” the
children’s attitudes, values,
and beliefs at all grade
levels. She felt after a 4 day
workshop, teachers were
being invited to go back to
their classrooms and play
the role of a psychiatrist or
psychologist on normal
healthy, well adjusted
American children who have
never been diagnosed as in
need of psychological help.
She felt this way because,
the techniques which were
taught in the workshop were
designed and utilized origin-
ally in mental clinics and

~ hospitals.

being played to win the
minds of the younger
generation. “Values educa-
tion" and “morals education”
are fine sounding terms, but
to the vast majority of
Americans, values and
morals mean the Judeo-
Christian morals, values and
standards given to us by
God through His World.

Two years ago some so
called authorities wanted to
change from textbooks to
pamphlets, print outs, etc.
The SBE voted no. Last year
the SBE voted to allow
teaching resources, which
included these type mater-
ials in addition to textbooks.

He stated that all these
teaching resources are not
being critiqued by review-
ers. This allows paperbacks,
pamphlets and films, etec.,

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Stephenville And San Antonio Host
Public Meetings On Conservation

Public meetings will be
held at Stephenville and San
Antonio to let interested
persons give their views on
present soil and water
conservation programs and
to propose needed changes
or additions to present
approaches.

The Stephenville meeting
will be held May 16 in the
Humanities and Business
Building on the campus of
Tarleton State University.
The San Antonio meeting
will be in the Fiesta Room of
the Convention Center on
May 18. Both meetings will
start at 9:00 a.m. with
registration starting at 8:30
a.m.

George C. Marks, state
conservationist for the
USDA Soil Conservation
Service and Carl Spencer,
executive director of the
Texas State Soil and Water
Conservation Board will
co-chair the meetings.

“The meetings are being
held as a result of the
Resources Conservation Act
of 1977, which was signed
into law by President Carter
last November,” Marks said.
“The Act recognizes the
need for public participation
to insure that conservation
programs are effective and
responsive to public needs.”

“Soil and water conserva-
tion programs - from their
beginning have sought
public participation, and the
RCA Act further insures
that conservation programs
will continue to be respon-

sive to public needs,”
Spencer said. The Act
re-affirms the need for

public leadership and we
hope to receive public input
so that a meaningful apprais-
al of grass roots conserva-
tion programs will provide
the means for their improve-
ment.

“However, the right to
private ownership and man-
agement of land is one of the
most cherished privileges of

American citizenship,”
Spencer stressed. “As the
general public becomes
more involved with the
growing shortage of soil and
water resources we see
more proposals in legislative
form concerning what land-
owners ought to do in the
way of erosion control, flood
prevention, protection of
wildlife habitat and provid-
Ing public access to private
property.

“Any approach to soil and
water conservation prob-
lems or issues must first
consider that a high percen-
tage of farm and ranch land
is privately owned and that
the interests and the welfare
of the owners must be
served. Programs must be
acceptable to them.

“Laws pertaining to the
organization and functioning
of soil and water conserva-
tion districts provide that
their programs and plans of
work be developed by local
interests and be a voluntary
program. No program is
more acceptable to a land-
owner than a voluntary type
and one in which he had a
part in developing,” Spencer
said.

Individuals or groups with
an interest in conservation
should attend one of the
statewide meetings or a
meeting in a local soil and
water conservation district.
Interested persons are being
encouraged to bring written
or oral statements reflecting
the direction they think
conservation programs
should take in the future.
Such statements will be
accepted, made a part of the
record and considered fully.

The date for the Resourc-
es Conservation Act meet-
ing in Knox County has not
been set, Arche Lieb,
district conservationist for
SCS, said.

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Views On Pari-Mufuel Gambling Presented By Texas Baptist News

Backers of legalized pari-
mutuel gambling in Texas
claim that legal gambling
will drive away its illegal
counterpart and organized
crime.

Parroting a claim made in
many states which have
fought the legal vs. illegal
gambling problem, they vow
that legalization of pari-
mutuels, which Texans will
accept or reject in the May 6
referendum will ease the
burden of law enforcement
officials.

