Collection Of
Garbage Starts
Here Friday

Following closely on the heels
of our clean-up drive, Lynn Hay,
who has been employed to be in
chargc of garbage disposal in Mun-
day, started his daily rounds of
the business section Friday. He
will make daily pickups in the
business district, and weekly pick-
ups in the residential section.

Business houses are requested to
stop the practice of burning trash
in town, but have this trash in
containers so it can be picked up
each morning. The proper time to
place trash out is early each morn-
ing; do no let it stay overnight
in the alleys.

Here are some pointers given
by the sanitation committee re-
garding disposal of garbage:

Put wet garbage in containers,,
with lids. No broken glass or cof-
fee grounds, please. Help Mr. Hay
by separating garbage that can
be used for feeding hogs; waste
table scraps only, no slop or water.

Dry garbage should go in seper-
ate container—inside alley dfence
—handy, so container can be read-
ily picked up and dumped.

If trash isn’t put out properly,
it won’t be picked up. Tree limbs
must be cut into 4-feet lengths.

The town will be checked at in-
tervals to see how the citizens are
cooperating to keep the town clean.

The committee did its best to
get all trash during the clean-up
drive.

Huge Outlays
Planned In Knox
For Repairing

A n estimated $153,000 will be
spent in, repairing and moderniz-
ing non-farm homes in Knox coun-
ty during 1948, according to a re-
port just released by the Tile
Council of America.

That sum will be expended larg-
ely on painting, carpentry work,
roofing repairs and plumbing, the
report disclosed. *“Greater availab-
ility of. building materials awill
make possible a record amount of
home improvement throughout ‘the
nation this' year,” dectared Malco-
Im Schweiker, chairman of the co-
uncil’s residential construction
committee,

About 30 of every 100 homes in
Texas will be painted, either inside
or out, during 1948 and 17 will
have yoofs repaired or replaced,
according to the report. Seven
will have plumbing overhauled,
bathrooms tiled or showers in-
stalled and six will have carpentry
work done, the report revealed.

“To meet demands for materials
for both new hpmes and home re-
pairs, production has been stepped
up in practically every type of
material,’” said Mr. Schweiker. The
output of ceramic tile for bath-
rooms and kitchens, for instance,
is now at the highest rate in his-
tory, government reports show.

Much as our clean-up campaign during last
week did to lessen the health hazards in our town
and to make it a cleaner, more pleasant place in|
which to live, all of our hazards are not yet re-
moved.

Munday experienced a very thorough clean-up
during this campaign—one of the most thorough 1in
many, many years. Many hazards and unsightly
places disappeared, but we must do more than this
to keep down flies and mosquitoes.

The eutire citizenship of the town, and especial-
Jy the committees, captains and others who took
the lead in this clean-up drive, are to be congratu-
lated upon this civic enterprise. And with a man
employed to haul away garbage and trash and cans,
and with the burning of trash prohibited within the
business district,’the town can be kept clean with a
little effort.

The fog machine, which was placed in opera-
tion Friday, will eleminate our present bumper crop
of flies and mosquitoes—but more must be done.

“No amount of fog will control the fly and
mosquito problem in a town full of water without
oil, and where there’s open garbage, open privies,
hog pens and cow lots.” These are the words of
our city health officer. We must get rid of the
breeding places; put oil on,open and stagnant water
puddles, improve our outdoor privies if we can’t do
away with them entirely; eliminate many pig pens |
and cow lots in the town, where flies, mosquitoes|
and other insects breed. Oil should be applied to|
open water puddles at least once a week.

Everything points to a cleaner, nicer and heal-|
thier place to live here at Munday. With properi
diligence and the type of cooperation we received |
during the clean-up drive, our town will continue|
to be clean. Let’s all do our part. \

And never leave a camp
fire until it has been thoroughly smothered with
water and damp earth.

In short, don’t take a chance. Then you’ll have
a happy, healthful vacation—and so will everyone
else.

WHAT PRICE HEALTH

In all probability, no action will be taken on
compulsory health insurance by this Congress. And
the reasons for that are plain.

First of all, the polls show that the American
people are strongly against schemes which would
make the doctor subservient to the politician—and,
incidentally, cost the workers and employers of the
country another $4,000,000,000-plus a year.

