Bridges. 

Perry Bridges was on vacation 
from his work in Nebraska, and 
the group was coming here for 
the reunion. Members of the 
two families were killed when 
their car struck a bridge abut-
ment near Broadwater, Nebras-

Many more will 
be mutilated. Some will be crippled for life.

From Washington -on-the-
Brazos, President Sam Houston 
wrote to Land Commissioner 
Ward, directing him to remove 
the archives—the records of the 
Land Office, stating: 

"They are certainly in a very 
precarious and unsafe situation. 
What the Mexicans or Indians 
might not do, I am led to be-
lieve from various threats that 
have reached my ears might be 
accomplished by the irresponsi-
ble, unprincipled and lawless 
among our citizens. I am told 
that their destruction by fire 
has been frequently denounced 
by some of those opposed to 
their removal. Such an event 
would produce not only incalcu-
able but irreparable injury to 
the people of Texas which must 
not, if possible, be permitted." 

As President Houston's let-
ter indicated, Autin citizens al- 
ready had heard of the contem- 
plated removal and they felt 
that, once the records were tak- 
en away, they might never be 
returned and that some other 
city would become the capital 
of Texas. 

Land Commissioner Ward 
turned the boxes containing the 
Land Office records over to the 
officials whom Houston sent. 
But that was by no means the 
end of the mater for Ward re-
ported: 

"Much excitement prevailed 
here; a howitzer loaded with

1 1 ER—City fath-
ers in three Texas cities, by ar-
tifically adding fluoride salts to 
their municipal water supplies. 
are making the dream of fewer 
tooth cavities come true. 

Corpus Christi and Marshall 
have fluoridation systems work-
ing now. Austin has in the in-
stallation process. 

If things go according to plan, 
children in these towns will be 
spared easily half the visits they 
now have to make to their fam-
ily dentist, because they'll have 
fewer cavities. 

State Health Officer Geo. W. 
Cox describes the fluoridation 
process as a "tremendous step 
forward in the fight against 
dental diseases. It's simple and 
inexpensive, as well as effec-
tive." 

"It won't be a cure-all," cau-
tions Dr. Edward Taylor, direc-
tor of dental health at the State 
Health Department. "It won't 
give children complete protec-
tion against tooth decay, but it 
will reduce decay from 23 to 47 
percent." 

He said that range of reduc-
tion percentage has been estab-
lished in departmental experi-
ments with artificial fluorida-
tion in Marshall. 

The addition of the chemical 
to drinking water in the ratio of 
1 to 1.5 parts per million parts 
of water now has been recom-
mended as a decay control 
measure by the United Public 
Health Service, the American 
Water Works Associatiin, and 
the Association of State and 
Territorial Dental Health Direc-
tors. 

Recommendations are subject 
to approval of state and local 
health departments, which has 
been granted in the case of
