We refer to the preventable tragedy of acci-
dents.

That is an objective which has our wholeheart-
ed support, not only because it is better to have 
a joyous Yuletide, but also because we cannot 
afford to waste the resources of manpower and 
material so necessary these days to our national 
strength. 

The waste is enormous—much more than most 
persons realize. The American Medical Associa-
tion has shown that accidents rob the nation of 
more working years than any disease, because 
accidents strike all age groups, not just those 
whose productive years are largely behind them.  

The traffic accident problem this year is ser- 
ious, with a death toll of 35.000 in nrospect That , 	• r 
Would be the largest number of automobile vie-
tims since the record year of 1941. 

Rigid enforcement of the laws by state, county 
and municipal police, plus individual determina-
tion to play it safe, can keep the Christmas spir-
it—and all of us—alive this year.

Safety Was Their No. 1 Crop 

At Winter weather has arrived in 
Texas. The last "blue norther" 
settled that question. The rapid 
changes that can be expected in 
the weather during the next few 
months can bet aken in stride and 
without disrupting the farm 
chores and operations if farm 
machinery is correctly winteriz- 

aisd, says W. L. Ulrich, extension 
agricultural engineer of Texas 
A. & M. College. 

The radiators on all motors 
that require liquid for cooling 
should be drained and filled with 
a good anti-freeze. A cracked 
block cylinder head or radiator 
on the tractor, car, truck or 
pick-up is not only an expensive 
way to find out how cold it is 
on the outside, but delays caus-
ed from having the equipment

actual repair job, says Ulrich. 

Before filling radiators with 
anti-freeze, Ulrich says they 
should be checked and if the 
hose is damaged, it should be 
replaced. Most of t h e anti-
freeze will leak through holes 
that do not show up when water 
is used. Use enough of the an-
ti-freeze to give the motor all of 
the protection it will need even 
in the coldest weather, says Ul-
rich. The radiator should be 
checked regularly to make sure 
the solution is all right. Check 
the strength of the solution so 
unusually cold weather will not 
catch you with a weak solution 
in the radiators of your machin-
es, says Ulrich. 

The thermostats should be 
checked in all engines to make 
sure they are working corrrect-
ly. .If the thermostat remains 
closed, the motor becomes hot 
while the liquid in the radiator 
remains cold, and no liquid 
cooled engine, says Ulrich, can 
perform properly unless it runs 
at the correct temperature. The 
radiator shutter should be used 
on the farm tractor when the 
weather is extremely cold, and 
should always be used when the 
engine is being warmed up out 
of doors. A word of warning 
comes from Ulrich regarding 
carbon monoxide gas. He says 
never start a motor in a tight 
buildings unless you have open-
ed a door or windows or have 
provided for ventilation. This 
gas can easily cause death.

differentials on farm machines 
should be drained, flushed and 
refilled with the correct weight 
lubricant. A lighter weight mot-
or oil should be used in the mot-
ors because the heavier oils and 
lubricants do not flow freely 
during the cold weather a n d 
bearings and gears may be 
damaged before the lubricants 
warm enough to flow freely. 

It is good, cheap insurance, 
says Ulrich, to winterize all 
farm equipment that may be 
damaged from cold weather. 
Weather reports may give the 
warning that a cold snap is on 
the way, but it is up to each in-
dividual to see that his equip-
ment is protected from the ele-
ments. 

Be careful. Obey state and 
local traffic rules.

Christmas time is always look-
ed forward to as a joyous seas-
on, but unless safety in consid-
ered in choosing Christmas toys, 
the surprises left by Santa may 
prove tragic. Mrs. Eloise T. 
Johnson, specialist in family life 
education with the A. & M. Col-
lege Extension Service, gives a 
few pointers for buyers of chil-
dren's toys. 

Remember the child's age, his 
interest, and stage of develop-
ment, Mrs. Johnson reminds, 
because children naturally are 
curious and constant supervis-
ion is not always possible. A two-
year-old in the hand-to-mouth 
age should have washable toys 
with no sharp points or edges 
and nothing flammable nor with 
poisonous paint should be in-
cluded. 

Stuffed animals, the specialist 
points out, sometime offer haz-
ards if they have glass eyes or 
buttons which may come off. 
She suggests rubber balls, plas-
tic bathtub toys, solid wood 
toys, or light weight hollow 
blocks. 

For children between the ages 
of six and eight, electrical toys 
are popular. Mrs. Johnson ad-
vises, however, that these should 
have the seal of approval from 
Underwriter Laboratories — a 
guarantee of proper construc-
tion against fire hazards and 
shock. 

