West Texas Utilities Company 
(WTU) will file a rate review with 
the Public Utility Commission of 
Texas in Austin, as previously an-
nounced by the company last Au-
gust. A similar filing will also be 
made with several of the cities 
WTU serves. 

After performing a study on the 
cost of providing service, WTU 
determined that a $14.6 million 
increase was fully justified. If ap-
proved, such an increase would be 
spread over WTU's 52,000 
square-mile customer service ter-
ritory. The average bill for a typi-
cal residential customer could in-
crease by $7, based on the aver-
age usage of 1,000 kwh per 
month. 

In separate action, WTU an-
nounced a settlement offer to par-
ties in the proceeding that could 
continue a base rate revenue re-
duction of $5.9 million. 

Under the settlement proposal, 
the bill for a typical residential 
customer could be $1 to $2 less 
per month than their bill under the 
current permanent rates. The com-
pany established a period until 
April 17, 1995, to consider this 
settlement. 

"As part of the proposal that 
would position WTU for the fu-
ture, we are introducing new pric-
ing structures to help us attract and 
retain business in West Texas," 
said Leon Sellers, area manager. 

Under WTU's proposal, new 
pricing structures would result in 
some customers experiencing an 
overall rate decrease greater than 
the current interim reduction of 
3.25 percent. At the same time, 
some customers would experience 
an overall rate decrease of less

But, with the 
exception of standby customers, 
no customer would see their over-
all rates increase above rates in 
effect prior to October 1. 

However, WTU said it won't 
know what the final outcome will 
be until after the conclusion of ei-
ther a settlement or hearings in 
Austin. 

WTU's base rates have not in-
creased since 1987. Since that 
time, the Consumer Price Index 
has increased 34.2 percent, while 
consumer goods such as automo-
biles have increased 62.6 percent 
and postage stamps have gone up 
44.5 percent. 

"WTU has a mutual interest 
with Our cities in seeing West 
Texas grow and prosper. Because 
of our continuing competitive ini-
tiative, we have presented a pro-
posal to maintain the overall base 
rate revenue at the reduced level 
of 3.25 percent," said Sellers. 

"We believe this proposal will 
ensure continuing economic 
growth and prosperity in West 
Texas," Sellers added.

Focusing on 
technology in schools 

(Part 5 in a Series) 
The national ratio of students to 

school computers is 16 to 1. 
Maybe that doesn't sound so bad 
until you think about what would 
happen to a business where 16 
people were sharing one com-
puter. Most classrooms are not 
even equipped with television or 
telephones. 

Early efforts to introduce tech-
nology into the classroom often 
failed because software was 
"teacher proof" and either de-
signed for rote drill or narrowly 
defined tutoring systems. But a 
new climate of school reform wel-
comes technology as never be-
fore. It can be a powerful tool for 
complex, tasks that encourages 
projects, curriculum enhance-
ment, cooperative learning groups 
and authentic assessments. It has 
the power to support students and 
teachers in obtaining, organizing, 
manipulating, and displaying in-
formation. 

The proliferation of technology 
in our society coupled with the 
information explosion of the last 
two decades caused many of our 
schools to attempt hurriedly to 
incorporate it into the curriculum 
by establishing computer labs in 
schools and placing one or two 
computers in each classroom. 
However, instead of incorporating 
technology into the curriculum, it 
was simply incorporated into the 

school day. Programs became an 
"add on" to the schedule that had 
little to do with the curriculum it-
self. 

If the schools of the 21st Cen-
tury are adequately to prepare stu-
dents for 21st Century jobs, tech-
nology must be appropriately used 
and the full scope of the technol-
ogy, such as multimedia, telecon-
ferencing, educational television, 
as well as computers, must be in-
cluded. And teachers must be bet-
ter trained. 

