There are four fundamental factors you must consider 
as you evaluate your pricing strategy. They are: 

	

I) 	Cost. You can't build a successful business with- 
out knowing all about your cost structure. Your price must 
cover both direct and indirect costs. I find that few small-
business owners factor in all costs when they set prices. 
Most owners consider cost of goods sold and operating 
expenses when they establish price levels. I believe you 

also need to consider your income needs (opportunity 
costs), a return on your business investment (money costs) 
and future cash needs for growth and renewal (longevity 
costs). 

	

2) 	Value. Regardless of costs, your customers are the 
ultimate judges of value. If your customers feel that your 
price is too high, it is. 

They don't care about yOur costs or your longevity. Their 
evaluation of your price is a self-interested judgement of 
what you're charging for your products or services com-
pared to the quality and quantity they are-getting. 

If you feel the value is less than it should he in your 

Recently, a client stated, "1 know my price is right be-
cause my customers are buying, but I sure seem to be 
going broke." When I asked how he determined his price, 
he explained his pricing theory. "What my suppliers charge 
me determines how low I can set me prices. My 
competitor's prices establish the ceiling. Generally, I try 
to be somewhere-in-between," he said. 

I've watched small-business owners for nearly 30 years. 
In that time, I've found that this "somewhere-in-between" 
pricing policy is a pretty common practice. I feel that us-
ing this system ignores some of the most important ele-
ments you should consider when making pricing decisions. 

In this column, I'd like to help you take an objective 
look at your pricing strategies. You should be able to tell 
if your prices are helping you grow a successful business 
or steering you toward the poor house. 

t** 

business, you have three choices: 1) you can lower costs 
so you can reduce prices and still maintain current profit 
margins, 2) lower prices and give up profits or 3) find 
customers who are less sensitive to higher prices. All three 
of these choices can work depending on the circumstances 
in which you apply them. 

3) Competition. Yes, competitors do play a role in fun-
damental pricing policies. However, they should not set 
an artificial ceiling for your business. 

You should be aware of competitor's prices for obvious 
reasons. You may choose to compete on price or you may 
decide to add value for your customers and not worry about 
having the loweSt price. 

I recently consulted with a business owner who chose 
to "out value" his prime competitors. He studied his craft, 
acquired new knowledge and skills and raised his prices 
by 50 percent. (Yes, I said 50 percent!) 

What happened? Did he lose customers? Yes, a few. 
Did he price himself out of the market? No, because of 
the newly acquired knowledge and skills, most custom-
ers feel that they are still getting good value. Through 
word-of-mouth promotion only, his business is increas-
ing strongly. 

4) Overlap. We need to realize pricing impacts many 
areas of business performance. The pricing overlap af-
fects marketing decisions, sales levels, financial factors 
and profit. You need to consider the overlap factor when 

you set goals for this year. Will a price increase slow sales, 
or increase profits or both? If we reduce prices, will we 
increase market share and drive out competition or just 
lower margins? 

Keep these four pricing fundamentals in mind as you 
adjust your pricing policies this year. Remember, there 
are two foolish positions in which you can find yourself: 
priced too high or priced too low. You lose something ei-
ther way.

TxDOT Holds

How those 
memories clocked away! Ft. Knox, 
Kentucky...training horse mounted 
soldiers to jockey trucks, and 
tanks, then to North Africa as re- 
placement in the 1st Armored Di- 
vision. Goal? To chase Rommel 
and his forces out of Africa. 

Mission accomplished. Sicily 
and Naples followed. Now here 
they were pinned down near Anzio 
on a flat plain with the Germans 
fifteen miles away safely hidden in 
the mountains. 

How to break out? How to sur-
vive? They dug cave like protec-
tion and survived on what little ra-
tions they had with them. Finally 
a break out came. In that same pe-
riod, Commander Key's tank took 
more than one direct hit. Each hit 
meant the possibility of fire and 
tank explosion. 

Escaping that finality, with only 
the loss of his hearing, Commander 
Key and his division followed the 
Germans up the Poe River in the 
spring. What was the most threat-
ening moment of his entire war 
experience? 

