December Sayings Bonds sales 
in Knox County were .$9,597 ac-
cording to W. E. Braly, Chair-
man of the Knox County Savings 
Bond Committee.

Sales in Texas during 1962

Seeing Things Alike: 
Division in the religious world is a prominent fact, The 

reason usually assigned for this division is that we cannot 
see the Bible alike. However, people are not divided so much 
over what is in the Bible, but over that which is not in the 
Bible. As little as the world might think about religions divi-
sion, it remains a serious matter. Let us notice what the 
Bible teaches regarding unity. Read the following scriptures, 
Jno. 17:20-21; 1 Cor. 1:10; Eph. 4:3-6; 1 Cor. 12:13; Jno. 
10:16. 

Let us suppose that an evangelist comes to our commun-
ity to conduct a religious meeting and proceeds as follows: At 
the first service he preaches that salvation is by faith only, 
but at the next one he contends that it is by faith exercised 
in obedience to the gospel rather than by faith only. At the 
third service he declares that either sprinkling, pouring, or 
immersion is baptism, but at the fourth service he plainly 
shows that immersion only is scriptural baptism. At the fifth 
service he tells the people that they ought to baptize their 
babies, but at the sixth service he says that penitent believers 
are the only scriptural subjects for baptism. At the seventh 
service he preaches once in grace, always in grace, but at the 
eighth he tells the people that it is possible for them to fall 
from grace, that some have fallen, and that the Bible tells 
us how to keep from falling. At the ninth service he says it 
is alright to use human creeds, but at the tenth he declares 
that we should take the Bible as our only guide in religious 
matters. 

No thoughtful person would continue to listen to one 
preacher like this, but the .majority of people are perfectly 
willing for ten preachers to preach these conflicting ideas. 
They would say that if one man preached in this way he 
would contradict himself and would be inconsistent. But what 
kind of a God do we suppose we have, if he indorses all these 
conflicting doctrines. How inconsistent can we be?

This means, because of the de-
cline in the death rate, over $770 
million additional federal income 
taxes was received in 1955 alone, 
plus the accompanying rise in 
earning power and productivity 
from an increase span of life.

Grain Warehouse Law Revision 
Texas' multi-million dollar 

grain storage industry is expected 
to receive some close study dur-
ing the present session of the 
Legislature in Austin. 

Until 1953, the Texas farmer 
who stored his grain in a public 
warehouse had very little protec-
tion from unscrupulous operators 
that plague large industries. On 
the other side of the coin, legiti-
mate warehousemen were expos-
ed to dangers from manipulators 
of grain warehouse recipts. 

A system of bonding and regu-
lar inspections of stored grain 
stock was inaugurated by the 
Texas Department of Agriculture 
10 years ago. Since that time, and 
despite the Billie Sol Estes scan-
dal of last year, no Texas farmer 
has suffered an unrecoverable 
loss of money from grain stolen 
or missing from storage. 

This year, the Texas Grain 
Warehouse Law is up for study 
on two proposed revisions which 
should provide even better pro-
tection in coming season s. 
Amendments have been request-
ed concerning storage rates and 
higher bond requirements. 

A uniform system of storage 
rates is a measure being sought 
by men in the industry. For many 
years, there was an acute short-
age of storage bins for the bum-
per grain crops. Today, the situ-
ation is more competitive among 
warehousemen and the industry 
is being plagued by speculative
