2,400 Samples Per
Day Are Classed By
Cotton Office Here

Receipts of cotton samples at
the cotton classing office at Mun-
day held at about 2400 daily
throughout the week ending Octo-
ber 18.

The Agriculture Marketing
Service Laboratory classed 14,060
samples during the week and
raised the season total of 62,701
compared to 26,618 a vear ago.

Middling light spot was still
the predominant grade making
up 57 per cent of the weeks class-
ing. White grades made up 5 per
cent, strict middling light spotted
5 per cent, strict low middling
light spotted 26 per cent, and low
middling light spotted 3 per cent.
Full spotted grades also made up
3 per cent of the week’s classing.

Staple lengths were 5 per cent
13/16, 24 per cent 7/8, 45 per
cent 29/32, 20 per cent 15/16, 2
per cent 31/32 and 4 per cent 1
inch and longer.

Micronaire readings remained
about the same as the week be-
fore with 3 per cent 3.0-3.4, 13 per
cent 3.5-3.9, 45 per cent, 4.0-4.4,
36 per cent 4.5-4.9 and 3 per cent
5.0-54.

Market activity increased
slightly and growers received 30
to 50 points over the loan on low-
er grade light spots that would
mike 3.5 and better.

LETTER

Health Department

AUSTIN—Common colds and
influenza cases increase during
the fall, reaching a winter peak.
Underlying causes pose a per-
plexing problem for scientists.

One thing they have determin-
ed is that a high standard of
health promotes disease resis-
tance.

With this in mind and a look at
the calendar we are reminded
that it's time to take an indivi-
dual fall health inventory.

Inseparable elements of a
healthy life are a balanced diet,
plenty of sleep and adequate ex-
ercise. Persons who have chronic
diseases or other health problems
are exceptions to the rule and
should—of course—be advised by
a physician.

Panaceas proclaimed by health
and food faddists vacillate from
vegetarian to carnivorous diets—
from taking an early morning
swim to drinking warm mineral
water. The list is vast, but a bal-
anced plan for daily living, boasts
modern health authorities’ stamp
of approval.

A balanced diet, according to
nutritionists, includes daily con-
sumption of the basic four: pro-
tein, green and yellow vegeta-
bles, milk and eggs, bread or
other wheat products. Contrary
to some popular theories, an in-
adequate diet supplemented with
vitamin pills does not satisfy
body needs.

The average person. Spends
over 8,000 24-hour days, or be-
tween a quarter to a third of his
life, in sleep. Physiologists are
still trying to formulate & scien-
tific definition of sleep. The need
for sleep, however, is apparent.
Fatigue forces the body to work
harder performing tasks than it
would during ordinary circum-
stances.

Physical exercise—a change-of-
pace activity or recreation—is the
most frequently overlooked as-
pect of personal health. Regular,
temperate exercising enhances
bodily functions.

Persons who consistently stay

indoors in cold weather are most
susceptible, statistics show, to
the common cold.

Modern scientific research has
provided man with vaccines for
such diseases as smallpox, polio,
diphtheria, whooping cough, tet-
anus and influenza. The indi-
vidual bears the responsibility of
Keeping his immunizations up-to-
date.

A final vital element in a per-
sonal inventory of health consists
of a yearly check-up by the fam-
liy physician and dentist. Physi-
cal examinations for persons
middle-aged or older are recom-
mended every six months.

the entomologists. In some cases,
as after the administration of an-
thelmentic drugs, animals have
died as the result of handling and
undue excitement.

However as with most insecti-
cides, caution should be used
when Co-Ral is used for the con-
trol or prevention of secrewworms.
Any death following the use of
chemicals should be investigated,
including a post-mortem exam,
to accurately determine the fac-
tors contributing to the death,
they recommend. Finally, the en-
tomologists advise that when us-
ing Co-Ral or Korlan, the direc-
tions and precautions on the man-
ufacturer’s label should be care-
fully followed.

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Despite today's trend toward

smaller packages of food and
more convenient foods, the sale
of quarters and sides of beef is
on the increase. In some cases,
buying beef in this form can save
the consumer money, but it is
advisable to look carefully at the
economics of such purchases. Un-
fortunately, all the carcass is not
steak and roast. A large portion
is cutting loss, fat, bone and low
price cuts. In fact, it takes about
2.16 pounds of a choice grade live
animal to yield just one pound of
U. S. choice beef in a retail store.
In making the decision whether
to buy a side of beef, first deter-
mine the price of each of the
major retail cuts at the local food
store. These cuts are rib roast, 8
per cent of the carcass; chuck
roast, 19 per cent; ground beef,
18 per cent; T-bone and porter-
house steak, 6 per cent; round
steak, 10 per cent, rump roast,
5 per cent; sirloin, 8 per cent;
and.siew beef 6 per cent.
To compute the total cost of
retail beef, multiply the percent-
age of each of the cuts by the
price of that cut in the retail mar-
ket. Then add these individual
costs and divide the total by 80
per cent, the carcass minus bone,
fat and cutting loss. This gives
the average retail cost per pound
if the beef were purchased over
the retail counter.

The selection of good roses for |
your garden is no longer a hit-or-
miss proposition in Texas. New
standards under the state II)bOI
grading law will take most of the |
guesswork out of your purchases. |

After a couple of false starts, a
system of grading was devised
which lets the buyer know what
he is getting. The grades are set |
primarily by size of the plant
and marks the first time a uni-
form method becomes available
for the benefit of the rose fanci-
er.

Four grades were selected and
standards devised by experiments
within the multi-million-dollar
Texas rose industry. Commeludl’
rose growers studied and tested
plants for several years before
arriving on a set of grades. Be-
fore the new crop is ready for
sale next spring, all roses sold in
Texas will be required to be
properly labeled as an aid for the
buyer.

The number of “branches” or
canes growing out of the root
stock and their relative size are
the determining factors of grade.
Jumbo No. 1 Grade must have at
least four canes growing out of
the root stock whose size must
measure 5/16 of an inch or larg-
er. Canes are measured at least
three inches above the root stock.

No. 1 Grade must have three
