Brief History of 
Truscott Pioneer 
Who Died July 29

Charles I. Browder of Truscott .  
who died in the Cjuanah Hospital 
Ju ly  29, was born re b .  4. 
in Wise County, near Decatur. 
His fa ther  died in 1 8 6 1. His 
mother moved with two sons to 
Baylor County in 1883. Later  
they filed on land in King Coun­
tin'", living, as most all neighbors 
did a t  tha t time, in a dugout.

Mr Browder taught school in

Excellent Co-operation Is Assured 
City of Crowell in Water Exploration 
Work Which Will Be Started Soon

W ater  from the new wells re-1 
cently completed at the pump 
house of the City W ate r  Works 
west o f  Crowell was turned into 
the city  w a te r  supply and  increas­
ed the daily gallonftge to a g rea t  
extent, according to a s t a t e m e n t , 
released this week by Mayor C. T. 
Schlagal. It is believed tha t  be­
tween 60.000 and 70,000 gallons 
are lieing obtained daily from the 
new wells.

However, this new w ate r  does 
not increase the supply to the 
point th a t  the city has an abund­
ance of  w ate r  as the  City Lake is 
becoming lower and might get to 
the point th a t  the use o f  w ate r  
from it may have to be discon­
tinued unless sufficient rains are 
received within the  next few 
weeks, hut with the continued co­
operation of w a te r  users, Crow­
ell will probably have a fa ir  sup­
ply of w a te r  even if use of the 
lake w ater  should be stopped.

Test* To Be Made
Mayor Schlagal s ta ted  that 

plans for  the testing on Pease 
River in an effort to discover a n ­
other supply of w a te r  fo r  the city 
are  going ahead rapidly, as full 
co-operation has been received 
from the  Governm ent and S tate  
and th a t  work will be s ta r ted  just 
as soon as final papers and an 
engineer from the  Board of W ater 
Engineers arrive. A very liberal

set-up for the  exploration has 
been given to  the  City of Crow­
ell.

Be C arefu l a t Well
A w arning is issued by Mayor 

Schlagal to all those who visit the 
new wells, and his w arn ing  is es­
pecially extended to young boys, 
for at  p resen t there a re  several 
high tension electric wires s t re tch ­
ed from the  pump house to  the 
wells tha t have not yet been 
housed in. and there  would be 
g rea t  danger  o f  electrocution if 
one were to accidentally come in 
contact with a wire or piece of 
machinery charged with electricity- 
used for  the pumping at the wells. 
All children who go to the wells 
are urged to be accompanied by 
their parents.

No Stock W ater, Please
Mayor Schlagal sta ted  th a t  at 

the present time it would be u t ­
terly  impossible to g ran t  permis­
sion to cattlemen or farm ers  to 
haul w ate r  from the city’s supply 
for the ir  stock, and tha t  they 
please do not ask, as it is ex trem e­
ly unpleasant to  have to refuse  
these requests. Such steps have 
to be taken, however, to conserve 
the supply as much as possible, 
and it is fe l t  th a t  it would not be 
fair  to  those in the city limits to 
allow it to  be used for these p u r­
poses.

GARDENS MULTIPLY

College S tation .— Ju d g in g  from 
prelim inary  reports  of AAA su­
pervisors who have checked com­
pliance in 49 Texas counties, 
the re  are  more gardens on Texas 
fa rm s and ranches this year  than 
ever before.

F igu res  compiled as of Ju n e  
25 by county AAA officers ar.d 
c o u n t y  home dem onstration 
agents  for Jenn ie  Camp, special­
ist in home production planning 
fo r  the A. & M. College E x ten­
sion Service, reveal tha t 80.616 
home gardens in these 49 coun­
ties will qualify for  soil building 
paym ents under  the 1940 agri­
cu l tu ra l  conservation program. 
The num ber varies from 100 in 
Lynn County on the South Plains 
to 4,757 in N avarro  County in the 
C entra l Texas Blacklands, with 
an average of  1,641 gardens for 
these 49 counties.

" I f  each of these gardens is 
the  minimum size of one-half acre 
and the vegetables a re  planted in 
rows th ree  fee t apar t ,  then the 
to ta l  num ber of fe e t  in these 80.- 
616 gardens would be 585.272.- 
160. This would m easure 110.- 
84 7 miles or fou r  and one-half 
times around the earth  at the 
equator.

