danger, because most of the
stream has grown up with salt
cedar brush and has forced the
flood channel over against the

north bank, thus causing damage
to the State Highway Bridge th:n.
has closed this main artery of
1 ffic for ten days and has caus-
ed considerable inconvenience to
the traveling public, to say noth-
ing of the cost of repairing the
bridge.

“Since this stoppage of traf-
fic on one of the busiest*highways
in Texas was caused by a very
moderate rise in the river, and
since the choking up of the stream
bed by the brush growth referred
to above, is on the increase instead
of the decrease, it is obvious to
expect further and frequent dam-
age and continued delays in traf-
fic unless the flood waters of Pease
River are placed under control.
