I wo dtiver’s license examiners 
for Department of Public Safety 
will lie in Crowell on every Tues­
day ni the future to conduct tests 
for drivers applying for their first 

; license, according to Col. H. H. 
Carmichael of Austin, director of 
the public safety department.

Establishing headquarters at the 
court house, the uniformed o f­
ficers will give the examinations 
every Tuesday o f each week from 
8 a. m. to 10 a. m. In applying 
for the driving tests the applicant 
must furnish ht- own vehicle or 
one he proposes to operate after 
he secures a license, the safety di. 
rector pointed out.

A fter oral quizzes ate complet­
ed each applicant will be required 
to dtivi his car or truck over a 
designated route under the su- 
pervision of one of the trained ex­
aminers. During the drive the <>p- 
c rat or must demonstrate the use 
of his foot and hand brakes, stop 
for signals and perform other acts 
nece-sitated in ordinary traffic 
situations. Before the actual driv­
ing test is made the examiners 
will quiz the license applicants on 
safety regulations and signals, 
highway laws and make tests of 
their eyesight and hearing. Any 
physical deformities will be re- 

i corded on a grade card.
Not only will driver’s license 

applicants be examined as to their 
ability to handle a vehicle with 
safety, hut the vehicle itself will 
be tested for defects in brakes, 
horn, lights, rear-view mirror, and 
windahield wiper.

I f  a driver proves hi.- ability to 
operate hi> vehicle with care and 
safety he will immediately receive 
his license at the examination 
headquarters. I f  a passing grade 
is not made after the test is com­
pleted. an instruction permit card 
will be issued which requires the 
applicant to return at a later date 
for another examination. Ex­
aminers o f the Safety Department 
i.-tim.ite that a complete test can 
be given in 12 minutes.

Truck, bus. and other com­
mercial vehicle drivers will be 
'issued licenses divided into three 
, da-'cs, A. B. and C, according to 
. the type o f vehicle to be operated.
Passenger and school bus drivets 

| tri' i.- ued a permit bearing a spec­
ial endorsement of the Depart­
ment.

Col. Carmichael urged that driv­
ers seeking their licenses verse 
themselves in safety regulation, 
rules of the highway and the me­
chanical operations of their ve­
hicles in preparation for the tests.

Funeral for Mother of 
Mrs. Edgar Womack 

Held Saturday

Funeral services for Mrs. Mary 
V. Stanley, 82. mother o f Mr-. 
Edgar Womack, were held at the 
Crowell Methodist Church Satur­
day morning at 10:30 o’clock con­
ducted by Rev. W. M. Murrell, 
Methodist minister o f Abilene.

Klepper. Mrs. Paul Shirley was 
accompanist for both numbers.

Mrs. Stanley died at the home 
of her daughter Friday at 11 a. 
m., following a serious illness 
which extended over a period o f 
about one year. She had been in 
failing health for twelve years 
and had been at the home of her 
daughter in Crowell since last 
April. Interment was made in 
the Aspermont cemetery beside 
the grave of her husband who 
died in 1917.

The deceased was born in Ten- 
tu'see Jan. 27. 1855. She joined 
the Christian Church in early life 
and had been a member of that 
church for about seventy years. 
On Aug. 12, 1880, she was mar- 
tied to J. F. Stanley in Van Buren, 
Ark., anil came to Mt. Vernon, 
Texas, as a bride where the family 
lived for eleven years. A fter leav­
ing Mt. Vernon Mr. and Mrs. 
Stanley spent two years in Runnels 
County before moving to Asper­
mont where they lived for_ 18 
vats. They also resided in Wich­
ita Falls before coming to Crow­
ell, living here for about two 
years. Mr. Stanley became ill in 
1917 and he and Mrs. Stanley re­
turned to Aspermont where he 
succumbed during the month of 
August, 1917.

Six children were born to this 
union. They are, J. M. Stanley of 
Buckeye. Ariz., Miss Jessa Stan­
ley and W. C. Stanley o f Wichita 
Falls, Dr. <>. B. Stanley of Abilene, 
Mrs. Edgat Wontaek of Crowell, 
and Mrs. Gordon Gafforil of Elec­
tro, all of whom survive and were 
present for the funeral except J. 
M. Stanley. Twelve grandchil­
dren and two great grandchildren 
also survive.

I for a few days.
Many now living in this unty 

have never before seen the last 
■now of winter and the first of 
the fall -eason come so close to­
gether. The last -t ow to blanket 
Foard County came on Easter 
Sunday. March 28, and the date of 
the snow thi- week was Nov. 22. 
a period of nearly eight months 
between the two snow.-.

