Que Meason, Wildcat football 
star this season, is also setting a 
good record other than on the 
gridiron. He is doing well with 
his animal project in his FF A 
work.

His project includes the fat­
tening o f a calf and two pigs. His 
calf has gained an average of two 
pounds per day since starting the 
project two months ago, and the 
pigs have gained an average of 
one pound each per day.

When Que started his project, 
the calf weighed 630 pounds and 
at present it weighs about 750 
pounds, a gain of 115 pounds in 
sixty days. He fed the calf milo 1 
heads, cottonseed meal and cane.

The pigs were put on a self- 
feeder nine weeks ago at an av­
erage weight of 25 pounds each. 
At present they will weigh 85 
pounds each. The pigs were fed 
enual parts of wheat and maize 
with cotton seed meal and meat 
scraps as a protein supplement.

Since Que is confined to tie 
i ity and was' unable to have a 
field project, he chose animals for 
his projects. He also has a Durnc 
Jersey brood sow that will farrow- 
in thé near future and some Jer­
sey white giant capons for proj 
ects. He plans to butcher his calf 
and pigs and sell them through his 
father’s meat market.

If one cannot paint or stencil 
flowers on articles, cut out cre­
tonne and paste on. These can be 
changed when they get soiled or 
you tire o f them.

Try heating clothespins in the 
oven until hot on very cold days 
and save cold, aching hands when 
hanging out clothes.

There are more than 800 va­
rieties of mistletoe.

Cold weather calls for heavier 
feeding to generate body heat in 
all kinds of livestock. Feed alone 
o f course will not offset the ef­
fects o f cold, and shelter i- es­
sential at some time- every win­
ter, even in the milder part of 
the Southwe.-t. On the other hand, 
shelter alone i- not enough, e s ­
pecially with milk tows, laying 
h e n a n d  animals in the faul t ­
ing pen. There must be extra feel 
to burn in the body or else fat al­
ready acquired will be burned in 
keeping the body temperature 
normal.

The sudden changes of weather 
to which the Southwest i- s u b ­
ject make- it hard to avoid -ome 
shrinkage, even with good shel­
ter and additional feed, but every 
pound o f avoidable shrinkage 
cost- nion to regain than to hold.

No matter with what kind o f 
livestock or poultry we are deal­
ing. an extra feed supply i- mighty 
good weatherboarding a g a i n s t  
winter shrinkage in weight or 
-lowed up production. The car­
bonaceous feed- of course play 
the larger pait in upplyirig fuel 
for heat, but thi- d oe . n"t mean 
tha» the protein element hould 
be omitted if the carbohydrates 
are to do an efficient job. A bal­
anced ration is to he assum il un­
der any and all conditions, win­
ter or summer, for growth or 
production, for fattening or mere 
maintenance.
