Two new members were receiv-
ed into the club, John Nagy and
Gordon Bell. Dr. V. V. Friend was
a visitor at this meeting.

In his talk Mr. Alderman stat-|
ed that Foard County had 21 au-

tomobile accidents during 1938
which cost a total in property
damage of $9,205.00, an average
cost per accident of $433. Five
of these accidents were caused by
livestock being on the highway
which is a violation of state law;
three were caused by driving too
fast for conditions; two, blowouts;
three, no reason, apparently inat-
tention; two, fire; 1, sun glare; 1,
no tail light; 1, mechanical de-
fects; 1, drunken driving; 1, stop-
ping on pavement; 1, skidding in
wet weather.

Mr. Alderman also stressed the
importance of every person know-
ing first aid. Thirty-two thousand
people were killed in home acci-
dents during 1938 and there were
95,000 accidental deaths from all
He stated that C. C. Rib-
ble, highway foreman, and others
were qualified to teach first aid.

suggestions were given by Mr.
Alderman:

1. Assume that the other fellow
fellow is an idiot and act accord-
ingly; expept the unexpected.

2. Give proper signals: a. Left
arm extended downward for stop-
ping or slowing. b. Arm straight
out for left hand turn. c¢. Left arm
raised for right hand turn.

3. Don’t quibble over right of
way. It’s expensive.

4. When topping hills stay far

on right side of road and slack up|

speed.
5. Dim lights when meeting cars
at night,

6. When you have blowout—a.
Hold steering wheel firmly at all
hazards. b. Do not Hress in clutch
pedal. ¢. Apply brake gently.

7. Keep brakes, horn and lights
n good repair.

8 Do not stop on pavement.
Get all four wheels off, even if at
a cost of a $15 tire.

9. Drive more slowly at dusk
when there is not enough arti-
ficial light nor daylight.

10. Don’t drive and drink nor
permit another to do so if within
your power to prevent it.