Despite the debate about
the pros and cons of what
legalized gambling will do,
what does the record show
in states which have already
legalized some type of
gambling?

“I've got just one response
to that question,” declares
Phil Strickland, Dallas, an
attorney with the Texas
Baptist Christian Life Com-
mission who has researched
the subject. “As one observ-
er put it, and I agree: to
claim--as does gambling’s big
lie-that flowing dollars will
fend off organized crime is

like saying that a bleeding
swimmer will repel sharks
or that wounded prey
repulses vultures.”

The record in state after
state which has legalized
some form of gambling
shows a documented history
of increase in illegal activi-
ties following legalization of
gambling, ranging from
bingo to casinos, pari-mu-
tuels and lotteries.

The Massachusetts Crime
Commission, for example,
has reported that book-
making did not even exist as
a crime problem worthy of
mention until pari-mutuels
were legalized. “There is
considerable evidence to
indicate that legalization of
pari-mutuel gambling rep-
presented a greater boon to
the mob than prohibition,”
the commission said. “Bet-
ting at the tracks fostered
betting off the tracks and
gambling mushroomed
quickly into a multi-billion
dollar business...”

Even Joseph Valachi, a
defector from La Cosa
Nostra and its annual take
estimated from $7 billion to
$560 billion a year, said,
“organized crime can live on
its gambling and loan
sharking, if it has to give up
prostitution and narcotics.”

Wherever legalized gam-
bling, which has been called

a “kindergarten” for neo-
phyte gamblers, flourishes,

illegal gambling “finishing
schools" increase dramati-
cally-offering juicier “ac-
tion,” more exciting odds,
high paybacks, no income
tax, and “easy credit” from
loan sharks.

A privately circulated
white paper by the New
York Police Department,
according to a “New York
Times" report, concluded
that off-track betting (OTB)
led to a 62 percent increase
in illegal betting and
brought more mob-connect-
ed figures into bookmaking.

“"A climate has been
created to gamble,” Chief
Paul F. Delise of the Public
Morals Division of the
NYPD's organized crime
control bureau, told the
Times. “Because it is now
possible to bet on the horses,
thousands of people who
never in the world would
have thought of betting on
football or basketball or
baseball are now betting
with the Bookies.”

“The whole history of
gambling shows it is impos-
sible to regulate and keep
honest,” says Hank Messick,
wno spent two yea:s
studying organized crime
under a Ford Foundation
Grant and has written 15
books on the Mafia.

“The very nature of
gambling attracts gang-
sters: a cash business, with
odds favoring the house and
money easily manipulated,”
Messick told the “Christian
Science Monitor.”

corruption. In the legal
sector, the stakes are some-
what different--track licens-
es, extra racing days, state
tax favors, authority to hold
bingo games--but the public
record raises serious ques-
tions about the ability of the
political system to police the
gambling industry. “Human
frailties being what they
are,” a special New York
Investigating Commission
wrote in 1962, “it is difficult
to predict whether the area
of legalized gambling will
ever be successfully admin-
istered and controlled.”

“People should not be
embarrassed about opposi-
tion to legalized gambling,”
declares Strickland. “It's not
a narrow-based moralism to
oppose gambling but a
responsible opposition to
bad social and public policy

Persons Possibly Eligible For
Food Stamp Benefits Should
Contact Local Office

Persons who received
notice of a possible eligibility
for back benefits under the
Food Stamp Program should
first contact their local food
stamp office, according to
the U. S. Department of
Agriculture.

The Texas Department of
Human Resources recently
sent notices to welfare
households of their possible
eligibility for back benefits.
However, these benefits are
limited to just a few people
with very low incomes
whose food stamp applica-
tions were delayed or denied
- or who contacted food
stamp offices but did not
apply because they thought
the 1974 verification proce-
dures would cause delays or
other problems.

“We are concerned be-
cause quite a number of
people have made special
trips to our regional office to
see if they qualify,” said W.
F. Warren, regional adminis-
trator for USDA's Food and
Nutrition Service, Dallas,
Texas. “In many cases this
has caused an unnecessary
hardship, since determining
whether or not people
qualify for back benefits
must be done at the local
Department of Human Re-