Secondly, the factual testimony in opposition
to the plan has been extramely impressive. It has |
been shown that the American health standards are
far better than those prevaling in most other coun-
tries, even overlooking the effects of the war.

Third, it has also been shown that the argu-|
ments offered in behalf of compulsory health in-
surance are full of fallacies and misinterpretations.
Good medical care—for those who want it—is far
more abundant, far more easily obtainable, than
these arguments ever admit.

Fourth, the growth of voluntary prepayment
plans, which give workers and their families medi-
cal care and hospitaiization at a low cost, has been
nothing short of amazing. The largest of these plans
has something like 30,000,000 members. Thus, for
a great percentage of our people the problem of
paying for care has been solved.

Last, and most important, the experience in‘

| other countries is that political domination of med-

icine is nearly as bad as complete socialization. In
both cases, the quality of service nose-dives. Then |
the people really have a health problem. |

In
fact, it is 2 nasty word, the way
most people use it. And this is
a pity. Actually, the word hasin
it a great measure of progress
and once meant the results of
that which was “proficient,” or
usefully productive. But folks to-
day have twisted their ideas on
profit around so that the word
indicates to them the ability of
business to take advantage of
somebody, especially the worker,

* Qur economic processes are in-

teresting and exciting whén you
understand them. Without -prop-
erly understanding the ways of
money, trade, and commerce, an
unthinking person can become a
dipe for every ISM that Dr, Uto-
pia has to offer. It is amazing
to me that I find young people
and a few old ones, too, 50 taken
in by glamorous ideas that have
no basis in fact. Some of these
folks dream that profit is loot
They look at profit as lacking in
morals ané as the worst kind of
sin.

THE THING that is
directly responsible for
human progress and
human welfare is work, Work is
human energy. Without work,
and without the pay that people
get for their human energy,
progress would be at a stand-
still. But there is sorsething else.
The tools, the factories, the land,
the buildings—all the things men
use in drawirg upon their human
energy—these things are simply
human energy stored up for use.

Progress

Payrolls and profits: these two
items are vital to the 4well-run
business enterprise. Nearly.
everybody understands already
how important payrolls are to
the welfare of our economic com-
munity. But not nearly so many
people understand that profits

P
also are necessary. In fact, it
would be impossible to have g'ood
wages without correspondmg
high profits. Then, a wor
whose company makes a profit is
well-blessed indeed.

How To WHY is that so? Only
Prosper a business that makes

healthy profits can of-
fer steady, good-paying jobs to
the community. Only a company
that makes sufficient profit can
buy modern tools and replace
worn-out ones. What worker does
not like to operate good ma-
chinery? Only a business that
makes good profits can afford to
plan and to expand its facilities.
In other words, all workers who
think right about it would want
an employer to make good
profits.

Many workers think that
wages are paid out of profits,
This 1s not so. Money for the
work comes right out of sales and
goes directly to payrolls, just as
money for profit comes out of
sales and goes for the use of
tools. When profit is high, the
chances are that wages also will
be good. This is nearly always
true unless taxes come in and
take too large a chunk, or unless
the company is so much in debt
that profits cannot be used for
new tools.

If I were an employee of a
company or working in an indus-
try, I would be very much con-
cerned that my employer makes
& profit. I would do all I could
do to make a profit for him,
Knowing that my chances of hav-
ing a good job and of growing
with the company would depend
upon the success of the whole en-
terprise, I would work hard to
keep my employer “out of the
red.”” Then I would know that
my efforts really are bulldmg a
greater America.

Insured Mortgage
Program Will Aid
Credit To Farmers

Recent Congressional changes in
the insured mortgage program of
the Farmers Home Administration
will broaden opportunities of far-
mers to obtain real estate credit,
L. J. Cappleman, State Director of
the Farmers Home Administration
of Dallas, announced today.

An assured’ market for insured
mortgages and an increase of one-
half of one [percent rate are pro-
vided in amendments to the Bank-
head-Jones Farm Tenant Act, ap-
fproved June 19, to encourage
greater participation of private
capital in the farm ownership
program. -~
Lenders who extend credit to eli-
gible farmers for the purchase, en-
largment or development of farms
under the insured farm mortgage
program may assign the mortg-
age to the Government and receive
payment in full at the end of a
specified period established by the
Government. The loans will carry

an interest rate of 38 per cent and
a 1 percent insured mortgage
charge.