A place to keep toys can be a 
safety measure. A box, cup-
board or open shelf is handier 
than drawers or a cabinet with 
doors which are hard to man-
age and .sometimes stick. "Play-
things are the tools which help 
children to learn," says Mrs. 
Johnson, "so it is an important 
job to select safe toys and teach 
safe habits in using them." •

Seal-Elan recruits and seaman 
apprentices who were members 
of the Naval Reserve prior to 
September 1, 1950, can now vol-
unteer for active duty in the 
Navy after they have received 
draft induction notices, Eighth 
Naval District headquarters an-
nounced. 

The Commandant of t h e 
Eighth Naval District said the 
new ruling will affect approxi-
mately 14,000 men in the district 
who are in the above category. 

Until now, he said, regulations 
had prevented men in the Naval 
Reserve's two lowest pay grades 
from volunteering for active 
duty unless they had at least 
six months' previous full time 
duty on their records. Under 
those regulations, a number of 
these men have been drafted for 
lack of required regular duty. 
The Navy cannot now take 
draftees. 

These reservists may now be 
placed on active duty on the Na-
val Reserve while they are being 
processed under selective ser-
vice, at any time prior to the ac-
tual selective service induction 
date, the Navy ruling stated.

Next year's fruit crop may de-
pend on the care you give your 
orchard during the next few 
weeks. High on the list of jobt 
that should be done now, says 
John E. Hutchinson, associate 
extension horticulturist of Tex-
as A. & M. College, is pruning. 
This job should be completed 
during this month, he says, be-
cause bad weather may make 
outside work impossible later in 
the winter. 

Each tree in the orchard 
should be checked for San Jose 
scale, he says. This ashy-gray 
scale, if it is present, can be 
found on the trunk and limbs of 
the tree. Limbs that are severe-
ly infested with the scale should 
be removed and burned. A 3 per-
cent oil emulsion spray, says 
Hutchinson, will control the in-
sect provided the tree is com-
pletely covered with the solu-
tion. 

AlI "dried-up" peaches wheth-
er on the trees or on the ground 
should be gathered up and des-
troyed. This mummified fruit 
contains the spores of brown rot 
and if they are not destroyed, 
will become a source of infesta-
tion for brown rot disease next 
spring. This sanitation prac-
tice will not eliminate the need 
for spraying, says Hutchinson, 
but will lessen the degree of 
brown rot infestation. 

In mose sections of the state. 
dry weather has not prevented 
the planting of a cover crop in 
the orchard, but Hutchinson 
strongly urges that orchard 
owners plant such a crop in sec-
tions where there is still time, 
if rain comes soon. He suggests 
that you get from your local 
county extension agent a copy 
of B-73, Orchard Management, 
and check it for other practices 
that should be carried out in the 
orchard at this time.

Of the white corn hybrids, 
Texas 11W continues to out-
yield at all locations, but gener.

yields as the best yellow hy-
brids. 

Average yields during 1950 
in tests over the State in bush-
els per acre of hybrids develop-
ed by the TAES, include: Texas 
28, 55.1; Texas 26, 53.9; Texas 
24, 51.5; Texas 20. 49.9; Texas 
18, 48.5; Texas 12, 47.9; Texas 8, 
47.3; Texas 11W, 50.3; and Tex-
as 9W, 46.2. 

Observe these simple precautions for 
greatest safety: Use cleaning compounds 
exactly as recommended by the manu-
facturer. Be absolutely sure that all mois-
ture is removed front cans after cleaning. 
Cans must be dry before covers are re- 
placed. 

Proper care of milk cans usually pays 
off in the form of larger milk checks. 
Other common-sense rules to observe in 
handling milk cans are these: 

1. Carry cans to desired location; do 
not drop, throw or roll them. 

2. Leave covers off empty cans when 
not in use. 

3. Avoid scratching the insides of cans 
with stirring rods. It is vitally important 
to remove rods after stirring. 

4. Do not allow sour contents to re-
main in cans for long periods. 

5. Keep cans moving. Avoid long pe-
riods of storage and idleness. 

6. Inspect cans regularly. If cans have 
been damaged so that their safety as san-
itary containers is questionable, replace 
them with new cans. 

Although Texas 26 and 28 are 
not as resistant to root lodging 
as Texas 24, they have a high 
resistance to stalk breakage, 
Rogers said. Texas 24 and 28 
should produce corn of better 
quality than the other yellow 
hybrids since they are damaged 
less by earworms and have few-
er unsound ears. Texas 26 has 
sligtly higher shelling percent-
age of the yellow hybrids and,

Texas Agricultural Experiment 
on, says Dr. R. C. Potts, es-
te professor of agronomy, 

charge of forage investiga- 
tions. 