Unless plans for the use of tech-
nology also address the problem 
of access, the result of the explo-
sion of use is likely to be a divi-
sion of students into "haves" and 
"have nots". In a world where 
computers and cable are likely to 
replace textbooks, access cannot 
be limited to the classroom. Stu-
dents must have equal access to 
technology at home as well. 

Providing every student with a 
computer and replacing that com-
puter once during each student's 
career isn't as expensive as it 
might at first seem. Computers 
purchased in quantity can be had 
at reasonable cost now and prices 
are going down. In addition, cost 
would be figured over 12 years. 
If this proposal sounds far-fetched 
to some, consider the fact that this 
month Japan is recommending the 
purchase of a computer for every 
student by the year 2000.

Think about all the things you use or 
buy in a typical day. You might check the 
time on a Swiss-made watch, drink a cup 
of coffee made from South American 
beans, or drive a Japanese car. In today's 
global economy, foreign-made goods 
have become woven into the very fabric 
of our lives, and the economies of the 
leading nations all affect one another. 

For example, the American dollar is 
one of many currencies in the world. 

• When the value of the dollar rises or falls 
in relation to other currencies, it affects 
all world currencies. In recent months, 
there has been global concern about de-
clines in the value of the U. S. dollar rela-
tive to some of the other major curren-
cies, such as the German mark and the 
Japanese yen. 

There are several possible causes of a 
falling dollar. One is when the Federal 
Reserve raises interest rates, which it did 
for the first time in five years last Febru-
ary. As a result, the securities markets 
stalled, and foreign investors temporarily 
looked elsewhere to invest. The decline 
in foreign capital and decreased demand 
for U. S. dollars reduced the dollar's mar-
ket value. 

Another theory about the dollar's recent 
drop in value is that the Clinton adminis-
tration encouraged a weaker dollar to 
pressure Japan into opening its markets 
to more U. S. goods. However, some 
economists saw no reason for the cheaper 
dollar. They cite a strong economy that 
should be attracting foreign investment, 
thereby increasing demand for dollars. 

Whatever its cause, a cheaper dollar 
affects several areas of the U. S. economy. 
Cheaper dollars cannot buy as much cur-
rency of other countries. The products that 
these countries sell in the United States 
then become more expensive, and higher 
import prices add to U. S. inflation. A 
cheaper dollar also disrupts the U. S. gov- 

eminent bond market, which is a major 
factor in setting interest reates. Rising 
interest rates typically accompany a fall-
ing dollar and could cause the stock mar-
ket to decline. 

A cheaper dollar also affects our for-
eign trading partners. As the dollar falls, 
foreign imports become more expensive, 
and U. S. consumers stop buying foreign 
goods. 

Because of the interrelationships 
among world economies, leading indus-
trial nations agreed in 1985 to coordinate 
the purchase and sale of one another's 
currencies when circumstances de-
manded. For example, if the dollar begins 
to fall in the international money market 
(a network of brokers, banks and indi-
viduals who buy and sell currency), cen-
tral banks from other leading nations be-
gin to purchase U.S. dollars. This reduces 
the supply and usually stabilizes the price. 
This practice is put into action with all 
major currencies, such as the German 
mark, Japanese yen, British pound and 
French franc. In some cases, the stabili-
zation may not be permanent because 
market forces can be more powerful than 
the central banks. 

In the past, other nations' currencies 
were of less concern. Today, however, 
they play a vital role in the world 
economy. Trade among nations, world 
stock markets and international travel are 
just some of the areas affected by currency 
fluctuations. No industrial nation can af-
ford the luxury of isolation; their econo-
mies arc so interrelated that weakness in 
one country demands the immediate at-
tention of other nations. Through their 
combined efforts to buy and sell one 
another's currency, the financial ministers 
of the leading industrial nations have 
taken a giant step to stabilize the world 
economy. 

to cheat on schoolwork, etc..,etc—
You get the point. 