"As tank commander, with my 
head without protection I had to 
read the terrain with only my hel-
met between me and sniper fire. 
One bullet caught my steel helmet 
lieutenant bar, shattered and scat-
tered down my back. We contin-
ued without stopping. Though I 
came home, many of my buddies 
did not make it. No freedom is not 
free."

Who said there aren't fun things 
to do in Munday? If you are lack- 
ing for entertainment in your life 
then I invite you to the T-Ball 
games played at the Little League 
Field every Tuesday and Friday at 
5:30. But hurry! This is the last 
week of the T-Ball season of 2000. 

These fine young athletes are 5 
and 6 years of age and are learn- 
ing quickly. Some will be ready to 
advance into the throws of Pee-
Wee league next year. 

But as a first time ever T-Ball 
Coach I must say that the experi- 
ence has not only been rewarding 
but I soon determined that episodes 
of the season were also worthy of 
putting into print. 

We started our season prior to the 
end of school and began the search 
for an appropriate practice place. 
We decided that a near-by vacant 
lot would be just the spot and, af-

, our workouts in earnest. What 
could be better? A vacant lot in 
spring dotted with youngsters 
whose dreams focused around 
slamming a home run seemed very 
picturesque. 

During the first practice session 
we soon determined that not only 
were the attention spans of our 
young charges short but the time 
between visits to the bathrooms 
was also abbreviated.

"O.K. Everyone take your posi-
tion?" came the orders from the 
head coach. This command was 
promptly returned with blank 
stares from the players who had no 
clue what a "position" was - much 
less where it was! Ryan and 
Baileigh were escorted to the out-
field (which isn't very far out in T-
Ball) and Lambrey and Matthew 
were sent to play between the 
bases. Rian was on second base 
with Lee on first and Mark on third. 
Ryder and Kylie were defensive 
pitchers and Taylor was in the dug-
out nursing her broken and casted 
arm (bless her little heart!). 

Now it was the Rangers turn to 
bat. No, not the Texas Rangers but 
the Munday Rangers! Jose and 
Dylan can really slug a ball and 
they knocked a few runs into place. 
The Peppers defense was working 
- Lee managed to hit the dirt and 
reach for 1st base with every throw 
his way. Even if it was over thrown 
or he was behind the runner he still 
managed to dive for the base as if 
making a grand play - after all, 
what's a T-ball game without get-
ting your uniform good and grimy.

"Told you 
it wouldn't work," I reminded the 
head coach. 

During the next game we teamed 
up against the ever challenging 
"Twisters." Now, this group was 
prepared to play. Coach Kim 
Kuehler had tuned up her team -
but then she had a point to prove. 
At the beginning of the season one 
of her players told her, "You can't 
coach a baseball team - you're a 
girl!" The Twisters knew all the 
turns and hops and skips. Not only 
that, but all Coach Kuehler had to 
do was say, "Look ready, Twist-
ers!" and every single player on the 
field got down into their bent knee 
position - of course, this angle is 
closer to the ground and makes it 
much easier for players to exam-
ine rocks on the field and clover in 
the grass. 

During a very tense portion of 
this game one player was over-
heard to turn from the dugout to 
his mom on the stands and yell, 
"Mom! What does 'faces are 
loaded' mean?" 

The end of the game is always a 
highlight for the players. That's 
when they rush the concession 
stand and the wearied moms who 
are working there. Free soft drinks 
are handed out to each player and 
cries of "I opened it myself' ring 
through the air. Never-mind that 
they finally managed to hit a 
pitched ball rather than one on the 
tee. Opening your own soft drink 
can is quite an accomplishment. 

T-ball! It's a great institution. 
Everyone is a winner - there are 
no losers. Just plain `ole having 
fun. And every player feels just the 
same way as young Emilio Avalos 
of the `Munday' Rangers - at the 
onset of every game Emilio looks 
at Coach Traci Cooke and yells out 
excitedly, "Coach - we're going for 
the gold!"