Over most of the  sta te  the sea­
son has been unusually  good, and 
vegetable production abundant. 
An increase in the num ber of va­
rieties planted was also reported 
by the compliance supervisors.

Estim ating  the  m onetary  value 
of  each garden  as $50, the ag­
g rega te  worth  to Texas farm  fam ­
ilies would be $4.030,800. Miss 
Camp adds th a t  the value to farm 
families "in  improved diets and 
improved health canno t be esti­
mated in dollars ai.d cents.”

Regulations applied to the 
act.  he continued, have violated 
the will and  in ten t  o f  Congress 
un ti l— so fa r  as Texas is concern­
ed— the annual reduction of co t­
ton acreage is approaching  10.- 
000.000 acres; a *95,000.000 per; 
yea r  p lan ting  and harvesting  pay­
roll has vanished: and the annual 
income from cotton has fallen 05 
per cen t— all within the  past de­
cade.

This was the engagem ent of a 
noted budgeted ',  Dr. Geo. C. 
Hester of Georgetown, for ser­
vices as counsellor to the WTCC’s 
commission on public expenditure, 
taxation and debt making, and 
budget procedure ; and to the 
commission on sinking fund in­
vestments, and the budget ana ly­
sis staff. These are  respectively 
headed by Jas. D. Hamlin of Far- 
well, W. J. Fulwiler of Abilene, 
and John B. Allred of Wichita 
Falls.

Dr. H ester  is an outstanding 
member of the faculty  of  South­
western University, head o f  its 
school of government. He was 
formerly a member of the Legis­
la ture of Texas in which body he 
was considered an au thori ty  on 
financial and budgetary  practices. 
The West Texas chamber will 
make use of his experience in this 
field in a comprehensive program 
of legislation to be offered a t  the 
next session.

This has come about. Bandeen 
said, under  laws whose purposes 
a re  good and desirable, but whose j 
application is bad. The practices 
of inequitable allo tm ents to Tex- ' 
as were s ta r ted ,  he said, under 
the old Bankhead ac t  in 1933, and 
have been continued un d er  the 
original and am ended  Triple-A 
from 1935 on. He said th a t  un-1 
der  these practices s ta tes  o f  the 
old South have been allowed vir­
tually  norm al production —  in 
some* case* actually  exceeding the 
production of uncontrolled years 
prior  to regula iton— while Texas 
has beer, cu t  and cut .  until, for 
1 '.'40. its a l lo tm ent is 223,500 
acres un d er  1939, by which he 
said, “ this s ta te  m ust bear  47 per 
cent o f  the na t ion’s cotton  reduc­
tion while producing only 31 ha 
per cent of its co tton ."

"Now." said Bandeen, “ w hat 
does this all add up to?  I t  adds 
up to  Texas, when judged  by a 
ten -year  average production, pro­
ducing less o f  the nat ion’s co t­
ton. while o ther  s ta tes  are  pro­
ducing more and more. They say 
th a t  the New Orleans AAA adm in­
istra tor  governs our cotton allot­
ment in accordance with the same j 
? ules as applied to  the  old Sou th . '  
We say the  conditions between the j 
old South and the Southwest are  
wholly different. They have small j 
farm units, we have large. They 
can fertilize, we cannot. They] 
have normal and consistent m ois - ' 
tu re  which we do not have. For! 
teasons such as the above, and in 
order  to secure an adm inistra tion  1 
conform ing with our conditions, 
we th ink it would be helpful to 
have a separa te  adm in is tra to r  of 1 
the AAA fo r  the Southwest. In 
this way we might secure admin- 
istration conform ing  more to  ou r |  
conditions, and when n a tu re  pen- j 
a'.izes us with a couple of dry | 
years and low yields, we might be 
able to prevent the bureauchats  f 
from again penalizing us with re-! 
duced cotton allotments.

“ All th a t  Texas and W est Tex-j 
as seek," said Bandeen in eonc lu - ; 
sion. “ is an a l lo tm ent plan that 
will make our  losses and  benefits, 
w hatever  they be. p roportionate 
w ith the  o ther  fellow’s, and tha t  
will put an end to the shifting  of 
cotton production from  the low 
cost production s ta tes  to  the high 
cost production s tates. W e ask 
all ginners. farm ers ,  ranchers, oil 
men, m erchants  and bankers  to 
join with the W est Texas Cham­
ber of Commerce, whose policies 
I have enunciated , in demanding

cotton a l lo tm ent plan which, in 
hales of cotton, will result  in Tex­
as producing its fa ir  share  of  the 
national quota ."