Freezing weather has been ex­
perienced here every day for the 
past two weeks and there has 
been a heavy frost practically ev­
ery morning since the first o f the 
season was received la-t Tuesday. 
The thermometers have dropped 
several degtees below the freezing 
marks every morning for the past 
two weeks anil have hovered 
around that point t rough much 
of that time.

Dick Todd of A. & M. now rank- 
fifth in the Southwest Confcrenct 
for average gain on number times 
to carry the hull, according to 
Southwest Conference football 
statistics, through games of Nov. 
13. a- compiled by H. B. McFlr y 
from official statistical summaries 
by team representatives.

Todd has carried the ball 87 
times, gaining 421 yards, losiny 
43 and failing to gain on 8 e a- 
-ions, for an average gain of 4.32 
yards per try. Atchison o f T -xa- 
-tands at. the top with an average 
gain of 5.26 yards. Wolfe o f Tex­
as is second with 5.19 yards. Hall 
of T. C. U. has an average of 
4.89 yards in third place and Har­
low o f S. M. U. is fourth with 4.32 
yards.

Todd stands second in number 
of yards gained with 421. Wolfe 
o f Texas is the only man in the 
conference who ha- made more 
yardage and he tops Todd with 
one yard. He has gained 422 
yards.

Rogers o f A. & M. is one slot 
below Todd with an average of 
1.32 yards on each attempt. He 
has carried the ball 59 times for 
271. lost 16 and failed to gain 5 
times.

Lain. Rice sensation, stands 
ninth with an average gain o f 
3.76 yards. Out of 41 tries, he has 
gained 155 yards, lost 1 and fa il­
ed to gain 2.

O ’Brien, T. C. U. star, is in 
the sixteenth slot with an average 
gain o f 2.88 yards out o f 116 
tries in which he picked up 391 
yards, lost 57 and failed to gain 
16 Jimes. O'Brien has carried, the 
ball more times than any back in 
the conference.

Can Claim Record
District 10-B can claim some 

kind o f a record because in the 
past week it has bad two different 
champions. On Monday, Nov. 15, 
the executive committee o f the 
district declared a Burkburnett 
player ineligible and forfeited the 
conference games they had w-on in 
which the boy had played. This 
caused Burk to forfe it four games 
and Crowell automatically became 
the champions.

One week and a day later, the 
committee met again at the re­
quest of the Burkburnett officials, 
who had unearthed further evi­
dent'«*, and declared the boy eligi­
ble, thus returning their stand- 
ing to the 1000 per cent mark a f­
ter they had won over Crowell and 
making them the champs.

Didn’t Hurt So Bad
The last decision o f the com­

mittee did not hurt Crowell fans 
as bad as the first decision o f the 
committee hurt the Bulldog fans, 
because the Burk grid addicts had 
the championship before the sea­
son started and the thought of 
not winning it struck a hard blow.

Crowell started the season with 
a green and untested team and lo­
cal fans, were not expecting a 
championship squad. The splendid 
performance of the Wildcats this 
season was a pleasant surprise to 
the fans. Had not the irritating 
things been said about Crowell a f­
ter the eligibility question arose, 
the funs would not have held as 
much hope for the Cats as they 
did.

A fte r the smoke cleared from 
tho field Friday night, the Crow­
ell fans were very proud o f the 
Wildcats in spite of a defeat.

This injury ended the high 
school career o f the most brilliant 
backfield man since Dick Todd 
hung up his cleats for the last 
time in the Crowell dressing room 
in 1934. The accident happened 
just at the time McKown’s dreams 
o f the year were coming true, at 
tiie time he could again play in 
the bi-district and possibly the 
regional game, the dream o f all 
Class B players.

Kown received the broken bone, 
knowing how he feels about hav­
ing to be forced from the impor­
tant game yet to be played by the 
Bulldogs.

George I. king of England from 
! T1 4 to 1T27. could neither speak 
nor write the English language, 
notes a writer in the Indianapolis 
New*. He was the son o f Ernest 
Augustus, elector o f Hanover, and 
Sophia, gt anddaughter o f James 
I, o f England. The German be­
came the nearest heir to the Eng­
lish crown on the theory that the 
blood o f James II in the direct 
line was corrupted. When he suc- 
eeded Queen Anne as sovereign 

of England he was fifty-four years 
old and he made no attempt to 
learn the language of his kingdom. 
William of Orange, who reigned 
jointly with his wife. Mary, from 
168ft to 16H4 and as sole sovereign 
from 16H4 until 1702, was Dutch 
in nationality, knew very little 
English, and wa# not sufficiently 
master o f our language to address 
the house from the throne in his 
own words. On important occa­
sions. it was his practice to write 
his speech in French, and to em­
ploy a translator. French was the 
native language of the English 
king- for many generations after 
the Norman conquest.