The credit is extended only to
farmers who cannot obtain ade-

quate financing from private or
cooperative sources. Repayment of
the loans is fully guaranteed by
the Government. The loans are
limited to 90 percent of the bor-

rowers total investment in the
farm and are repayable over a 40
year period.

Since the first insured .loan was
made last October, 333 loans av-
eraging approximately $7,000 have
been closed or approved. In addi-
tion, 9,200 applicants for insured
loans have been approved and
their applications are being held
pending the location of suitable
farms or lenders willing to finan-
ce the loans with Government in-
surance. Up to $100,000,000 worth

of loans may be insured in any
one year.

Principal activity has been in
eight states. Minnesota has closed
or approved 31 loans, Kansas 30,
Wisconsin and Michigan 27 loans
each, Missouri 24, Alabama 23,

- VETS MENTAL CARE SYSTEM

Six thousand war veterans

every month, but the vast majority of them could be spared
'&ere it not for Federal penny-pinching.

While the government squanders millions of dollars
teaching veterans how to tend bar or how to dance, a wave
of false economy has hit the mental hospitals for veterans,
causing a serious curtailment of services, according to an

that ordeal

article by Albert Q. Maisel,
politan magazine.

More than 475,000 veterans of World War Two have al-
ready been adjudged mentally disabled by strict Veterans’
Administration Disability Rating Bpards, Maisel points out,

declaring:

“Of all this great swarm of
. mentally troubled veterans, the
vast majority could be saved from
mental disease by modern treat-
ment,

“The Veterans’ Administration
has proved this. Its outpatient
clinics have cleared up thousands
of cases, long before they reached
that stage of acute mental deteri-
oration requiring hospital treat-
ment. The best hospitals in the
veterans’ mental-hospital system
have been helping thousands of
other—more severe—mental cases,
discharging these young men back
to society in a few months in-
stead of after many years, be-
cause they have given them in-
tensive psychiatric and medical
treatment instead of mere custo-
dial care.”

Statistics showed that after
early treatment in clinics was
tested, by the spring of 1947 they
were saving approximately 3,600
veterans a month from mental
hospitals.

“The cost to the government
would have been nearly $2,000
per man. Thus the mental clinics
of the Veterans’ Administration
have been saving the Treasury
nearly $40,000,000 a year,” the
article declares.

Officials know that at least
175,000 veterans, whose mental
difficulties stem directly from
their military service and who
draw compensation for neuro-
psychiatric disabilities, are in
need of clinic aid, according to
the article, which states:

“Doctors ean predict on the rec-
ord of the past, that at least
43,000 of these men uncared for
in the early stages of their mental
disorders, will, sooner or later,
require prolonged and far more
expensive hospital treatment.”

Instead of increasing the num-
ber of doctors, nurses, attendants
and others who care for the men-
tally-ill veterans, the personnel
of our mental hospitals has been
sharply curtailed in the last few
months Maisel declares.

“Many of the best physicians
have already left the veterans’
mental hospital service,” he states.
“Hundreds of employees have
been laid off because of an alleged
‘lack of funds.” Essential services
have been cut and cut again.”

Such “economy” is the sheerest
kind of nonsense, according to
Maisel, who points out that the
future cost of this “economy”
will be terrific.

“All this may seem to save a
few millions now,” Maisel asserts,
“but like the phoney economies
that followed the first World War
—the false savings that wrecked
our veterans’ hospital system
once before—these discharges and /
cutbacks will cost America infi-
nitely more both in money and
in wrecked lives than they will
ever save.

“Men who could, with prompt
and proper treatment, be quickly
discharged from these hospitals,
begin to linger in them and to de-
teriorate, solely because reduced
staffs cannot adequately protect
them from themselves and from
one another, cannot provide that
full measure of service and treat-
ment which would carry them
over the hump to a complete cure
and rapid discharge.

“We can save most of these
men—your neighbors and mine.
But we will not be able to save
them if we allow our veterans’
mental hospitals to starve for
funds and physicians—as they
are now beginning to deteriorate
and starve.”