Recent experiments show that 
pastures produce as much live-
stock feed pec acre as high 
yielding corn or sorghums on 
comparable land, according to 
Dr. Potts. He says that improv-
ed pastures produce total diges-
tible nutrients equal to a 75 or 
80 bushels per acre corn crop. 
On irrigated land, as far as cash 
income is concerned, pastures 
compare favorably with cotton. 

Studies of comparative costs 
show that the cost of 100 pounds 
of digestive nutrents from pas-
tures is $1.26; from hay, $1.74; 
from silage, $2.07, and from con-
centeates, $4.23. Dr. Potts points 
out also that the return per man 
hour of labor is much higher 
than from cultivated crops-six

Farm Bureau 
Directors Meet 

Plan '51 Work 
The Knox County Farm 13u-

reau board of directors met Fri-
day in Benjamin and set up 
their plan of work for 1951; re-
ported on the state convention 
that was held in Mineral Wells 
on November 20.22, and gave a 
comprehensive survey of the fa-
cilities of the county Farm Bu-
reau. 

President Ancel Waldrip said, 
"The Knox County Farm Bu-
reau will incorporate the follow-
ing in their program of work in

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l  last season was 8 million bush-
els smaller than the previous 
season and totaled 111.7 million 
bushels. Exports of grain sor-
ghums last season amounted to 
3L3 million bushels which were 
nearly 9 million below 1949.50 
but 15 million bushels above 
1947-48. The use of sorghums 
for the production of alcohol 
was small the first 9 months of 
the season. However, with the 
outbreak of the war in Korea 
and the need for industrial alco-
hol over 3 million bushels of 
sorghums were used to produce 
alcohol in August and Septem-
ber. Despite larger livestock 
numbers the amount of sor-
ghums fed during 1949-50 drop-
ped 2 million from the previous 
season and totaled 74 million 
bushels. With the exception of 
1947-48 this was the smallest 
quantity fed since 193940.

1951 COTTON LOANS 
SET AT 90% 

Cotton loans for 1951 have 
been set at the maximum of the 
permissive range in order to en-
courage farmers to boost pro-
duction to at least 16 million 
bales, B. F. Vance, chairman of 
State PMA Committee, pointed 
out today. For the same reason 
farmers were told early in Oc-
tober that marketing quotas and 
acreage allotments would not be 
in effect for the 1951 cotton 
crop. 

Both domestic and fereign de-
mand are very high, Mr. Vance 
reminded growers, and at least 
16 million bales should be pro-
duced next year to meet these 
demands. 1950 production was 
only 9.9 million bales. 

Mr. Vance said that supports 
on next year's crop are manda-
tory at from 75 to 90 percent of 
parity, when no allotments and 
quotas are in effect, and Secre-
tary Brannan has put the sup-
port for 1951 at 90% of parity 
as of August 1, 1951. 

"With major cotton policy de-
cisions made and announced, 
farmers are in better position 
to make advance plans for next 
year's crop," the chairman stat-
ed. "The fact that no market-
ing quotas or acreage allot-
ments will be in effect for cot-
ton, and this early announce-
ment of 90 percent price sup-
port loans, should help insure 
the needed production."

Reflecting the larger supplies 
and smaller disappearance grain 
sorghum prices at the farm 
dropped to the lowest point since 
February 1949 and average $1.63 
per 100 pounds in October 1950.

The marget for the 1950 grain 
sorghum crop is being support-
ed by loans and purchase agree-
ments at a national average of 
$1.87 per 100 pounds. This com-
pares with $2.09 for the 1949 
crop. Farm prices averaged 
about 30c below the loan level 
last year from August through 
January, the period when loans 
could be made. As a result of 
the wide spread, farmers placed 
nearly 82 million bushels under 
support program. Of this. 76 
million bushels were turned 
over to the Commodity Credit 
Corporation at the end of the 
loan period. This compotes with 
34 million bushels from the 1948 
crop. 

GRAIN SORGHUM SUP-
PLIES FOR 1950-1951 

LARGEST OF RECORD 

Grain sorghum stocks in all 
positions on Dctober 1, 1950. to-
taled 59.5 million bushels. This 
is 3 times as large as a . year 
earlier and 8 times the two pre-
vious years of record. The big-
gest factor in the large carry-
over was the large holdings of 
the CCC which totaled over 48 
million bushels on October 1. 
This compares with around 10 
million held a year earlier. Farm 
stocks of old crop sorghums tot-
aled a little under 5 million bush-
els or nearly 2 million less than 
a year earlier. Based on the No-
vember estimate of production, 
supplies for 1950-51 amount to 
256 million bushels or 85 million 
more than for 1949-50 and 117 
million above the 194849 sup-
plies.