We, as the adults of our nation,  

set the moral tone of our country,  
our states, our cities, and our fami-
lies. How many of us are guilty 
in one way or another of the very 
things we berate our youth for 
doing? We send a very confusing 
message when we say some sins 
arc okay for adults but not for kids. 

Let me say that I am in no way 
advocating that we do nothing 
about the problems our youth are 
struggling with. I am saying that 
a good place for us to start would 
be dealing with the way we face 
those same issues. 

Maybe we need programs 
aimed at married adults in their 
3rd to 9th years of marriage (who 
are more statistically at significant 
risk of divorce) to be faithful to 
their spouses! The logs in our own 
eyes, become the splinters in the 
eyes of our children. 

We arc their teachers, leaders, 
and role models. They arc our 
future. Let us work together in 
Christ to find solutions to these 
problems.

HAVE A NICE DAY! 

If you haven't experienced it 
yet, you probably will sometime 
in your life. What is this insidious 
ailment that strikes almost every-
one sooner or later? Although back 
pain is one of the largest single 
causes of lost working days in the 
United States, preventive meas-
ures can help many people avoid 
the pain. Nonspecific back pain 
usually strikes people whose job 
involves heavy lifting or people 
who sit in one position for long 
periods of time. Something as 
simple as using correct lifting 
techniques or sitting with correct 
posture can solve many back 
probleffis. 

Most health authorities believe 
that nonspecific back pain may be 
due to a ligament strain, a muscle 
tear, damage to a spinal joint, or 
disk damage. There arc so many 
causes of back pain, however, 
anyone who is experiencing back 
pain that is not relieved with rest 
and aspirin should consult a phy-
sician for a complete checkup. 
Other causes of back pain may be 
osteoarthritis, fibrositis, or a kid-
ney infection. 

Some common sense sugges-
tions: 

*Sit up straight with our shoul- 

ders level, we can avoid some 
strain to the back. 

*Lift heavy objects with the back 
straight and the knees bent. 

*Don't sit in one position for 
long periods of time. Get up at 
least every hour and move around. 

*Don't push a heavy object in 
front of you with straight arms. 
Turn around and push the object 
backward, putting the strain on 
the legs instead of the back. 

*Hold your stomach muscles 
in. That will take some strain off 
your lower back. If back pain 
persists, see your doctor for a 
complete evaluation.

Safety rules still apply 
for natural gas customers 

Although this winter has 
:brought many hot and cold days, 

.one Star Gas Company wants to 
remind Texans never to be hot and 
cold about their gas safety prac-
tices. 

A survey conducted by Lone 
Star Gas found, that as a whole, 
most Texans have a good under-
standing of natural gas safety pre-
cautions; however, the study also 
revealed that many residents do 
not understand the need for two 
specific -- and important -- pre-
cautions. 

.According to the findings, less 
than half of those surveyed were 
aware their phone should never be 
aid if a gas odor is detected in-
side the house. In addition, the

.kgas water heater installed in a 
garage must be elevated off the 
floor for safety measures. 

"Even though the majority of 
natural gas customers are aware 
of general safety procedures, the 
survey reveals a need to educate 
home owners on these two key 
points," said Howard Matson, Di-
rector of Communications for 
Ldne Star Gas. 

"Most people don't realize that 
telephones carry a small amount  

of electricity," he said, "so the use 
of a phone may cause an electri-
cal spark. This could be very dan-
gerous if gas fumes are present." 

Instead, if residents do smell gas 
in their home, Matson reminds 
home owners to leave all electric 
components as they are, open the 
doors and windows and go to a 
neighbor's to call for help. 

Matson also noted the require-
ments of installing elevated gas 
water heaters in garages: "The 
Uniform Plumbing Code calls for 
any source of ignition, such as a 
pilot light, burner, heating element 
or any switches, to be at least 18 
inches above the floor." 

Matson added, however, that 
natural gas is still the safest en-
ergy alternative available. "By 
following a few, simple safety 
rules, natural gas customers can 
enjoy the benefits of a safe, envi-
ronmentally friendly and cost-
efficient energy source," he said.