Con tra ry  to popular  belief, 
Johann  G utenberg  prin ted  seven­
teen successive editions of  a l i t­
tle Latin gram m ar,  known from 
the name of its au th o r  as the 
“ Donatus,” before he s ta r ted  work 
on the g re a t  “ G utenberg  Bible,” 
according to Douglas C. McMur- 
trie. chairman of  the Invention of 
P rin ting  A nniversary  Committee 
of the In terna t ional  Association 
of P rin ting  House Craftsm en, 
which is promoting celebration 
th roughout the year 1940 of  the 
500th Anniversary of G u tenbe rg ’s 
invention of printing.

Highlights in the program :
( I t  To prepare  and submit 

general recommendations as to  the 
next biennium ’s budget for the 
s ta te  with the  objective of  bal­
ancing spending with present tax ­
es and receipts. The WTCC 
commissions will ask for  the priv­
ilege of  appear ing  before the 
s ta te  Board of Control in support 
of these recommendations.

(2)  To submit the main es­
sentials of a  measure se tting  up 
an up-to-date s ta te  budget pro­
cedure designed to effect cen tra l­
ization and control over all s ta te  
receipts and disbursements and 
over the innum erable s ta te  funds. 
The regional cham ber holds tha t  
this is the first essential step to 
reorganization fo r  economy of  
s ta te  spending.

(3) To submit the main essen­
tials of an am endm ent to the 
s ta te  Uniform Budget Law, giv­
ing g re a te r  standard ization  to 
and m andatory  requirem ents  for 
budget making in local political 
subdivisions such as counties, 
school and o ther  d istric ts  and 
cities opera ting  under  general 
law.

(4> To submit the main essen­
tials of a m easure  to accomplish 
the collection of delinquent taxes, 
delegating  this  au thori ty  to the 
s ta te  ra th e r  than  to local au th o r i­
ties, and requir ing  100 per  cent 
collection fo r  fixing local tax 
rates.

(5) To submit the main essen­
tials of a measure to improve for 
local subdivisions the an t iquated  
deb t-incurring  and  debt-paying 
practices pow  in effect. Purpose 
of  this m easure would be to make 
it harder  fo r  local subdivisions to 
incur debts, and to make it easier 
to pay these debts, by providing 
reasonable call privileges and by 
improving sinking fund  invest­
ment adm inistra tion  through pool­
ing and proper  investments of 
sinking fund assets.

The genera l  outlines of the 
W TCC’s program is being taken 
to  the te rr i to ry  for  complete ex­
planation in a series of town 
meetings. Districts N'os. 1 and 
2 (Panham lle-South  Plains) have 
been visited, and the whole te r r i ­
to ry  is to be covered before the 
legislature meets in Ja n u a ry .  A 
P resident 's  News L e t te r  has gone 
to the organization’s 189 directors 
giving the program in g re a te r  de­
tail and asking for  a go-ahead.

Dr. H ester  is tak ing  his new as­
s ignm ent enthusiastically. He is 
a lready a t  work. His duties will 
call fo r  extensive research in a 
field in which he is thoroughly a t  
home; also travel to other s ta tes 
where» budgetary  practices have 
been modernized and simplified. 
He plans an early  visit in tha t  
connection to the s ta tes of Ken­
tucky and Minnesota, and is 
launching by mail a study of the 
Virginia system.

Hester w rote D. A. Bandeen: 
“ I think the W est Texas Chamber 
of Commerce has outlined some 
magnificent and f a r  reaching 
projects. Once such plans are 
inaugura ted  and put in practice 
in Texas, they would not only 
save our s ta te  many millions an ­
nually, but would probably avoid 
multiplied millions in new taxes 
in the fu ture .  These five projects 
cover p re tty  generally  the entire  
governmental problem in Texas, 
and by supplying such a program 
you would be rendering an in­
valuable service.”

Through 
Mr. Jesse Owens' courtesy in re­
lieving me of the duties of Coun­
ty Attorney since the first pri­
mary. I am making an active 
campaign and 1 am earnestly t r y ­
ing to see as many of you as I 
possibly can. The district is large 
and I know that 1 will fail to see 
many of you but I do hope you 
will understand and give me your 
support in the second primary on 
August 24th.