Strengthening America's Savings Habit 

tts time for Congress to stop talking about the American dream and begin / 
paying attention to the dreams of Americans. 
I'm talking about dreams government should encourage: nome owrrcr-

ship, a college education for tate next generation, a comfortable and secure old 
age. 

One way to achieve this is through encouraging Americans to save: 
another is to not penalize them when they do.  

Saving for the future, making a prudent provision for realizing oil's 
dreams, is an American tradition. But the habit of thrift has become Ass 
prevalent in recent years. Personal savings rates have declined dramatically 
from 8 percent of U.S. disposable income in 1970 to less than 4 perceiiin 
1994 — and are now at their lowest level since World War II. 

Federal Reserve Chairman Alan Greenspan calls this reluctance to save 
"the key domestic economic policy problem of this country." And he 
considers the United States' heavy reliance on foreign savings to meet its 
capital needs as unsatisfactory and unsustainable. 

Realizing this, the 104th Congress is considering various proposals to 
increase national savings by revamping the Individual Retirement Account, 
several of which I support. 

The first step in this direction is to enact the Homemaker IRA Bill I 
introduced last month. This measure would allow non-wage earning spouses 
to make equal, fully deductible contributions to IRAs. Currently, non-wage-
earning spouses (the majority of whom are women) are allowed to contribute 
only $250 annually to an IRA. Wage-earning spouses are allowed to set aside 
$2,000 annually exempt from income tax. 

This is an issue of equity — and sound public policy as well. 
Along with my proposal, another suggestion for improving current IRA 

provisions would offer Americans an IRA choice: between making tax 
deductible contributions to traditional IRA, or contributing to a new, "back-
loaded" IRA. Contributions to the second option would not be deductible, but 
its earnings would not be taxed when they are withdrawn. 

In addition — and getting back to those dreams — a related proposal 
would allow penalty-free withdrawals from IRAs for families who want to 
buy a new home for the first time or to meet college expenses. This could be 
broadened to allow withdrawals for catastrophic medical expenses or during 
periods of prolonged unemployment. 

We know the availability and deductibility of IRAs increase household 
savings. Higher levels of savings will provide the level of private investment 
necessary for our country's long-term economic growth, make us more 
competitive and, in the long run, raise our standard of living. 

Best of all, by enhancing IRA opportunities and making them more 
flexible, we can encourage Americans to become more self-reliant, and 
prepare to meet their own financial needs.

common accidents in the home, and 
usually involves a youngster. 

Do you know what to do when you suspect an accidental poisoning? 
• If the victim is conscious, ask what was swallowed. 
• Call an ambulance immediately. 
• Look around for empty pill bottles, paint cans, cleaning solution jars. 

IT IS VERY IMPORTANT TO TELL EMERGENCY PERSONNEL WHAT THE SUSPECTED POISON IS! 
• Place the victim on his or her stomach, with head to the side, and knee drawn up. 
• If the victim is not breathing, begin artificial respiration. Place your mouth over the 

victim's nose (to avoid possible contact with the poison) and breathe in. 

DURING NATIONAL POISON PREVENTION WEEK, remember that preventing accidental 
poisoning is the best prevention. Check your home for low cabinets where inquisitive toddlers might 
find poisonous substances, such as cleaning solutions. Read labels, and keep all poisons out of the 
reach of children.

No one is supposed 
to transport a dog or cat from 
home without a paper saying it 
has been vaccinated for rabies. 
The metal tag is not enough. 
You also need a note signed by 
the veterinarian, according io 
the Texas Parks and Wild Life 
Department. "Away from 
home" means anywhere off 
your own property, even within 
your home county. People who 
hunt with dogs need to have all 
their dogs vaccinated as these 
are especially liable to be ex-
posed to skunks and other wild 
life rabies carriers.
